THE Information Team of the State Administration

THE Department Meteorology
and Hydrology issued the weath-
er forecast for water levels of
Ayeyawady, Chindwin, Myittha,
Sittoung, Thanlwin, Thaungyin,
Ngawun, Toe, Kaladan, Laymyo
and Bilin rivers within the sec-
ond 10-day period of September
on 11 September 2022.
According to the DMH’s an-
nouncement, the water levels of
Ayeyawady River may rise above
the present levels by about 1-2
feet at Myitkyina, Bhamo, Shwe-

gu, Katha, Thabeikkyin, Manda-
lay, Sagaing and Myinmu and
about 2-4 feet at Pakokku, Nyaun-
gU, Chauk, Minbu, Magway, Aun-
glan, Pyay, Seiktha, Hinthada
and Zalun.

The water levels of Chind-
win River may rise above the
present levels by about 1-3 feet at
Khamti, Homalin, Phaungpyin,
Mawlaik, Kalewa, Mingin, Kani
and Monywa.

Illegal timbers, foodstuffs, consumer goods, vehicles seized

SUPERVISED by the Anti-Illegal
Trade Steering Committee, effec-
tive action is being taken against
offenders to prevent illicit trade
under the law.

An on-duty inspection team
from Mayanchaung checkpoint
in Mon State under the supervi-
sion of the Customs Department
inspected on the detour near
Shwephyu rubber firm at 97%-
mile and sixth-furlong milestone
on Yangon-Myawady highway on
7 September.

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Agricultural export value tops over $1.5 bln over five months

THE value of agricultural ex-
ports amounted to US$1.51
billion between 1 April and 2
September in the current fi-
nancial year 2022-2023, indicat-
ing a small increase of $27.28
million as against the year ago
period.

The figures topped $1.48
billion in the corresponding
period last year.

Myanmar agricultural
products are exported to China,
Thailand, Singapore, Malaysia,
the Philippines, Bangladesh,
India and countries in Europe
and African countries.

The country shipped rice,
corn, chili pepper, rubber, man-
go, various beans and pulses to
the external markets through
border posts and sea trade.

The country requires spe-
cific export plans for each ag-
ricultural product, as they are
currently exported to external
markets based upon supply and
demand. The G to G pact also
ensures a strong market for
the farmers. Contract farm-
ing systems, involvement of

regional and state agriculture
departments, exporters, trad-
ers, and some grower groups,
are required in order to meet
production targets, the Agricul-
ture Department stated.
According to a Memoran-
dum of Understanding between
Myanmar and India, India will
annually import 250,000 tonnes
of black gram and 100,000
tonnes of pigeon peas (tur)
from Myanmar for five con-
secutive years from 2021-2022
financial year to 2025-2026 FY.
The Commerce Ministry is
endeavouring to help farmers
deal with challenges such as
high input costs, procurement
of quality pedigree seeds, high
cultivation costs, and erratic
weather conditions.
Myanmar Rice Federation
(MRF) invited rice companies
and millers who want to partic-
ipate in the contract farming
system in the coming summer
paddy season.
The Ministry of Agricul-
ture, Livestock and Irrigation
is supervising to implement

contract farming system on
850,000 acres of summer paddy
in the 2022-2023 season, provide
payment-in-kind (seeds, ferti-
lizer and diesel) instead of cash
and the summer paddy grow-
ers will be entitled to receive
K200,000 worth of payment-in-
kind per acre through Agricul-

ture Development Fund. This
plan aims to boost the paddy
yield through the support of
agricultural inputs (fertilizer,
seeds and others) and conduct
supply chain financing strategy
connecting the farmers, millers
and companies, according to
the MRF’s statement.
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A factory running production of value-added rubber products.

Myanmar’s agriculture
sector is the backbone of the
country’s economy and it con-
tributes to over 30 per cent of
Gross Domestic Products. The
country primarily cultivates
paddy, corn, cotton, sugarcane,
various pulses and beans.—

Edible oil dealers speculate on price movements in Yangon market

EDIBLE oil dealers told the
Global New Light of Myanmar
(GNLM) that there might be
changing market conditions in
Yangon edible oil market in ear-
ly September 2022.

