across the nation, showing the progress of monsoon paddy. Hence, 
rainfed and irrigated monsoon paddy plantations are waiting for the 
days of harvesting this season.

Farmers need to make preparations to grow summer pad-
dy after harvesting monsoon paddy. In this regard, they need to 
choose the best option for their farming systems. Now, they have 
a chance to primarily choose the contract farming system or their 
own arrangement.

If they choose the contract farming system, they will have 
granted for taking quality 
strains of paddy seeds, ferti-
lizers and diesel for operating 
their farmlands under the con-
tracts signed for the cultivation 
of summer paddy in the 2022-
2023 financial year with the aim 
of increasing the per-acre yield 
of summer paddy. Moreover, 
the provisions for the system 
will be worth K200,000 per acre 
to be supplied by the develop-
ment fund. 

The Myanmar Rice Feder-
ation is making arrangements 
to implement the contract 
farming system in growing 
850,000 acres of summer paddy 
across the nation in the 2022-23 
financial year. At this juncture, 
summer paddy growers and 
rice millers and rice companies 
must be grouped in respective 
townships so as to hold coor-
dination for implementation 
of the supply chain financing 
process.

Although the government 
set the target to cultivate 
850,000 acres of summer paddy 
across the nation, a total of 28 
paddy companies and associ-
ate companies of the Myanmar 
Rice Federation have submit-

ted their expressions of interest for growing 485,330 acres of summer 
paddy only. Hence, it is necessary to strive for meeting the target of 
growing summer paddy in time.

Now, the contract farming system has been adopted as a good 
plan for the agricultural sector. As such, farmers and businesspersons 
such as agricultural companies and rice millers need to cooperate 
with each other in the farming process to be able to win the best 
result. They have to give a helping hand to each other in farming 
work. If so, they will enjoy the benefit of the contract farming system.

Why do we need to strengthen civil 
service capacities?

WHILE I was attending 
“Management Course 
for Executive-Lev-

el Officials” Course No 8 at the 
Central Institute of Civil Service 
(Upper Myanmar) from 24 Janu-
ary 2022 to 18 March 2022, many 
thoughts relating to civil service 
came into my mind.  What are 
the values of civil service? Why 
do we need to strengthen civil 
service capacities? What is the 
relationship between democracy 
and civil service? 

Civil service has diverse 
meanings. My understanding 
is that the civil service is one of 
the most important government 
organizations as it enables a 
country to function properly and 
to deliver public services. Civil 
service personnel are politically 
impartial employees who work 
for a department. 

Here we need to know the 
values of civil service. According 
to Gol-UNDP Project, “Strength-
ening Human Resources Man-
agement of Civil Services”, there 
are four pillars for good govern-
ance and citizen-centric admin-
istration. They are Ethos, Ethics, 
Equity and Efficiency (4Es). Be-
ing a civil servant, understand-
ing the civil service values and 
acting accordingly is important. 
Indeed, they need to act ethically 
and behave in an open, fair and 
transparent manner.  They have 
to be expressed and embodied in 
practical, visible ways, in behav-

iours and actions. It is important 
to help staff translate each value 
into expected or unacceptable be-
haviours and to create awareness 
of these behaviours through dif-
ferent means. We need to ensure 
that every level in departments 
and ministries not only under-
stands the values but is equipped 
to behave consistently with those 
values in every aspect of work.

As Myanmar is on the way to 
becoming a democratic society, it 
is essential to promote the better 
delivery of public goods and ser-
vices with increased accountabili-
ty and to have efficient and skilful 
civil servants. It is a deliberate 
action and the democratic char-
acter of civil service.  In order 
to have efficient and skilful civil 
servants in every governmental 
organization, the civil services 
should upgrade and keep ahead 
to perform the statutory duties 
impartially.

In order to nurture efficient 
civil service personnel, this is 
the time to train civil servants 

who have been serving in the 
government’s ministries and 
departments, at both the Union 
and State levels in Myanmar. The 

Civil Service is one of the most 
important institutions in every 
country. Almost all countries have 
established civil service institu-

tions, and so does Myanmar. Con-
ducting training and educational 
programmes aimed at capacity 
enhancement of civil service per-

sonnel is one of the missions of 
the Union Civil Service Board, 
UCSB. As the civil service is the 
key platform between the public 
and a state, civil servants have 
the heavy responsibility of build-
ing a Nation. Each and every civil 
servant must have the required 
skills and knowledge as well as 
the right values and spirit of pub-
lic service. 

Not only do civil servants at-
tend training, but they must also 
update their knowledge and skills 
in order to perform their statu-
tory duties impartially. All civil 
service personnel need to hone 
their abilities to improve their 
performance by themselves. 