At present, the prices
of peanut oil, sesame oil and
sunflower oil are surging. The
palm oil prices stayed between
K8,500-K9,700 per viss.

In the second week of Sep-

tember, the prices of palm oil
slid to K8,500-K8,600 per viss.
Traders speculated on further
drop in prices.

The palm oil reference
price in Yangon fell to the low-
est of K3,525 per viss in early
August. Thereafter, the price
gradually went up according to
the reference rates issued on
a weekly basis. The reference
price touched a high of K5,220

for a week ending 11 Septem-
ber. The reference price for a
week from 13 to 19 September
is still not revealed on 11 Sep-
tember. However, the prices of
palm oil in the wholesale market
drastically dropped. On 11 Sep-
tember, the palm oil was priced
at K8,500-K8,600 in wholesale
markets. They are sold at K8,000
only at oil tanks, citing the mar-
ket reports. Therefore, there

is a price difference of K2,800
between the reference price and
the prices set by distributors.
There is also a large gap be-
tween the reference price and
the wholesale price.

On 12 August, the wholesale
price K8,600 per viss was around
K5,000 higher than the refer-
ence price K3,525. At that time,
the main distributors offered
the same price as the reference
price although it was hard to buy
the palm oil.

In early August, the mobile
market trucks with subsidized
price schemes sold the palm
oil at only K3,700 per viss while
the wholesale price was esti-
mated at K8,600 per viss. Some
unscrupulous businesspersons
resold them with a profit of
K1,500-K2,000.

Some fried food businesses
bought the edible oil from those
sellers as they are K1,500-K2,000
cheaper than the wholesale
prices. It is a win-win situation
for both parties, Daw Hla Mu,
a fritter seller from Kamayut
Township, told the GNLM.

The consumers are antici-

pating the changing market con-
ditions. In the previous months,
the mobile market trucks sold
them at the cheaper rate yet
there is a limited supply and
quota.

The wholesale price is
about K4,000 higher than the
reference price, Ko Myint Lwin,
atrader who delivers palm oil to
other regions and states from
Nyaungpinlay and Bayintnaung
markets, told the GNLM.

The wholesale price is dou-
bled compared to the reference
price. Majority of the consumers
cannot get access to the subsi-
dized scheme of mobile market
trucks. They are forced to buy
the palm oil at around K10,000
per viss, the GNLM quoted Daw
Khaing who lives at a dormito-
ry in Hlinethaya Township, as
saying.

As the price movement is
likely to happen in the coming
days, traders do not make a big
purchase when the price is de-
creasing. The consumers also
expect to see palm oil and veg-
etable oil bottles in the shelves
of city marts.—TWA/GNLM

Remedies for Breach of Contracts

contract is a legally en-
forceable agreement.
A contract is a legally

binding agreement between two
or more parties or companies. A
contractual agreement creates a
promise that certain rights and
obligations will be fulfilled by each
party. In essence, a promise is the
foundation of every contract.

The principal purpose of a
contract is to formalize new rela-
tionships and outline the various
legal obligations each party is lia-
ble to the other.

The intention to be legally
bound is an essential element of
every contract, and it requires a
contract to exist and be enforce-
able by law.

Gentlemen's agreement

A gentlemen’s agree-
ment, or gentleman’s agree-
ment, is informal and legally
non-binding agreement between
two or more parties, and it is typ-
ically oral, through mutually-ben-
eficial etiquette.

Formation of contract

The basic elements required
for the agreement to be a legally
enforceable contract are mutual
assent, expressed by a valid offer
and acceptance, adequate con-
sideration, capacity, and legality.
In some states, the element of
consideration can be satisfied by
a valid substitute.

Before a contract process
even begins, two or more parties
will have agreed to work together
in a mutually beneficial manner.

When a person expresses
something to another person to
invite him to make an offer it is
known as an invitation to offer.

Aninvitation to offer becomes
an offer when responded by the
party to whom it is made.

When one person expresses
his will to another to do or not to
do something, to take his approval,
is known as an offer. Offeror and
offeree exchange promises to each
other.

The offer becomes an agree-
ment when it is accepted.

A contract is formed when
the offeree promises to perform.