The government needs to 
encourage and motivate civil 
servants by giving them the nec-
essary training and exposure to 
give their best.  In this vein, civil 
service training institutions play 
a crucial role in improving the 
capacity of civil service person-

nel and enabling them to achieve 
the Ministry/Department/Organ-
ization’s mission and objectives. 
There is therefore a demand for 
upgraded training institutions, 
and there is also a need to up-
grade the skills of trainers. Civil 
service training and capacity 
development require an uplift 
to meet international standards 
and to become more effective and 
responsive to the needs of the 
public.  As Myanmar raises the 
quality of its civil service system, 
it needs trainers with the right 
values, skills, and knowledge to 
be effective practitioners. Indeed, 
in order for a training institution 
to perform its responsibility of 
training effectively, it needs to 
have motivated, qualified and 
experienced trainers. It is vital 
to train the trainers for the cur-
rent and future development of 
skills, expertise, and ability in 
support of their designated re-
sponsibilities.

Based on my experiences, 
what I found out is that UCSB is 
starting to cultivate the spirits 
of civil service personnel with 
new types of teaching, aiming at 
upgrading their abilities, fulfill-
ing people’s needs promptly, and 
making them take responsibility 
and accountability in providing 
service to people. 

We, all learners who have at-
tended the “Management Course 
for Executive Level Officials”, 
Course No 8 boosted our skills 
and knowledge, which is a pre-
cious thing for us, and another 
precious thing is that we could 
cultivate good relationships 
among ourselves.

To conclude, civil services 
are the bedrock of public admin-
istration and they have assumed 
a more important role in democ-
racy to ensure good governance. 
No government can exist with-
out administrative machinery. 
As Myanmar is new to demo-
cratic institutions, it is only the 
stable and efficient civil service 
that can strengthen democracy. 
I do believe that effective train-
ing courses like “Management 
Course for Executive Level Of-
ficials and Management Course 
for Senior Level Officials” benefit 
the individuals of civil service 
personnel and the department 
as a whole, and contribute to the 
achievement of government pol-
icy with good performance.

Immense efforts are on for next-generation COVID vaccines: Top expert

AS THE  COVID-19 pan-
demic seems to be nev-

er-ending, scientists are working 
on next-generation vaccines and 
the top health expert said that a lot 

of efforts are on within the country 
for the development of vaccines. 
According to Dr NK Arora Chair-
person of COVID-19 working 
group NTAGI, “This whole con-

cept of next-generation vaccine is 
that we don’t have to give repeated 
doses. The second is if we give the 
vaccine it covers the prevailing 
viruses and also future viruses 

better and the protection remains 
for a long time.”

The next-generation vaccines

tect people from future viruses. 
He said further some people are 
making strain-specific vaccines, 
some are also trying to prepare 
for bivalent or two types of vi-
ruses mixed together or four 
types of viruses mixed together.

Some peo-
ple are making strain-specific 
vaccines some are also trying to 
prepare for bivalent or two types 
of viruses mixed together or four 
types of viruses mixed together.

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THE remittance of Myanmar 
citizens abroad reached over 
US$6.152 billion within eight 
years, said Union Minister for 
Labour Dr Pwint San during a 
coordination meeting on mak-
ing remittances through official 
banks held on Monday. 

The Union minister said the 
money transferred by Myanmar 
citizens abroad to their family 
members is from Malaysia, Thai-
land, Singapore and other coun-
tries. Such remittances support 
the foreign currency demands of 
local exporters and importers. 

Regarding the salaries of 
Myanmar citizens abroad, it is 
free to use the foreign currency 
for themselves, resell or transfer 
to others. Those who bought the 
foreign currency have to resell 
them to the government at the 
reference rate of the Central 
Bank of Myanmar within 21 days. 

The remittances of Myan-
mar migrant workers play a 
key role in the development of 
the country and foreign income 

DURING the week ending 6 September, the prices of onion and 
Kyukok garlic varieties fell again. Local Shan potato supply is quite 
low and Chinese potato surpassed them at a high price. Chilli pep-
per price rose by K2,000 per viss (a viss equals 1.6 kilogrammes). 
Meanwhile, palm oil reference price rose and the market is quite 
slow moving with the high price.  

 
Onion

On 2 September, onion prices hit the highest in history in the 
Yangon market. However, the price dropped by K150-300 on 5 Sep-
tember owing to the price differences between Yangon and other 
regions and states, low quality in the Yangon market and supply 
of 200,000 visses of onions to the Yangon market without demand 
from the border.  On 6 September, only 120,000 visses of onions 
entered the market. The market prices stood at K2,750 -3,500 per 
viss of onions from Seikphyu Township and K3,000-3,700 per viss 
of onions from Monywa Township on 6 September.