Free consent is an essential
element of a contract based on
Section 13 of the Contract Act
and the meaning of free consent
is an agreement made between

two parties for the same purpose
with the union of thoughts without
coercion, fraud, misrepresenta-
tion, undue influence and mistake.
Types of contracts

Contracts based on validi-
ty can come in eleven different
forms, including valid contracts.
Types of Contract are Valid con-
tract, Void contract, Voidable con-
tract, Express contract, Implied
contract, Reciprocal contract, Con-
structive contract, Quasi contract,
e-com Contract, Executed con-
tract, and Executory contract.

A valid contract is one that is
legally enforceable, while a void
contract is unenforceable and im-
poses no obligations on the parties
involved.

A contract to be valid two
things are absolutely essen-
tial-lawful object and lawful con-
sideration. Lawful consideration
or object can never be fraudulent.

All contracts are agreements,
but all agreements are not con-
tracts.

A valid contract is an agree-
ment, which is binding and en-
forceable. In a valid contract, all
the parties are legally bound to
perform the contract.

Avoid Contract implies a con-
tract which lacks enforceability by
law, whereas a Voidable Contract,
alludes to a contract wherein one
party has the right to enforce.

A valid enforceable contract
includes agreement, considera-
tion, capacity and legality.

A contract may be expressed
or implied. Terms of the contract
are set forth either in uniting or
orallyis called an express contract.
Implied in fact based on conduct
is called implied contract or qua-
si-contract.

The difference between void
and voidable contracts is that a
void contract is illegal and unen-
forceable while a voidable contract
islegal and the parties can enforce
it. A void contract is invalid or en-
tirely against the law, so no one
involved can say it’s enforceable
under the law.

An express contract arises
from interactions in which parties
actually discuss the agreement
and the promised terms. The ex-
press contract does not have to
be formal or in writing. It simply
requires that the parties express

their intentions in an agreement.

An implied contract arises
from the conduct of the parties,
rather than from words. That is,
the parties interact in a manner
that constitutes a legally enforce-
able contract. This means that all
of the elements of an enforceable
contract can be inferred from the
actions of the parties.

Areciprocal contract is one in
which the parties enter into mutu-
al agreements.

An E-contract, or electron-
ic contract, is a legal document
created and signed online. It is
essentially a digital version of a
traditional paper contract.

The executed agreement
creates a contractual relationship
between two or more parties and
each must now fulfil the legal ob-
ligations they agreed upon in the
written agreement.

An executory contract is a
contract that has not yet between
fully performed or fully executed.
Itis a contract in which both sides
still have important performance
remaining.

Breach of contract

When the parties to the con-
tract performed their promises,
the contract is to be executed.

If a party to a contract does
not perform his obligations or
expressly refuses to perform the
contract, it is called a breach of
contract.

The party committing a
breach of contract is called the

defaulting party.

In the case of abreach of con-
tract, the party who does not, or
refuses to perform his obligations
is called the aggrieved party. The
aggrieved party entitles to claim
remedy for breach of contract.

A person who suffers dam-
age or injury from the breach
of contract can seek financial
remedies in Civil Court. If there
are criminal elements appear
the aggrieved person may seek
criminal action.

A civil action is a lawsuit filed
by a private person (not the gov-
ernment) against another private
person. Lawsuits seek monetary
damages for injury or loss that the
party suing (the plaintiff) alleges
the party sued (the defendant)
caused.

Civil actions are categorized
according to the type of injury or
damage involved.

Civil lawsuits arise out of dis-
putes between parties to a con-
tract. The plaintiff in such actions
alleges that the defendant has
failed to comply with some term(s)
of the contract, causing damage to
the plaintiff.

Some civil wrongs result from
intentionally “wrong” acts by de-
fendants, repudiation of expressed
or implied contracts such as in-
tentional misrepresentation, or
defamation.

Generally, civil liability arises
from wrongful acts and breaches
of contracts.

Wrongful acts may be inten-
tional or negligently actions or
omissions.

The breach of contracts or
repudiation of contracts may be
expressed or implied.

When civil liability arises and
the aggrieved person is entitled to
claim civil remedy.

Any kind of contract may be
considered breached once one
party unconditionally refuses to
perform under the contract as
promised, regardless of when the
performance is supposed to take
place. This unconditional refusal
is known as a “repudiation” of a
contract.