 
Garlic

On 6 September, the wholesale prices of garlic moved in the 
range of K2,800-4,200 per viss from Shan State (Aungban area) 
while Kyukok garlic fetched K4,400 per viss. In the previous days, 
Kyukok garlic was priced at K4,800 per viss.

 
Potato

The Bayintnaung market saw an abundant supply of Chinese 
potato and a small supply of local Shan potato. The prices of 
Chinese potato on 6 September were higher to K2,050-2,150 per 
viss from K1,950-2,000 per viss recorded in the previous days. 
Shan potato were priced at K1,350-2,150 per viss depending on 
quality and size.

 
Chilli pepper

The prices of chilli pepper were constant at K14,000-15,000 per 
viss last week. During a week ending on 6 September, the price in-
creased by K2,000 per viss in the market.  The prices of chilli pepper 
moved in the range of K16,000 and K17,500 per viss depending on 
different varieties (Moehtaung, long red chilli (Panye) and green 
chilli), whereas the bell pepper is sold at K11,000-12,000 per viss.

 
Palm oil

The wholesale reference price of palm oil in the Yangon Region 
for a week from 5 to 11 September is set at K5,220 per viss, which 
is up by K310 per viss this week compared to the last week’s price. 

The palm oil wholesale prices in the markets slipped to 
K9,400-9,500 per viss on 6 September yet the trading is sluggish. 
Consumers prefer 18-litre jerry cans or tin oil cans in the markets. 

 
Rice    

The low-grade monsoon paddy started to enter the market. 
The rice prices are still stable on the high side. The wholesale 
prices of Pawsan rice varieties were K85,000-91,000 per bag from 
the Shwebo area, K68,000-70,000 from the Myaungmya area and 
K65,000-68,000 from the Pyapon area. Meanwhile, the prices of the 
Pawkywe rice variety are K52,000-54,000. The prices of low-grade 
rice varieties touched a high of K49,000-50,000 for short matured 
rice (90 days) and K42,000-43,000 for rice grown under multiple 
cropping.

                    
Black gram and pigeon pea 

On 6 September, the prices of black gram and pigeon peas 
stood at over K1,953,000 per tonne of black gram (Fair Average 
Quality/RC), K2,268,000 per tonne of black gram (Special Quality/
RC) and K2,175, 000 per tonne of pigeon peas (red gram) RC in 
Yangon markets.— TWA/GNLM

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MYANMAR shipped 889,991 met-
ric tons of rice and broken rice to 
foreign trade partners in the past 
five months this year (April-Au-
gust), with an estimated income 
of US$302 million, according to 
the Myanmar Rice Federation 
(MRF). 

In the past five months, ap-
proximately 44 exporter compa-
nies delivered over 731,590 MT of 
rice to external markets by sea, 
whereas over 158,400 MT were 
sent to neighbouring countries 
via border posts. 

 Myanmar shipped rice and 
broken rice to regional coun-
tries, countries in Africa and Eu-
ropean Union member countries 
through maritime trade. It is 
also exported to neighbouring 
countries, China and Thailand 
through cross-border posts.

Myanmar exported rice to 
over 20 foreign markets in the 
past months, mostly to China 
(108,269 MT) and the Philippines 

(95,019 MT). 
Additionally, Myanmar pri-

marily conveyed 138,893 MT of 
broken rice to Belgium and over 

132,319 MT to China. 
Last month, the prices rose 

to K60,000-K90,000 per bag for 
high-grade rice varieties and 

K35,500-K50,000 per bag for low-
grade rice varieties.

The prices of low-quality 
white rice varieties were ap-
proximately $320-355 per MT 
depending on the different va-
rieties and quality. The export 
price of Myanmar’s rice was 
relatively lower than the rates 
of Thailand and Viet Nam, ac-
cording to MRF.

Myanmar has shipped more 
than 1.4 million tonnes of rice 
and broken rice to foreign trade 
partners between 1 October and 
31 March in the past mini-budget 
period (2021-2022), the Myanmar 
Rice Federation stated.

Myanmar bagged $700 mil-
lion from two million tonnes of 
rice exports to foreign countries 
in the past 2020-2021 financial 
year. — KK/GNLM  

Myanmar earns $300 mln from rice export in past 5 months

In the past five months, approximately 44 exporter companies delivered over 731,590 MT of rice to external 
markets by sea, whereas over 158,400 MT were sent to neighbouring countries via border posts.

EXPORT of broken rice to Chi-
na via the Muse border has in-
creased as it generated profit 
over the appreciation of the Chi-
nese yuan, says U Min Thein, 
Vice-Chairman of the Muse 
Rice Commodity Exchange.