Remedy for breach of contract

The civil remedy may be dec-
laration or damage or injunction or
specific performance of contract or
recovery of moveable or immova-
ble property.

Remedy forbreach of contract
is a common type of civil lawsuit.
This type of lawsuit will arise when
one contracting party fails to per-
form the obligations due under the
contract. When one party breaches
the contract, the other party is
often referred to as the innocent
party. The innocent party can file
alawsuit and seek a legal remedy.
A Legal remedy is a method by
which the court attempts to bring
justice to, or compensate, the in-
nocent party.

Remedy means of enforcing a
right or preventing or redressing
a wrong; legal or equitable relief.

Adequate remedy means a legal
remedy (such as an award of dam-
ages) that provides sufficient relief
to the petitioning party, thus pre-
venting the party from obtaining
equitable relief.

Judicial remedy means arem-
edy granted by a Court; esp; a tort
remedy that is either ordinary (as
in an action for damages) or ex-
traordinary (as in an equitable suit
for an injunction.

Legal remedy means a
remedy available in a court of
law, as distinguished from a
remedy available only in equity.

There are several remedies
for breach of contracts, such as the
award of damages, specific perfor-
mance, rescission, and restitution.

Damages are not recoverable
forloss that the party in breach did
not have reason to foresee as a
probable result of the breach when
the contract was made.

Often, the legal remedy for
a breach of contract claim will
include a remedy of damages. A
damage award is money ordered
to be paid as compensation for
the injury or loss. There are sev-
eral different types of monetary
damages and several different
methods that the courts use to
calculate damages.

Functions of contracts are fun-
damental to commercial transac-
tions. Contracts create rights and
duties between the promisor and
the promisee.

Benefits of valid contracts

Effective and proper commu-
nication of contractual relations
prevents avoidable revocation
and misunderstanding between
parties.

The formation of a valid con-
tract can eliminate unwanted dis-
putes and litigations.

Clear conditions in a valid con-
tract can also protect the misun-
derstanding and blame game in a
contract. Everybusiness contract
is a primary foundation of the com-
mercial relation and it will protect
the contracting parties in the event
of wrongdoing,.

In any commercial transac-
tion, a valid contract can secure
the benefits of the contracting
parties and promote commercial
relations among all the parties in-
volved in the transaction.

Combatting human tra
cases in the Middle East Labour Affairs

INSTITUTIONS concerned had
better continue to investigate
trafficking in persons of Myan-
mar women as domestic workers
in the Middle East, advocates of
labour affairs pointed out.
Inrecent days, seven Myan-
mar victims of human trafficking
in Dubai, the UAE were rescued
with the bilateral cooperation
between Myanmar and Dubai
police forces and they returned
home. Those convicted traffick-
ers faced legal actions at the
Tamway Police Station.

Those Myanmar traffickers
living in Dubai as permanent
residence took advantage of
vulnerable Myanmar girls with
high salary scams. Then, they
were forced to be sold in Iran,
Iraq, Qatar, Bahrain, Kuwait,
Saudi Arabia, Yemen, Jordan
and Oman after they arrived in
Dubai. The girls called for help
on social media.

Some local oversea recruit-
ment agents persuaded them to
work overseas. Trafficking in per-
sons is continuously happening

amid weak law enforcements, la-
bour affairs advocates criticized.
The traffickers convinced
the vulnerable girls that they
would be hired with a good salary
and they fell into the trap. They
were detained by a group of My-
anmar vicious people in Dubai.
They kept the girls’ pass-
ports and mobile phones. They
provided only one meal a day.
The girls were entrapped to be
sold in countries in the Middle
East. They faced extortions,
according to the stories of the

victims of trafficking who came
back to Myanmar on 9 Septem-
ber.

Similar cases might happen
again so investigations should
be ongoing with the global alli-
ance (Interpol) against human
trafficking, advocates suggested.

“We do not have a Memo-
randum of Understanding on
employment with the Middle
East. Younger people fall for
trafficking with higher salary
scams. Some local recruitment
agencies should also check the

accountability of the agents on
other sides. Unless they do so,
they can be involved in traffick-
ing cases,” an advocate said.