In the past month, foreign 
exchange rates have risen in 
the domestic market and the 
Chinese yuan has also appre-
ciated.

Rice and broken rice are 
being exported. When we send 
it to China, we get Chinese yuan 
from them. It’s convenient for 
us. There is no more profit for 
importers, he said.

Exports including rice and 
broken rice are being delivered 
through the Muse-Kyinsank-

yawt route every day and about 
50 trucks are going to China 
every day, he added. 

At the border, more broken 
rice is being exported than rice, 
and the price of a 50-kilogram 
bag of broken rice is 120 yuan in 
Muse and rice price is between 
140-150 yuan, according to mar-
ket reports.

“More broken rice is 
exported. Sales of rice re-
main  weak. Chinese traders 
give us at the normal rate,” U 
Min Thein said.

In the domestic market, 
prices of rice and broken rice 
are strong and the quality of 
rice is improving over the in-
crease in broken rice prices, 
said traders. — TPT/GNLM

Border trade remains normal despite 
rising cases of COVID-19 in China

U Min Thein, Vice-Chairman 
of the Muse Rice Commodity 
Exchange, said that despite the 
lockdown due to the detection 
of COVID-19 infection in China, 
there is no impact on border 
trade and it goes normally.

In August, border trade 
was temporarily suspended 
over the COVID-19 infection 
on the Sino- Myanmar border.

“At the Myanmar border, a 
COVID-19 case was detected. 
Now, It’s over. The border posts 
have never been closed. It’s go-
ing as usual,” U Min Thein said.

Currently, the Kyinsank-
yawt route at the Muse border 
trade station, which is impor-

tant for China-Myanmar bor-
der trade, is operating normal-
ly, with about 50 trucks going 
from the Myanmar side and 
around 30 trucks entering from 
the Chinese side.

Residents at the border 
said that the price of exchang-
ing Chinese yuan and Myan-
mar kyats at the border has 
risen.

Because of the rising Chi-
nese yuan price, only around 
30 Chinese trucks are entering 
Myanmar, and traders say that 
the entry of trucks is higher as 
it is profitable for Myanmar 
exporters.

U Min Thein said that rice, 

broken rice, rubber, food prod-
ucts, dried chillies, dried betel 
nuts, aquatic products, crabs, 
and eels are being exported, 
and goods such as construc-
tion materials, electrical equip-
ment, and medicines are being 
imported.

In Myanmar, the domestic 
transmission of COVID-19 is in-
creasing, and the latest strain 
of COVID-19 has been detect-
ed, according to the Ministry 
of Health.

China has alternately 
opened and closed border trade 
over the past two years due to the 
COVID-19 pandemic, which has 
affected trade.—TPT/GNLM

through Muse border

AT the intelligent manufactur-
ing base of Goertek in Weifang 
City, east China’s Shandong 
Province, tonnes of compo-
nents are assembled into Virtu-
al Reality (VR) equipment to be 
delivered to different countries.

According to Chang Gang, 
vice-president of marketing 
and sales of Goertek Inc., it 
is one of the few VR manufac-
turers globally to reach the 
production scale of one million 
sets. It is also one of the largest 
manufacturers of mid and high-
end VR headsets.

Goertek is the epitome of 
China’s advanced manufactur-
ing industry. At the 2022 World 

Advanced Manufacturing Con-
ference, which closed Friday in 

Jinan, capital of Shandong, en-
terprises and experts gathered 

to discuss the frontier issues of 
global advanced manufactur-
ing development.

As a major manufacturer, 
the steady growth and upgrad-
ing of China’s manufacturing 
industry bring certainty to the 
global economy, the experts 
say.

Data from the Ministry 
of Industry and Information 
Technology show that the add-
ed value of China’s manufac-
turing sector increased from 
16.98 trillion yuan (about 2.46 
trillion US dollars) in 2012 to 
31.4 trillion yuan in 2021.

To promote the transfor-
mation of the manufacturing 

industry, China has built a mod-
ern industrial system led by 
the advanced manufacturing 
industry, promoting the man-
ufacturing industry to march 
into the middle- and high-end 
of the value chain.

Taking China’s domestic 
diesel engine as an example. 
The thermal efficiency of diesel 
engines made by Weichai Hold-
ing Group Co Ltd now has ex-
ceeded 51 per cent. Compared 
with the primary products in 
the market, annual fuel con-
sumption and carbon dioxide 
emissions of this engine type 
have been reduced by 10 per 
cent, respectively.—Xinhua

GERMANY said Monday it would 
keep two nuclear plants on stand-
by beyond the end of the year in 

a policy U-turn, as the shut-off 
of Russian gas supplies sends 
Europe scrambling for energy 

sources. Following a new net-
work stress test, two of the three 
remaining power plants would 
“remain available until mid-April 
2023 in case needed”, Economy 
Minister Robert Habeck said in 
a statement. The move partly de-
lays a nuclear exit planned under 
former chancellor Angela Merkel.