Yangon Region hits the highest record of
COVID-19 infection in 1%t week of September

IN the first week of September,
the highest number of cluster
infections occurred in Yangon
Region among the domestic
cases of COVID-19, according
to a statement from the Minis-
try of Health.

equivalent to Paxlovid through
a Bio Equivalence study, based
on which we have received the
approval from the regulatory
authorities.”

The statement further said
that the product’s breakthrough
approval was given by the US
Food and Drug Administra-
tion (FDA) in December 2021
indicating for the treatment of
mild-to-moderate COVID-19 in
adults. It was the first oral pill
that has been approved by US
FDA and with a better safety pro-
file than subsequently approved
oral therapies. —ANI

After pandemic hiatus,
Detroit Auto Show reboots

itself

THE Detroit Auto Show, long
a dead of winter mainstay
that drew car industry brass
and international media to
America’s “Motor City” ahead
of a big public expo, will con-
vene next week for the first
time since the Covid-19 pan-
demic.

The event, reconceptual-
ized as a partly outdoor gath-
ering, will spotlight the growing
class of electric vehicles (EV)
that are beginning to hit show-
rooms, in what is still the early
days of a lengthy transition.

With no Detroit show since
2019, event organizers tout a
chance for media and the pub-
lic to check out vehicles that
they may have only seen vir-
tually until now.

In another highlight, Pres-

ident Joe Biden plans to at-
tend the show’s media day on
Wednesday to highlight policies
to boost EV adoption.

But longtime Detroit show
attendees are expecting a fan-
fare-light affair.

In its peak years, the
January event was known for
free-flowing champagne and
fancy nibbles as CEOs from
Detroit’s “Big 3” and interna-
tional giants like Toyota and
Mercedes-Benz unveiled spar-
Kkling new four-wheel offerings.

Architects of the event, of-
ficially called the North Amer-
ican International Auto Show,
are not trying to replicate the
panache of the show’s earlier
incarnation in light of profound
changes since the last show in
2019. —AFP

Japan’s COVID-19 cases more than
doubled in 2 months

JAPAN reported a total of
20,000,343 COVID-19 cases as
of Friday, more than doubled
in less than two months from
that logged on July 14, statistics
showed.

The country registered
99,491 new COVID-19 cases on
Friday. A total of 211 people were
reported dead, bringing the total
death toll to 42,363, according to
data from the country’s public
broadcaster NHK.

Japan has seen its seventh
wave of COVID-19 infections
since July, and the number of
new confirmed cases and deaths
in a single day remains at a high
level.

The rapid rise in the number
of deaths has made it difficult
to cremate the dead in some
parts of Japan, local media has
reported.

In Japan, the number of new

infections in the latest week was
69 per cent higher than the pre-
vious week, Japan’s Ministry of
Health, Labor and Welfare said
in a report Wednesday.

Most of the country’s new
coronavirus deaths in July and
August were among people over

70 years old. People aged 70 and
above accounted for about 91
per cent of COVID-19 deaths
between 29 June and 30 Au-
gust, Japanese newspaper Yo-
miuri Shimbun reported, citing
data from the ministry.

Viet Nam reports 2,498 new COVID-19

cases

VIET NAM recorded 2,498 new
COVID-19 cases on Saturday,
down 1,151 from Friday, accord-
ing to the Ministry of Health.
All the new cases were local-
ly transmitted, said the ministry.
The newly reported infec-
tions brought the total tally to
11,437,970. The country reported
no new deaths from the pandem-
ic on Saturday, with the total fa-

talities staying at 43,126.

As of Saturday, there were
108 severe cases in need of as-
sisted breathing in the Southeast
Asian country, according to the
ministry. Nationwide, 10,287,143
COVID-19 patients, or nearly 90
percent of the total infections,
have recovered.

Approximately 258.5 million
doses of COVID-19 vaccines

have been administered in the
country, including nearly 219.8
million shots on people aged 18
and above, said the ministry.

Vietnam has already record-
ed COVID-19 infections with
Omicron BA.4, BA.5, BA.2.12.1
and BA.2.74 sub-variants and is
accelerating the inoculation of
its people with a fourth vaccine
dose. —Xinhua

Japan says ready for ‘necessary response’ as yen dives

JAPAN is ready to take ac-
tion if the yen’s plummeting
value remains volatile, offi-
cials repeated on Thursday,
after the currency hit 24-year
lows.