The plants would be kept in 
reserve to potentially “make a 
further contribution to the elec-
tricity grid in southern Germa-
ny”, where the development of 
renewable power was lagging 
the north. Habeck said such a 
crisis was still “extremely unlike-
ly” and assured that Germany 
had a “very high security of sup-
ply”.—AFP

THE United States said Monday 
that oil production must be kept 
up to bolster global economic 
growth after the OPEC+ cartel 
agreed to cut supply to lift falling 
prices.

President Joe Biden “has 
been clear that energy supply 
should meet demand to support 
economic growth and lower pric-
es for American consumers and 
consumers around the world,” 
White House Press Secretary 
Karine Jean-Pierre said in a 
statement.

The United States had 
pressed OPEC+ to increase out-
put to bring down energy prices 

that have fuelled decades-high 
inflation.—AFP

A total of 1,330 projects from home and abroad had been 
submitted, 90 of which reached the final, and the prize awarding 
ceremony will take place on Wednesday.

Irish data watchdog fines Instagram 405 
mln euros over children

IRELAND’S Data Protection Commission on Monday said it had 
fined Instagram a record 405 million euros ($402 million) for 
breaching regulations on the handling of children’s data.

“We adopted our final decision last Friday and it does contain 
a fine of 405 million euros,” the DPC said in a statement. Full details 
of the decision will be published next week, it added.

The DPC launched an investigation in late 2020 into concerns 
about how the image-sharing social media platform handles chil-
dren’s personal data.

The probe centred on the “appropriateness” of Instagram 
profile and account settings for children, and the firm’s “responsi-
bility to protect the data protection rights of children as vulnerable 
persons”.

It was conducted under the General Data Protection Regulation 
(GDPR) -- the EU charter of data rights which came into effect in 
May 2018.—AFP

AUSTRALIAN Prime Min-
ister Anthony Albanese 
has assured the resources 
industry that the country 
will remain a major export-
er of fossil fuels under his 
leadership.

In a speech to the Aus-
tralian Minerals Industry 
Parliamentary dinner on 
Monday night, Albanese 
said the federal govern-
ment would work with 
the industry to lower its 
emissions but had no in-
tention to limit coal and 
gas exports.

However, he said 
Australia would look to 
increase exports of alter-
native renewable energy 
sources such as hydrogen 
as the world transitions 
away from fossil fuels.

  “Australia will con-
tinue to be a trusted and 
stable supplier of energy 
and resources to our key 
trading partners,” he said.

“As we work with 
other nations to reduce 
emissions globally, we will 
continue to be a reliable 
provider of energy.”

Australia is among the 
largest exporters of lique-
fied natural gas (LNG) in 
the world, with a record 
80.9 million tonnes sent 
overseas in 2021, accord-
ing to consultancy Ener-
gyQuest.

The resources indus-
try posted a record 81 bil-

lion Australian dollars (55 
billion US dollars) profit in 
the second quarter of 2022 
due to high global com-
modity prices, according 
the Australian Financial 
Review’s report on Tues-
day.

Albanese’s Labour 
government has faced 
calls to ban fossil fuel ex-
ports and the development 
of new coal, oil and gas 
mining projects under its 
climate policy.

Labour has intro-
duced its signature emis-
sions bill to the Senate. If 
passed, the bill would en-
shrine in law a new emis-
sions reduction target of at 
least 43 per cent from 2005 
levels by 2030 and net zero 
by 2050.—Xinhua 

GERMAN industrial 
orders slumped for the 
sixth consecutive month 
in July, official data showed 
Tuesday, raising the spec-
tre that a recession was 
looming in Europe’s big-
gest economy.

New orders dipped by 
1.1 per cent from a month 
ago, the federal statistics 
agency Destatis said in a 
statement.

The contraction was 
at 13.6 per cent compared 
to a year ago, when or-
ders were at a particularly 
strong level.

Germany’s export-ori-
ented industry has been 
hammered by the impact 
of Russia’s invasion of 
Ukraine, which has exac-
erbated supply chain woes 
and sent energy prices 
soaring. —AFP

NEW car sales in Russia 
were down 62.4 per cent 
in August year-on-year, 
industry data showed 
Tuesday, as Moscow is fac-
ing a barrage of Western 
sanctions over its military 
campaign in Ukraine. 