The yen has tumbled from
around 115 per dollar in March
to lower than 140 last week,
as the Bank of Japan (BoJ)
sticks with its monetary eas-
ing policies in contrast to rate
hikes from other central banks
including the US Federal Re-
serve.

It has continued to drop
fast, nearly touching 145 per
dollar overnight in New York,
as investors flooded into the
US currency hoping for better

returns and as a safe-haven
hedge.

Japan has not announced
any specific measures to bol-

ster the yen, such as instruct-
ing the central bank to buy it
against other currencies.

But on Thursday, officials

from the BoJ, the finance min-
istry and the government’s
fiscal services agency held a
meeting while the yen hovered
close to 144 per dollar.

“If (the yen) continues
to fluctuate like this, the gov-
ernment is ready to take the
necessary response in finan-
cial markets,” Masato Kanda,
Vice-Minister of Finance for
International Affairs, told re-
porters after the meeting.

“Various measures” are
on the table, he said without
giving details. His comments
closely echoed remarks made
Wednesday by Japan’s finance
minister, who said rapid shifts
in foreign exchange rates were

“not desirable”.

Ray Attrill, head of FX
strategy at National Australia
Bank, said the rhetoric would
have little effect.

“The market’s not buying
what the Japanese officials are
selling in terms of their public
concerns about the moves in
the yen. They’ve basically been
singing from exactly the same
hymn sheet,” he told AFP.

A weaker yen can help Jap-
anese companies to sell prod-
ucts overseas, but “at these lev-
els, the disadvantages of a weak
yen are starting to outweigh the
benefits,” with households and
businesses facing higher im-
port prices, Attrill said. —AFP

China automobile sector maintains
rapid growth momentum

CHINA'S automobile industry
continued to see robust growth
in production and sales in August

despite COVID-19 outbreaks,
industrial data showed
Friday.

The world’s largest auto-
mobile market produced 2.4
million units of automobiles
and sold 2.38 million units last
month, rising 38.3 per cent and
32.1 per cent year on year re-
spectively, data from the Chi-
na Association of Automobile
Manufacturers showed. In the
first eight months of this year,
the automobile output reached
16.97 million units, up 4.8 per
cent year on year. Automobile
sales totaled 16.86 million units,
rising 1.7 per cent compared
with the same period of 2021.

The association expected
that the steady growth trend of
the automobile industry might
continue. —Xinhua

Nigerian economy shows upward trajectory
despite strong headwinds: president

NIGERIAS economy has contin-
ued to be resilient and maintains
an upward trajectory, despite
the disruptions in the global
economy, Nigerian President
Muhammadu Buhari said on
Friday.

Buhari, while inaugurating
an 11-man Presidential Commit-
tee on the National Economy in
Abuja, the Nigerian capital, said
the loss of substantial volumes of
oil, the mainstay of the economy,
as well as the COVID-19 pan-

demic and the conflict between
Russia and Ukraine, had brought
negative impacts on the econ-
omy of Africa’s most populous
country.

“Starting with COVID-19
and now the conflict in Ukraine,
the past three years have been
turbulent ones for the global
economy. Global interdepend-
ence has become more apparent
as we have had to deal with vol-
atility, uncertainty, complexity,
and ambiguity,” the Nigerian

leader said.

He said while the global
economy was largely affected
by challenges which include
lockdowns as COVID-19 raged
— with disruptions to supply
chains around the world and
sharp fluctuations in prices, the
Nigerian economy continued
to show resilience and growth,
despite the adverse effects of
rising interest rates, a stronger
US dollar and higher inflation
across the world. —Xinhua

CANADA'S unemployment
rate rose to 5.4 per cent in Au-
gust for the first time in seven
months, Statistics Canada said
on Friday.

The unemployment rate,
up 0.5 percentage points from
the record low of 4.9 per cent
observed in June and July, was
the first increase not coincid-
ing with a tightening of public
health restrictions since May
2020, when the unemployment
rate reached its pandemic
peak, the national statistical
agency said.

The unemployment rate
increased for four of the six
main demographic groups in
August, including young men
aged 15 to 24, women aged 55
and older; core-aged men, and
core-aged women. It was little
changed among young women
and older men, the agency said.