In August, 41,698 cars 
and light commercial vehi-
cles were sold, according 
to figures released by the 
Association of European 
Businesses (AEB).

This was down 62.4 
per cent from the same 
month in 2021, AEB said. 

The collapse in car 
sales began in March, as 
Western capitals pum-
melled Moscow with un-
precedented sanctions 
after Russia sent troops 
into pro-Western Ukraine.

Western carmakers 
have ventured into Rus-
sia to assemble cars over 
the past two decades as 
the country’s economy 
expanded, but now many 
local car factories have 
been forced to shut down.

Makes that have 
halted Russian produc-

tion include BMW, Ford, 
Hyundai,  Mercedes, 
Volkswagen and Volvo. 

Numerous car mak-
ers have also stopped 
sales of their cars or parts 
to Russia — including 
Audi, Honda, Jaguar and 
Porsche.

Faced with a shortage 
of imported parts, author-
ities have eased safety 
and emission standards 
for locally produced cars 
in May — including drop-
ping the requirement for 
airbags.—AFP

RUSSIA has terminated 
an agreement with To-
kyo on facilitating visits 
by Japanese citizens to 
the four disputed Pacific 
islands, a government 
order showed on Monday.

THE last working reactor at 
Ukraine’s Zaporizhzhia nu-
clear plant was disconnected 
from the grid after shelling 
caused a fire, with the UN’s 
atomic watchdog due to brief 
the Security Council about the 
crisis on Tuesday.

Soon after it invaded in 
February, Moscow largely 
took control of the Kherson 
and Zaporizhzhia regions of 
southern Ukraine and is now 
aiming to absorb them into 
Russia through referendums 
— as it did with Crimea in 
2014.

Russia also blamed West-
ern sanctions for its halting of 
gas supplies to Germany and 
on top of the crisis in Europe, 
there are fears of a nuclear 
disaster at Zaporizhzhia — 
Europe’s biggest atomic fa-
cility.

“Today the last power 
transmission line connecting 
the plant to the energy system 
of Ukraine was damaged due 
to another Russian provoca-
tive shelling,” Ukrainian Pres-
ident Volodymyr Zelensky said 
in an address on Monday. 
“Due to Russian provocation, 
the Zaporizhzhia plant is one 
step away from a radiation 
disaster.”

The Zaporizhzhia nuclear 
plant (ZNPP) has been shelled 
in recent weeks, with Ukraine 
and Russia blaming each oth-
er for the attacks as fears grow 
of a possible nuclear incident.

Ukraine’s state-run pow-
er company Energoatom said 
Monday that the last working 
reactor — Power Unit No. 6 
— was disconnected from 
the grid because shelling had 
started a fire.—AFP

PRESIDENT Vladimir Putin 
attended large-scale military 
exercises on Tuesday involving 
China and several Russia-friend-
ly countries as Moscow seeks to 
strengthen partnerships in Asia 
in the face of Western sanctions.

Russia has found itself in-
creasingly isolated as tensions 
between Moscow and Western 
capitals soared since Russia sent 
troops into pro-Western Ukraine 
on 24 February.

Slapped with unprecedent-
ed sanctions from Washington 
and Brussels, Putin has pursued 
closer ties with countries in Af-
rica, South America and Asia 
-- especially China.

Putin on Tuesday attended 
the Vostok-2022 manoeuvres 
that are being held in training 
grounds in Russia Far East 
and in the waters off its east-
ern coast, Kremlin spokesman 
Dmitry Peskov told local news 

agencies.
Putin was meeting with 

Defence Minister Sergei Shoigu 
and military chief of staff Valery 
Gerasimov at the Sergeyevsky 
military range and would later 
observe the final phase of the 
military exercises, Peskov was 
quoted as saying.

The drills, involving several 
of Russia’s neighbours, as well as 
Syria, India and key ally China, 
started on September 1 and are 
due to end Wednesday.

According to Moscow, over 
50,000 soldiers and more than 
5,000 units of military equip-
ment, including 140 aircraft and 
60 ships, were to be involved in 
the drills.

Similar drills were last held 
in 2018.

Putin’s visit to Russia’s Far 
East will continue on Wednesday 
in the port city of Vladivostok 
where he is expected to address 
the Eastern Economic Forum.— 
AFP

EU chief Ursula von der Leyen 
congratulated Liz Truss on being 
named Britain’s next prime min-
ister Monday, but said London 
and Brussels must work “in full 
respect of our agreements”.

Truss, the outgoing British 
foreign minister, has warned that 
she will push ahead to pass pro-
posed UK legislation to tear up 
part of Britain’s Brexit deal with 
the European Union.