Canada’s unemployment
rate rises in August

The adjusted unemploy-
ment rate, which includes peo-
ple who wanted a job but did
not look for one, rose 0.5 per-
centage points to 7.3 per cent
in August. This increase was
largely due to the rise in the
number of unemployed, rather
than an increase in those who
were outside the labour force
but wanted work, according to
the agency.

Long-term unemploy-
ment, the number of people
who had been continuously un-
employed for 27 weeks or more,
rose by 22,000, or 13.7 per cent
in August, offsetting a similar
size decline in July. Long-term
unemployment expressed as a
proportion of the total labour
force was 0.9 per cent in Au-
gust, the same as its February
2020 pre-pandemic level, the
agency said. —Xinhua

SUV to arrive in
Europe in 2023: CEO

JEEP will launch its
first all-electric SUV for
Europe, the “Avenger”,
next year, CEO Chris-
tian Meunier told AFP
on Thursday, as its par-
ent company Stellantis
moves away from fossil
fuel vehicles.

“We have very strong
DNA — electrification is
a means of reinforcing
it,” the French director
of the US automaker told
AFP as the company pre-
sented its first electric
models to the media.

Jeep plans to sell
only electric vehicles in
Europe by 2030 under
the Dare Forward plans
of its parent company,
Stellantis, a US-Euro-
pean group whose other
brands include Peugeot,
Fiat, Chrysler and Alfa
Romeo.

Battery electric ve-
hicles will account for

half of Stellantis car sales
in the United States by
the end of the decade.
The small and rug-
ged Avenger has arange
of 400 kilometres (250
miles) per charge.
Compared with pet-
rol models it will be a
“little heavier given its
batteries, but the accel-
eration and the fun will
be there,” Meunier said.
Another electric
model adding to the
Jeep line-up is the box-
ier, more off road-orien-
tated “Recon”, replete
with power-sliding roof
and removable doors.
Recon will be
launched in North Amer-
ica in 2024. Jeep is also
releasing an electric
variant of its largest
sport-utility vehicle, the
600-horsepower Wag-
oneer S, with a range of
600 kilometres.

Elsewhere, the re-
membrance business was
in full swing nearer the pal-
ace, as well-wishers gath-
ered to pay respects to the
Royal Family — and hoped
to catch a glimpse of King
Charles ITI and Queen Con-
sort Camilla. —AFP

German gas importer VNG asks for state

aid amid energy crisis

AFTER Germany’s larg-
est gas importer Uniper
was rescued from insol-
vency by the government
in July, the country’s third
largest gas importer VNG
also applied for state aid
due to soaring energy pric-
es, the company said on
Friday.

As was the case for
Uniper, VNG had to pro-
cure gas volumes at “sig-
nificantly higher prices”
on the energy markets to
fulfill supply contracts, the
company said.

Since the start of the
Russia-Ukraine conflict,
gas prices in Europe have

tripled as supplies to Ger-
many via the Nord Stream
1 pipeline were repeatedly
reduced. Last week, Gaz-
prom cut off supplies alto-
gether, blaming an oil leak
at a turbine.

Two gas contracts of
65 and 35 terawatt hour
equivalents were affect-

ed by the Russian supply
disruptions, according to
VNG.

The company was still
able to bear the additional
costs of 1 billion euros (1
billion US dollars) for the
smaller contract, but no
longer those for the larger
one. —Xinhua

Kouachi, who said they were
acting on behalf of Al-Qaeda
to avenge Charlie Hebdo’s de-
cision to publish cartoons of the
Prophet Mohammed.

The killings signalled the
start of a deadly wave of Isla-
mist attacks around Europe.

The first trial was held

in 2020 with 14 defendants —

some tried in their absence
— accused of helping the gun-
men prepare and organise the
attacks in the French capital.

Jail terms ranging from
four years to life were hand-
ed out for those convicted of
helping the gunmen, who at-
tacked the magazine’s office
and customers at a Jewish
supermarket.

Only two, those given the
heaviest sentences, have ap-
pealed.

Ali Riza Polat, 37, was
sentenced to 30 years in pris-
on after it was ruled he had
helped the Kouachi brothers
and Amedy Coulibaly secure
weapons. —AFP

How Japan’s Justice Ministry led moves to

accept Ukrainian evacuees

JAPAN has welcomed more than
1,800 evacuees since Russia’s
war against Ukraine began over
six months ago, in an uncharac-
teristic move for a country with
a typically poor record accepting
people seeking asylum.