“The EU and the UK are 
partners. We face many chal-
lenges together, from climate 
change to Russia’s invasion of 
Ukraine,” von der Leyen said, 
in a congratulatory tweet. 

“I look forward to a con-
structive relationship, in full re-
spect of our agreements,” she 
added, in what will be seen as a 
reference to the Northern Ire-
land Protocol.

This clause, part of the 
agreement under which Britain 
left the European Union, retains 
the British province of Northern 
Ireland inside the EU customs 
zone and single market.

This was intended to pre-

vent the return of a trade border 
between the north and Ireland, 
which remains an EU member, 
and was signed and approved 
by Truss’s outgoing predecessor 
Boris Johnson.

But some in Northern Ire-
land argue that the protocol 
weakens their link to the UK, 
and Truss supports legislation 
progressing through the Lon-
don parliament to unilaterally 
dump it.

Brussels has already begun 
legal action attacking Britain for 
failure to respect parts of the 
withdrawal deal, and warned 
that ditching the protocol could 
torpedo the whole agreement.

Undaunted by talk of a trade 
war with the EU, Truss said in 
mid-August she was “absolute-
ly determined” to ram the bill 
through in the weeks ahead. 
She is due to take office on Tues-
day.—AFP 

COLOMBIA’S Navy put on a 
show of force at the weekend 
in a town whose population is 
at the mercy of two warring 
gangs.

The “Shottas” and “Spar-
tanos” gangs have been fight-
ing for months over control of 
Buenaventura’s drug traffick-
ing trade, and other illegal ac-
tivities such as micro-traffick-
ing, extortion and kidnappings.

But the military has tried 
to assert some state control by 
coming out in force in several 
neighbourhoods in Colombia’s 
main port city.

Buenaventura is where 40 
per cent of the country’s inter-
national trade takes place and 
the departure point of most of 
the cocaine destined for the 
United States. In recent years, 
it has become one of the most 
violent cities in the country, 
with 576 murders between 
2017 and 2021, according to the 
Pares foundation, along with 
forced disappearances and 
kidnappings. On 30 August, 
the two gangs were involved 
in a shoot-out using automatic 
weapons that lasted several 
hours.—AFP

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PERU’S embattled President 
Pedro Castillo, the subject of 
six criminal investigations, ap-
peared before prosecutors Mon-
day to respond to accusations 
that he ran a corruption network 
from his office.

Dressed in a red puffer jack-
et, Castillo arrived at the public 
prosecutor’s office in an official 
black car, which was pelted with 
eggs by people gathered outside 
as it pulled away.

Castillo, 52, spent more than 
two hours inside, after which he 
addressed a group of supporters 
at the presidential palace.

He said he told investigators 
“that not only do I reject and flat-

ly deny these false accusations, 
but also that I will go and face” 
justice. Castillo described the 
claims as “manufactured tales” 
and has insisted the allegations 
are a political ploy to unseat him.

Castillo, who has survived 
two impeachment attempts 
since taking office in July last 
year, was summoned in a probe 
concerning the dismissal of his 
interior minister Mariano Gon-
zalez in July.

Gonzalez had authorized the 
arrest of Castillo allies.

Castillo was also questioned 
about alleged influence peddling 
in the purchase of fuel by state 
company Petroperu.

‘Proclaimed his innocence’ 
The prosecutor’s office has 

opened six investigations in all 
against Castillo, including for 
alleged graft and plagiarization 
of his university thesis.

“The president denied each 
of the charges, proclaimed his 
innocence,” attorney Benji Es-
pinoza told reporters.

He added that Castillo had 
not answered any questions, 
invoking his right to remain si-
lent apart from making a general 
statement to deny the allega-
tions. A scheduled appearance 
by Castillo’s 49-year-old wife Lil-
ia Paredes, accused of criminal 
conspiracy and money launder-

ing as part of an alleged graft 
network headed by her husband 

— was cancelled at the last min-
ute, her lawyer said.—AFP 

JAPAN expects to spend around 
1.7 billion yen ($12 million) on a 
state funeral for assassinated 
former premier Shinzo Abe, the 
government said Tuesday, de-
spite controversy over the plan.

Abe was shot dead on the 

campaign trail in July, and the 
government expects dozens of 
current and former heads of 
state to pay condolences at the 
27 September service in Tokyo.

But recent polls show about 
half of Japanese voters oppose 

the publicly funded event.
Security is expected to cost 

around 800 million yen, with 
another 600 million to be spent 
on hosting and 250 million for 
the ceremony, top government 
spokesman Hirozaku Matsuno 
said Tuesday.