On 1 March, just five days
after the launch of the invasion,
Justice Minister Yoshihisa Fu-
rukawa told senior immigration
officials and others in his office
that Japan “has a responsibility
to act in this historic moment.”

Since then, the policy, an-
nounced by Prime Minister Fu-
mio Kishida the next day, has
been spearheaded by the min-
istry’s Immigration Services
Agency.

One official recalled that Ja-
pan’s quick decision to accept
people from Ukraine using a gov-
ernment plane was a sort of an
“unprecedented mission,” and
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Then Justice Minister Yoshihisa Furukawa (L) and his predecessor Yoko

interviews with those involved
revealed that the initiative was
propelled by the incumbent and
previous justice ministers.

In the immediate aftermath
of Russia’s assault, while numer-
ous countries were expressing

solidarity with Ukraine, the ques-
tion being asked in Japan was
which ministry would handle ac-
cepting people fleeing the war.
One government official even
said the Foreign Ministry was
“passive” on the issue. —Kyodo

Russia ‘regroups’ troops in east as Ukraine advances

RUSSIA said it was pulling back
troops from the eastern Kharkiv
region of Ukraine as Kyiv an-
nounced massive territorial
gains in its lightning counter-of-
fensive.

A Moscow-backed separa-

tist leader in the east mean-
while said Russian forces
were fighting “difficult” battles
against Kyiv’s troops in sev-
eral parts of eastern Donetsk
region.

A Ukrainian official also

said Kyiv’s troops were closing
in on the eastern city of Lysy-
chansk, captured by Russian
troops after fierce artillery
battles in July.

Moscow’s announcement
of the pullback alongside Ky-

iv’s claim to have entered the
town of Kupiansk are the most
significant shifts in battlefield
dynamics after months of
fighting in eastern Ukraine
that has been dominated by
Moscow.

“A decision was made to
regroup Russian troops sta-
tioned in the Balakliya and
Izyum regions to bolster ef-
forts along the Donetsk front,”
Russia’s defence ministry said
in a statement. —Xinhua
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Queen’s coffin heads to Scottish palace,
historic church

THE Palace of Holyroodhouse
and St Giles’ Cathedral in Edin-
burgh, where Queen Elizabeth
IT’s coffin will rest in the coming
days, are both steeped in royal
history — and anti-English sen-
timent.

Since the queen’s death
aged 96 on Thursday, her body
has remained at her Balmoral
estate in northeast Scotland
while her eldest son travelled
to London to be formally pro-
claimed King Charles III.

On Sunday, the coffin
will be taken by road to the
500-year-old Holyroodhouse
palace, set against the dramat-
ic backdrop of Arthur’s Seat,
an ancient volcano that dom-
inates Edinburgh’s sweeping
Holyrood Park.

The palace has been used
by Scottish and English mon-
archs for centuries, since
James IV began construction

on the site of the Holyrood
(“holy cross”) abbey.

According to legend, the
abbey was founded in 1128 by
King David I after he saw a
vision of a stag with a glow-
ing cross between its antlers,
which he took as a sign from
God.

One of the palace’s most
notable residents was Mary
Queen of Scots. It was in her
private apartments there that,
in 1566, she witnessed the bru-
tal murder of her secretary
instigated by her jealous hus-
band.

In 1633, Holyroodhouse
was the site of the Scottish
coronation of King Charles I,
whose reign led to a civil war
in which he was executed, and
the palace was damaged and
abandoned.

After a brief republic, his
son returned as King Charles

IT in 1660 and renovated the
palace.
Elizabeth was a regular

visitor during her reign, hold-
ing an annual garden party at-

UN global congress vows to support

THE first United Nations Global Congress of Victims of Terrorism
concluded Friday at the UN headquarters in New York with a
commitment to strengthen support for terrorism victims.

Themed “Advancing the Rights and Needs of Victims of Terror-
ism,” the congress aims to adopt a victim-centric approach to
countering terrorism and preventing violent extremism, said a
pressrelease of its organizer, the United Nations Office of Coun-
ter-Terrorism.