“Delegates from more than 
190 foreign (countries and re-
gions) will likely participate,” 
he told reporters at a regular 
briefing. The funeral will be held 
at Tokyo’s Nippon Budokan, a 
venue used for concerts and 
sports events that also hosted 
Japan’s last state funeral for a 
former prime minister in 1967.

Prime Minister Fumio Kishi-
da has said the domestic and in-
ternational accomplishments of 
Abe, the country’s longest-serv-
ing prime minister, make a state 
ceremony appropriate.— AFP

GANG shootings have escalat-
ed and spread across Sweden, 
with authorities struggling to 
contain the war-like violence 
that now tops voters’ concerns 
ahead of Sunday’s general 
election.

“This is my son, Marley, 
when he was 19 years old,” 
Maritha Ogilvie tells AFP, 
holding a framed photo of a 
smiling young man, one of 
many that adorn the walls of 
her Stockholm apartment.

“He was shot in the head 
sitting in a car with a friend,” 
says the 51-year-old.

The killing, on 24 March 
2015 in Varby gard, a disad-
vantaged concrete suburb 
southwest of Stockholm, has 
never been resolved and the 
case was closed 10 months 
later.

Murders like these are 

usually settlings of scores be-
tween rival gangs often con-
trolled by immigrant clans, 
according to police, and in-
creasingly taking place in 
public in broad daylight.

The violence is primarily 
attributed to battles over the 
drug and weapons market and 
personal vendettas.

It has escalated to the 
point where Sweden — one 
of the richest and most egali-
tarian countries in the world 
— now tops the European 
rankings for fatal shootings.

According to a report pub-
lished last year by the Nation-
al Council for Crime Preven-
tion, among 22 countries with 
comparable data only Croatia 
had more deadly shootings, 
and no other country posted a 
bigger increase than Sweden 
in the past decade.—AFP 

AUSTRALIA said Tuesday it has 
offered to fund Solomon Islands’ 
2023 election, as the Pacific na-
tion’s leader pushed ahead with 
a controversial bill to delay the 
vote over budgetary constraints.

Prime Minister Manasseh 
Sogavare has sought to alter the 
constitution and delay the elec-
tion by months until after the 
country hosts the 2023 Pacific 
Games, arguing that Solomon 
Islands cannot afford to do both.

But critics have accused 
Sogavare of attempting to “bull-

doze” democracy by rushing the 
bill through parliament.

The Australian funding of-
fer “reflects our longstanding 
and historical commitment to 
supporting democracy and dem-
ocratic processes in Solomon Is-
lands”, Foreign Affairs Minister 
Penny Wong said Tuesday.

The offer has not yet been 
accepted but Wong told national 
broadcast ABC that it was “a 
matter for Solomon Islands as 
to whether they will respond and 
how they wish to respond”.

The amount offered by 
Australia was not revealed, but 
Sogavare’s secretary Jimmie 
Rogers previously told the Sol-
omons state broadcaster that the 
election would cost more than 
US$49 million.

Sogavare’s office has been 
contacted for comment. The 
bill to delay the election, which 
had its first reading on Tuesday, 
was “domestically controversial, 
Wong said, “(but) that’s ultimate-
ly a matter for their parliament 
to resolve”.— AFP

Nagelsmann hopes Bayern ‘wake 
up’ ahead of opening Champions 
League game at Inter
BAYERN Munich manager Ju-
lian Nagelsmann has blamed a 
lack of energy for his side’s stut-
tering Bundesliga form, bris-
tling at suggestions the six-time 
Champions League winners are 
missing departed striker Robert 
Lewandowski.

After an explosive start to the 
season which saw them score 20 
goals in their opening four com-
petitive matches, two consecu-
tive 1-1 draws against Borussia 
Moenchengladbach and Union 
Berlin see Bayern occupy an un-
familiar third spot in the table.

Bayern remain overwhelm-
ing favourites to win their 11th 
consecutive Bundesliga title 
this season, but the Champi-
ons League remains their true 
yardstick, after a disappointing 
quarter final exit to Villarreal last 
season.

While Lewandowski’s re-
placement Sadio Mane has 
scored three goals in five Bun-
desliga matches since arriving 

in the summer, Nagelsmann said 
his side were lacking “energy” 
rather than the departed Pole 
and drew both games despite a 
“proliferation” of chances.

“Against Gladbach we had 
31 shots on goal -- I think that’s 
creative enough,” Nagelsmann 
said ahead of Wednesday’s 
Champions League clash with 
Inter Milan.

“How many goals have we 
scored? (Our goal difference) is 
plus 14, I think.”
 ‘Not awake in our heads’ 

Nagelsmann said his side 
would be able to break down 
the defence of last year’s Serie 
A champions Inter provided 
they recaptured the energy they 
brought in the opening league 
matches. —AFP
