Next, the Senior General 
delivered a speech in honour 
of the members of the Medical 
Corps, both the retired per-
sonnel and those who are still 
in service. He noted that this 
special occasion was born out 
of the period of independent 
struggle alongside Myanmar 
Tatmadaw, that he was proud 
of the service personnel’s 
keeping of the noble, histor-
ical traditions till this day of 
the Diamond Jubilee, that with 
the attainment of independence 
getting near, a medical corps 
was needed was therefore es-
tablished on 1 October 1947 and 
that since then, the day of the 
establishment was designated 
as Medical Corps Day. 

The Senior General went 

on to say that just as the mem-
bers of the Medical Corps had 
exerted their utmost effort in 
the independence struggle, 
they also had participated ac-
tively in the military operations 
launched in the post-independ-
ence period, that the Insein 
battle and anti-Kuomintang 
battle were the major military 
operations, that the history 
of the medical corps had wit-
nessed the medical person-
nel have sacrificed their lives 
and limbs during the military 
operations and that Captain 
Thura Mon Htaw Thet Nyunt 
was one among those who had 
made supreme sacrifices, that 
the medical personnel had to 
provide medical care to the of-
ficers and other ranks and their 
family members in addition to 
providing the medical cover in 
the front line and that they even 
provided medical treatment to 
the civilian local people at the 

Tatmadaw hospitals. 
Afterwards, the Senior 

General explained the upgrad-
ing of the military hospitals 
in which advanced surgical 
operations were being pro-
vided, keeping abreast of the 
world’s hospitals. He said that 
it is heartening to learn that 
organ transplants can now be 
done, that the first historic liver 
transplant had been performed 
successfully, that people from 
all regions can now have ac-
cess to quality medical care 
and that there is no medical 
treatment that the physicians 
and surgeons from the military 
medical corps cannot conduct. 

Next, the Senior General 
said that the Nurses Training 
Wing was first founded in 1959 
to produce the trained nurses 
and now altogether 16 batches 
had been opened, that similar-
ly, the National Service (Med-
ical Officer) training courses 

were conducted, that after the 
1990s, Defence Services Medi-
cal Academy, the Defence Ser-
vices Nursing Institute and the 
Defence Services Paramedical 
Institute were also opened and 
that such efforts were aimed 
at developing the human re-
sources. 

The SAC Chairman Com-

mander-in-Chief of Defence 
Services also pointed out that 
the members of the military 
medical corps were seen ac-
tively rendering their medical 
cover during the outbreak of the 
natural disasters and that Nar-
gis and Giri were the most ob-
vious examples. He went on to 
say that the medical corps was 

also providing healthcare at the 
mobile clinics, that they were 
quite helpful in the peak period 
of the outbreak of the Covid-19 
pandemic, and that the medical 
corps had also cooperated with 
the international community to 
widen the scope of knowledge 
so that they can provide better 
quality medical care, that the 
medical corps had also sent its 
members to the International 
Conference of Military Medical 
Schools-ICMMS and the Inter-
national Committee of Military 
Medicine-ICMM, that the medi-
cal personnel were also sent to 
Russia beginning from 2018 to 
participate in the medical skills 
competitions, that in 2022, the 
Medical Rally Event in the In-
ternational Army Game in Rus-
sia invited Myanmar and that 
during the past 75 years, it was 
found that the medical corps 
members had been awarded 
titles and medals for their out-
standing performance. 

In conclusion, the Senior 
General called on the members 
of the Defence Services Medical 
Corps to hold their noble tradi-
tions and continue to provide 
medical treatment and health-
care services to their utmost. 

Afterwards, Director of De-
fence Medical Services Maj-
Gen Ko Ko Lwin explained 
the background history of the 
Medical Corps, followed by a 
presentation of the documenta-
ry video marking the diamond 
jubilee. Next, a musical perfor-
mance was conducted. Then, 
the Senior General was pre-
sented with the gift of honour 
by the director. 

Earlier in the morning, 
the Senior General visited the 
1,000-bedded Defence Services 
General Hospital No 1 to at-
tend the opening ceremony of 
the eight-storey Special Care 
Centre.

Committing electoral fraud and using unscrupulous ways 

to fix the election will tarnish the image of the State and delay the democratic process of the country. The voting fraud in the 2020 multiparty democracy general 

election tarnished the image of the State’s efforts to achieve a democratic culture.

LIVESTOCK zones must be

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MPF members should strive for becoming public reliable law 
enforcers while serving duties in line with police disciplines 
and ethics: Vice-Senior General

ALL retired police must be or-
ganized as a force of the State, 
said Vice-Chairman of the State 
Administration Council Depu-
ty Prime Minister Vice-Senior 
General Soe Win at the ceremo-
ny to mark the 58th Anniversary 
of the Myanmar Police Force at 
the Myanmar International Con-
vention Centre-II in Nay Pyi Taw 
yesterday morning.	

Speaking on the occasion, 
the Vice-Senior General said the 
Myanmar Police Force in succes-
sive eras has been implementing 
four objectives: to take security 
measures and peace and tran-
quillity of the region, ensure the 
prevalence of law and order, pre-
vent narcotic drugs and carry out 
public welfare tasks.

As breaking the existing 
laws, decreasing and increas-
ing crimes depend on social 
problems, low standard of edu-
cation, economic problems and 
drug problems, existing laws and 
judicial system are not enough, 
and all relevant ministries, local 
and foreign organizations, and all 
walks of life must join hands with 
the MPF in respective sectors.

In the globalization era, any 
single country is difficult to solve 
transnational crimes but they 
can be solved through bilateral 
cooperation among the coun-
tries. To do so, Myanmar joined 
INTERPOL on 1 January 1954 

to cooperate with member police 
forces of countries in exchange 
for information.

Especially, it is necessary 
to implement the suppression of 
terror acts, drug trafficking and 
trafficking in persons through 
memoranda of understanding 
and agreements signed with 
neighbouring countries and re-
gional countries in line with local 
laws and rules.

The State Administration 
Council formed the Central Com-
mittee for Drug Abuse Control 
with 19 members in 2022 and 
assigned 21 duties.

Being a member of the ASE-
AN, Myanmar has signed letters 
of agreement and memoranda 
of understanding together with 
the US, Bangladesh, China, In-
dia, Korea, Laos, the Philippines, 
Russia, Thailand and Viet Nam 
while actively participating in 
drug control measures with ASE-
AN countries and neighbouring 
countries as well as international 
organizations.

MPF seized drugs worth 
more than K970 billion (approx-
imately US$606.4306 million) in 
2021 and more than K708 billion 
(approximately US$383.199 mil-
lion) within six months from 1 
January to 10 July 2022. It shows 
excellent performances and du-
tiful acts of MPF and drug abuse 
control bodies.

On 26 June 2022, the 35th 
International Day against Drug 
Abuse and Illicit Trafficking cer-
emony was held in conjunction 
with the setting fire to incinerate 
seized drugs worth K1,188 billion 
(US$642.608 million) took place in 
Mandalay, Yangon and Taunggyi.

Moreover, MPF has been 
combating trafficking in persons 
as a national duty since 1997 in 
close cooperation with trafficking 
in person treaty member coun-
tries, region and neighbouring 
countries and international or-
ganizations. The SAC enacted a 
new law on trafficking in persons 
on 16 June 2022.

The money laundering 
body needs to take severe ac-

tion against those who commit 
money laundering and financing 
of terrorists and prevention of in-
terference in the administration, 
economic and social sectors of 
the State through money laun-
dering and financing of terror-
ists through the cooperation of 
government departments and 
relevant organizations.

To be a capable internation-
al standard police force, police 
members are sent abroad to 
study training on technologies, 
foreign languages, and cyber-
crime cases to have high capacity 
among police members.

As part of recognizing dutiful 
performance, the State award-
ed outstanding police members 

and promoted their ranks and 
acknowledged the police mem-
bers who sacrificed life and limbs 
for the State.

Myanmar Police Veteran 
Organization was formed on 22 
December 2021 with four objec-
tives. Hence, all retired police 
must be organized to raise the 
number of members as a force 
of the State.

In the time of the SAC, the 
new Myanmar Police Force Law 
was enacted on 25 March 2022 
for enabling MPF to become the 
police force which protects the 
interests of the State and citi-
zens under the law, to be reliable 
police, discharge duties of local 
security, the prevalence of law 
and order and law enforcement, 
capable police members, have 
high capacity in cooperation with 
international police forces and 
organizations and serve defence 
and security duties if necessary.

All police members must 
serve duties from the local police 
outposts to the region and state 
levels. MPF members should 
strive for becoming public relia-
ble law enforcers while serving 
duties in line with police disci-
plines and ethics.

The Vice-Senior General 
then presented honorary gallant-
ry medals to six police members, 
SAC member Union Minister for 
Home Affairs Lt-Gen Soe Htut 
honorary gallantry medals to 
three members, and four more 
medals for six family members 
and four members, respectively.

First, Union ministers and 
party went to the Taungtawkwin 
Solar Power Plant. During the 
tour, the MoEP Union minister 
recalled the Prime Minister as 
encouraging the MSMEs and 
so the ministry is also making 
efforts to supply the power to 
industrial zones. Although there 
may be some limitations to meet 
the power needs of industrial 
zones, arrangements are being 
made with the regional chief 
minister regarding the power 
generation and solar power pro-
jects of private sectors. If solar 
power is systematically pro-
duced collectively or individu-
ally, it can meet the power needs 
and sell the surplus power by 
connecting to the national grid. 
In such doing, the ministry will 
provide the necessary things. 

Then, the MoI Union min-

ister stressed that the state-
owned media is establishing 
various media platforms to re-
lease true information despite 
the misinformation and false 
news spreading on social me-
dia. The SAC Chairman also 
instructed to work together 
to emerge the manufactur-
ing-based industrial zones. The 
ministry will support the efforts 
of the government and private 
business people in generating 
electric power using proper 
media methods. 

The Mandalay Region chief 

minister also talked about the 
arrangements for solar pow-
er with the support of the gov-
ernment for businesses in the 
Mandalay Industrial Zone and 
sharing of knowledge.

Then, officials of Green 
Power Energy Co Ltd clarified 
the 30-megawatt Thabyaywa 
solar power project and the 
20-megawatt Taungtawkwin 
solar power project. 

Next, the MoI Union min-
ister gave the MRTV DTH for 
the Taungtawkwin solar power 
plant. 

The Union ministers and 
party also inspected the solar 
power project site by vehicles. 

The Taungtawkwin solar 
power project was implement-
ed on 80 acres of land out of 
200 acres of Taungtawkwin 
in Thanya of Myittha Town-
ship in Mandalay Region with 
the investment of US$17.43 
million in April 2022 and 
now completes 84 per cent.  
At noon, Union ministers and 
party arrived at the Yeywa hy-
dropower plant and met offi-
cials. 

Then, the MoEP Union 
minister said the ministry 
monitors and carries out the 
maintenance works in produc-
ing hydropower continually and 
also makes efforts to generate 
electricity using solar power. 

The 790 MW Yeywa hydro-
power plant was constructed 
on the Myitnge River in 2001 
with a water storage capacity 
of 2.1 million acre-feet. It was 
operational in 2010. Currently, 
it generates electricity as it can 
save the dam water properly.

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THE Information Team of the State Administration Council has released statements inviting CDM staff, students and youths, who are in border areas and ethnic armed 
groups, they can contact the nearest reception centres in border areas, Tatmadaw units and police stations if they want to enter the legal fold and the government will 
guarantee their lives following the rules and regulations. 

In order to prevent the unnecessary loss of human resources, the State Administration Council has publicly invited the basic education staff who are absent from 
duty to resume their duties and those who take part in armed resistance under various names of groups, including PDFs. Meanwhile, 3,156 education workers, who were 
absent from their duties, another 1,009 people, who want to withdraw the cases that were opened against them, and 231 PDF members have contacted and returned to 
the legal fold. Then, they were given back to their parents systematically and the numbers of people who enter the legal fold and those who wish to are rising. Therefore, 
the government is making efforts to accept more numbers of those people.

The government opens reception centres in border areas for those who would like to return to the legal fold. Moreover, those wishing to return home can contact re-
spective townships’ Red Cross Society, Myanmar Maternal and Child Welfare Association, Myanmar Women’s Affairs Federation, Social Welfare Office and social welfare 
organizations authorized by the Ministry of Social Welfare, Relief and Resettlement. It is guaranteed that they will be able to lead their daily lives peacefully.

MYANMAR’S COVID-19 positive cases rose to 623,639 after 473 new cases were reported 
on 1 October 2022 according to the Ministry of Health. Among these confirmed cases, 
598,311 have been recovered from disease. Death toll reaches 19,461 after two deaths.

Myanmar reported 145 COVID-19 deaths between 28-1-2022 and 26-9-2022. Of them, 
102 deaths (70 per cent) had underlying chronic diseases such as diabetes, heart disease, 
liver, kidney, lung and cancer. 

According to the analysis of the COVID-19 vaccination rate of deaths with underlying 
chronic diseases, 81.4 per cent have received no vaccination at all and have not been ful-
ly inoculated, 17.2 per cent have received full vaccination and 1.4 per cent has received 
booster shots.

Therefore, according to the analysis of the COVID-19 vaccination rate of deaths with under-
lying chronic diseases, it causes fewer deaths obviously among those  who are fully vaccinated 
and those who receive the booster shots. The people who are suffering from chronic diseases 
should follow the COVID-19 health rules, wear face masks and contact the nearest health de-
partments, and village/ward administrative offices to receive the vaccines and booster shots.

or Ko Htee has been actively 
flowing along the mainstream 
of the Myanmar music world. 

Despite his death, his 
music and songs are still 
surviving, said Naing Zaw.

These unknown things 
are concerned with his mis-
erable life. Even when he was 
at the peak of his success, 
producing the best sellers, 
he was leading a rather mis-
erable life, having to rent a 
small house in Khawegyan in 
Insein where he started his 
marriage life.

As he could 
not find enough money to re-
ceive the medical treatment, 
he had to sing songs at the 
shows to earn the money, and 
only after the show, he could 
receive the treatment. 

He had had to repeat 
the same pattern, singing 
the songs at the shows and 
then taking treatment at the 
hospital until he breathed his 
last. It will be heartbreaking 
for the readers to know the 
life he led.

the death of his father named U 
J Maung Sein, the nephew of Sir 
J A Maung Gyi, the first gover-
nor of Burma. Upon the death of 
his father, he buried him beside 
the grave of his mother.

“Mom, your beloved hubby was 
buried just beside you. His grave 
and that of yours are of the same 
pattern.

Long Covid remains a mystery, though theories are emerging
Researchers have been pursuing several leads into exactly what could be 

behind the condition.

MILLIONS of people 
around the world are 
believed to suffer from 

long Covid yet little remains known 
about the condition — though re-
search has recently proposed sev-
eral theories for its cause.

Between 10 to 20 per cent of 
people who contract coronavirus 
are estimated to have long Covid 
symptoms — most commonly fa-
tigue, breathlessness and a lack of 

mental clarity dubbed brain fog — 
months after recovering from the 
disease. The US-based Institute 
for Health Metrics and Evaluation 
(IHME) estimates that nearly 145 
million people worldwide had at 
least one of those symptoms in 
2020 and 2021. In Europe alone, 
17 million people had a long Covid 
symptom at least three months 
after infection during that time, ac-
cording to IHME modelling for the 

World Health Organization (WHO) 
published earlier this month.

These millions “cannot con-
tinue to suffer in silence”, WHO 
Europe director Hans Kluge said, 
calling for the world to act quickly 
to learn more about the condition.

Researchers have been rac-
ing to catch up but the vast array 
— and inconsistency — of symp-
toms has complicated matters.

More than 200 different symp-

toms have been ascribed to long 
Covid so far, according to a Univer-
sity College London study.

‘Fatigue in the background’ 
“There are no symptoms that 

are truly specific to long Covid but 
it does have certain characteristics 
that fluctuate,” said Olivier Robi-
neau, the long Covid coordinator 
at France’s Emerging Infectious 
Diseases research agency.

“Fatigue remains in the back-
ground,” he told AFP, while the 
symptoms “seem to be exacer-
bated after intellectual or physi-
cal effort — and they become less 
frequent over time”. One thing we 
do know is that people who had 
more severe initial cases, includ-
ing needing to be hospitalized, are 
more likely to get long Covid, ac-
cording to the IHME.

CHINA has risen to become the world’s sec-
ond-largest economy and leading trader. China 
has also emerged as the greatest contributor 

to the global economic recovery since 2008.
Nevertheless, the US has repeatedly introduced 

proposals to contain Chinese tech firms – under the 
guise of national security. But we should ask, is China 
trying to replace the US as the most dominant player 
on the world stage?

For the past 2,000 years, China has become one 
of the world’s largest economies. Yet in the past 200 
years. the US had surpassed China as the leading 
global superpower. China’s economic return is put-
ting an end to this unipolar status, but Washington 
won’t accept it.

What’s behind China’s return?
China’s remarkable economic growth in the past 

decade stood on account of the country’s efforts to 
open up. For every year in this period, China has in-
troduced an average of over 400 reform policies and 
more than 100 pieces of related legislation.

Let’s take a look at the swimsuit industry in Hu-
ludao, China’s Liaoning Province for example: Before 
the reform and opening-up, Huludao was just a tiny 
fishing village. But today it has risen in status as the 
global hub for the swimsuit business.

By 2018, Huludao has more than 1,200 swimsuit 
firms, with an annual output of 190 million suits and 
an output value of more than 14 billion yuan. Every 
one out of four swimsuits sold in the world comes 
from Huludao.

Fashion fans could be familiar with America’s 
century-old brand JANTZEN which was popular-
ized by Marilyn Monroe, Audrey Hepburn and Elvis 
Presley. In 2018, a local company in Huludao acquired 
the brand.

Huludao’s dominance in the global swimwear in-
dustry is a direct result of China’s economic policies. 
Easing the burdens and difficulties for businesses as 
the entities of the market economy was a significant 
achievement of China in the past decade.

Meanwhile, by the end of 2021, the county’s reg-
istered market entities stood at 154 million, up by 1.8 

times from 54.949 million in the same period of 2012 
and recording an average annual growth rate of 12.1 
per cent. The average daily number of newly-founded 
companies had also been on the rise from 6,900 in 
2011 to 24,800 in 2021. Among companies on the 2021 
Fortune 500 list, 143, or 40 per cent, were Chinese, 
while 122 were from the US.

Upgrading Chinese goods
The springing up of Chinese firms is also a result 

of the greatly improved quality of Chinese goods. In 
the past decade, the R&D investment of industrial 
enterprises above the designated size in China had in-
creased at an average annual rate of over 14 per cent.

Take Chinese tech firm Huawei as an example. 
From 2011 to 2021, Huawei spent more than 845 billion 
yuan on R&D. According to the 2021 EU Industrial 
R&D Investment Scoreboard, Huawei ranks second 
in R&D investment worldwide. The company is one of 
the world’s largest patent holders. As of 31 December 
2021, Huawei had held a total of 110,000 active patents 
across 45,000 patent families.

Transforming economic structures
Nonetheless, the West has long accused Chinese 

state-owned firms of gaining unfair advantages and 
the economic structure of being too rigid. As a result 
of economic reforms in the past 10 years, state-owned, 
private and foreign-funded market entities have re-
inforced the three growth drivers – consumption, 
investment and export.

Since 2012, China’s market entities grew signif-
icantly in both number and size. In 2020, among all 
corporate legal entities, state-owned, private and 
foreign-funded ones accounted for 1.2 per cent, 98 per 
cent and 0.8 per cent respectively. In 2021, of the 150 
million market entities nationwide, over 100 million 
were individually owned businesses. In the same 
year, private investment registered a seven per cent 
growth, higher than the national level of 4.9 per cent.

The private sector has contributed to over 50 per 
cent of tax revenue, over 60 per cent of GDP, over 70 
per cent of technological innovations, over 80 per 
cent of urban jobs and over 90 per cent of the total 
number of companies.

Brighter days on the horizon
China never slowed down its reform and opening-up 

endeavours. It not only sells its products globally but is 
also actively importing goods from many other countries 
and regions across the world. China’s general tariff rate 
has been lowered to less than 7.5 per cent from 15.3 per 
cent before the country’s accession to the World Trade 
Organization (WTO).

With the continued growth of imports, major interna-
tional trade events such as the China International Import 
Expo, China International Fair for Trade in Services, 
Canton Fair, China International Consumer Products 
Expo, etc. have opened a window for the country’s further 
opening up.

The year 2021 marked the fifth year in a row of the 
shortening of China’s Negative List for Market Access, 
with restricted items on the National List and its Free 
Trade Zone counterpart cut to 31 and 27 respectively. In 
2021, foreign investment in actual use in China hit a new 
high of 1.1 trillion yuan.

China’s sound economic policies in the past 10 years 
instilled momentum in its economy. The growth is not 
intended to replace superpower status of another na-
tion. After joining the WTO, China has delivered on all 
its promises to open up its market, but while facilitating 
free trade globally and upholding multilateralism and 
economic cooperation.

China’s Belt and Road collaboration network has 
expanded to include 149 countries and 32 international 
organizations. Beijing has also joined the Regional Com-
prehensive Economic Partnership (RCEP) and signed 
19 free trade agreements with 26 countries and regions 
across Asia, the Oceania region, Latin America, Europe 
and Africa. The Chinese market has created tens of mil-
lions of jobs overseas.

China’s growth is for the people. The economic rise 
has boosted employment and poverty alleviation efforts. 
Nearly 10 million university graduates are getting em-
ployed each year for the past 10 years.

The great rejuvenation of the Chinese nation is the 
starting point of Beijing’s effective policy-making. The 
significant economic policies in the past 10 years are not 
just a booster for Huludao’s swimwear industry to go 
global but also set the stage for China’s economic return.

‘Worrying upsurge’ in cholera 
worldwide: WHO
AFTER years of decline, the 
planet is now witnessing a 
“worrying upsurge” in cholera 
outbreaks, the World Health 
Organization warned Friday. 
In the first nine months of this 
year alone, 26 countries have 
reported cholera outbreaks, the 
WHO said, adding that between 
2017 and 2021, fewer than 20 
nations reported outbreaks per 
year.

“After years of declining 
numbers, we are seeing a 
worrying upsurge of cholera 
outbreaks around the globe 
over the past year,” Philippe 
Barboza, the WHO’s team lead 
on cholera and epidemic diar-
rheal diseases, told reporters 
in Geneva.

“Not only do we have more 
outbreaks, but the outbreaks 
themselves are larger and more 
deadly.”

He said the average case 
fatality rate reported in 2021 had 
almost tripled when compared 
to the five previous years. Bar-

boza said that alongside tradi-
tional triggers for cholera such 
as poverty and conflict, climate 
change was increasingly part 
of the mix. “Extreme climate 
events like floods, cyclones 
and droughts further reduce 
the access to clean water and 
create an ideal environment for 
cholera to thrive,” he said.

“As the impacts of climate 
change intensify, we can expect 
the situation to worsen unless 
we act now to boost cholera 
prevention.”

The WHO does not have a 
figure for the number of deaths 
caused by cholera, mainly be-
cause affected countries do not 
produce the data.— AFP

Italy eases Covid 
measures ahead of 
new government
ITALY’S outgoing government 
is easing measures against 
coronavirus from Saturday 
despite an increase in cases, 
weeks before handing over 
to a far-right administration 
that has criticized the tough 
restrictions.

Prime Minister Mario 
Draghi’s government said it 
would not renew regulations 
requiring FFP2 face masks to 
be worn on public transport 
when they expire on Friday.

However, it has extended 
for another month the require-
ment to wear face masks in 
hospitals and other healthcare 
settings, as well as residential 
facilities for the elderly.

By the time that rule ex-
pires on 31 October a new gov-
ernment led by far-right lead-
er Giorgia Meloni is expected 
to be in place — with a very 
different attitude to Covid-19 
restrictions than Draghi’s.

Italy was the first Europe-
an country to face the full force 
of the coronavirus pandemic in 
early 2020, and has had some 
of the toughest restrictions.

Last winter, it required 
certain categories of workers 
to be vaccinated and demand-
ed proof of a negative test, re-
cent recovery from the virus 
or vaccination — the so-called 
Green pass — to enter public 
places.—AFP

Australia to scrap mandatory 
isolation for COVID-19 infections

AUSTRALIA will end manda-
tory five-day home isolation for 
people infected with COVID-19 
in mid-October, the government 
said Friday, removing one of the 
last remaining virus restric-
tions as the country moves out 
of the “emergency response” 

phase of the pandemic.
Prime Minister Anthony 

Albanese said the 14 October 
move is a proportionate re-
sponse based upon changing 
health advice and changing 
circumstances.

“We want a policy that 

promotes resilience and ca-
pacity-building, and reduces 
a reliance on government in-
tervention,” Albanese said in 
a televised press conference.

The end of mandatory 
self-isolation will also see the 
scrapping of income support 
payments for workers forced 
to take unpaid leave due to in-
fection, with the exception of 
workers in high-risk settings 
such as aged care and health 
care.

Speaking alongside the 
prime minister, the country’s 
Chief Medical Officer Paul Kelly 
said it is time to move away 
from “COVID exceptionalism” 
and treat it like other respira-
tory diseases, adding that the 
emergency response phase 
is likely “finished”. Australia 
has slowly eased most of its 
pandemic restrictions over the 
course of the year, as vacci-
nation rates rise and infection 
numbers stabilize.—Kyodo

Avian flu detected in Lisbon

A new outbreak of avian flu has been confirmed at a commer-
cial unit for raising turkeys in the Portuguese capital Lisbon, 
announced the Directorate-General for Food and Veterinary 
Medicine (DGAV) on Friday.

According to a note released by DGAV, animal disease control 
measures have already been implemented, such as the slaughter 
of affected animals.

All poultry farms within the protection zone, a radius of three 
kilometres of the outbreak, as well as in the surveillance zone 
within a radius of 10 km, have already been notified and inspected.

DGAV said that the highly pathogenic avian influenza vi-
rus, subtype H5N1, has affected wild and domestic birds in the 
European Union.

The first outbreak of avian influenza in Portugal was detected 
a year ago, on a domestic property in the city of Setubal, south 
of Lisbon. Since then, 31 outbreaks of avian influenza have been 
confirmed.— Xinhua

Japan plans more stimulus to tackle inflation, low yen
JAPAN is preparing another 
round of economic stimulus 
measures, the government said 
Friday, as rising prices and the 
plummeting yen squeeze the 
world’s third-largest economy.

Prime Minister Fumio 
Kishida told ministers to draft 
the relief package by the end 
of October so it can be passed 
by parliament this year, gov-
ernment spokesman Hirokazu 
Matsuno told reporters.

He did not give a figure for 
the measures, but said they 

would include “efforts to deal 
with rising prices and to encour-
age wage increases”.

Ministers have also been 
told to seek “ways to recover 
and strengthen regional econo-
mies’ abilities to do business by 
taking advantage of the yen’s 
depreciation”, Matsuno added.

The yen has hit 24-year lows 
in recent weeks, prompting an 
intervention by the government 
last week.

The slumping currency in-
flates profits for Japanese ex-

porters but also ramps up the 
price of imported goods for con-
sumers already facing higher 
prices, including for energy, part-
ly because of the war in Ukraine.

Matsuno said increased 
electricity bills had become “a 
significant burden” for both 
households and business.

Over the past two years, 
Japan has injected hundreds of 
billions of dollars into the econo-
my as part of stimulus measures 
to support its recovery from the 
Covid-19 pandemic.—AFP

Sri Lanka issues regulations on 
registering business at Colombo Port City

SRI Lankan President Ranil 
Wickremesinghe has issued reg-
ulations on registering business-
es who wish to operate in the 
Chinese-built Colombo Port City.

The president issued these 
regulations as the minister of 
finance, economic stabilization 
and national policies in an ex-
traordinary gazette Wednesday 
night.

A person who wants to start 
a business in the Colombo Port 
City must send an application to 
the Colombo Port City Economic 
Commission (CPCEC) to obtain 
a licence to qualify as an author-
ized person permitted to engage 
in a business.

The CPCEC after evaluating 
the application and supporting 
documents will issue a letter of 
approval in principle. If the com-
mission is satisfied that an ap-
plicant has fulfilled all legal and 
regulatory requirements and has 
complied with all the conditions 
set out in the letter of approval, 

it will issue a licence to the appli-
cant permitting the applicant to 
engage in business at the Colom-
bo Port City. The licence is valid 
for a period of 12 months from 
the date of issue. However, the 
licence will be cancelled if the 
applicant does not commence 
a business within six months of 
the issue of the licence.

The Colombo Port City, a 
large-scale project under the 
framework of the China-pro-
posed Belt and Road Initiative, 
is being established as a ser-
vice-oriented special economic 
zone on 269 hectares of land 
reclaimed from the ocean and 
annexed to the city of Colom-
bo.—Xinhua

China’s refined oil consumption up in 
August
CHINA consumed 31.45 million tonnes of refined oil in August, 
official data showed.

The consumption volume rose 3.9 per cent year on year, 
while that of gasoline decreased by 4.5 per cent over one year 
ago, according to the National Development and Reform Com-
mission (NDRC).

In the first eight months of this year, the country’s refined oil 
consumption totaled 225.79 million tonnes, edging up 0.7 per cent 
year on year. During the period, gasoline consumption shrank by 
6.4 per cent year on year, while diesel consumption expanded 
by 13.7 per cent over one year ago, NDRC data showed.—Xinhua

Spain to cut taxes for low-income earners 
hit by inflation

SPAIN’S leftist government said Thursday it will cut the income 
tax on lower-income households to help hard-hit consumers 
grapple with soaring inflation. The government will reduce the 
income tax on people earning up to 21,000 euros ($20,200) per 
year, or one in two workers, Budget Minister Maria Jesus Montero 
told a news conference. At the same time she confirmed the 
government will slap a new tax in 2023 and 2024 on residents 
whose wealth exceeds three million euros to help pay for inflation 
relief measures.—AFP

French economy minister ‘worried’ by British ‘disaster’
FRANCE’S economy minister 
said Friday that he was worried 
by the financial turbulence in 
Britain, criticizing Prime Minis-
ter Liz Truss’s economic policies 
for causing a “disaster” of high 
borrowing rates for her country.

“I’m not worried about the 
situation in the eurozone,” Bruno 
Le Maire told Europe 1 radio 
when asked about the risk of the 
crisis spreading. “On the other 
hand, I am worried about the 
British situation.”

“What does it show? It 
shows firstly that there are costs 
for financial and economic poli-
cies,” he said.

Truss’s “mini-budget” an-
nounced last Friday included 
major tax cuts that would need to 
be financed by extra borrowing, 
spooking investors who immedi-
ately questioned the credibility of 
the policies and Britain’s finan-
cial standing.

“When you take on major 
costs like that, with spectacular 

announcements, as some op-
position parties want to do in 
France, it perturbs the markets. 
It perturbs financial balances,” 
Le Maire said.

“And it leads to a real dis-
aster with interest rates which 
are 4.5 per cent or even higher 
in Great Britain. We have inter-
est rates which are reasonable, 
which are quite close to Germa-
ny’s because there is consistency 
in our economic and financial 
policymaking,” he said.—AFP

FOREIGN citizens seek-
ing work in Portugal can 
stay in the country for six 
months under a new visa 
regime announced by the 
government on Friday.

The new rules, which 
change the rules of entry, 
stay, exit and removal of 
foreign nationals, will enter 
into force on 1 November.

According to the gov-
ernment, the aim is to es-
tablish “procedures that 
allow attracting regulated 
and integrated immigra-
tion for the development 
of the country, changing 
how the public administra-

tion relates to immigrants 
and guaranteeing condi-
tions for the integration 
of immigrants.” The en-
try and free movement of 
citizens of the Community 

of Portuguese Language 
Countries (CPLP) is also 
facilitated since their job 
search and residence vi-
sas will be automatically 
approved.— Xinhua 

TOBACCO giant Altria 
said Friday it ended a 
non-compete agreement 
with Juul, which is mired 
in a fight with a US agen-
cy over its ability to sell 
vaping products.

Altria, the parent 
company of Philip Mor-
ris USA and other brands 
in tobacco and nicotine, 
“exercised our option to 
be released from our Juul 
non-competition obliga-
tions,” the company said 
in a securities filing.

The announcement 
allows Altria to pursue 
the acquisition of anoth-

er vaping company, or to 
develop its own products.

Altria in late 2018 in-
vested about $13 billion 
in Juul, a stake that has 
been written down sev-
eral times as Juul has 
faced various government 
crackdowns.

Altria’s move comes 
as Juul challenges a June 
action by the US Food and 
Drug Administration or-
dering all products made 
by Juul Labs off the 
market after finding the 
vaping giant had failed 
to address certain safety 
concerns.

The FDA order was 
suspended by a federal 
judge after an appeal by 
Juul.

Juul has submitted an 
appeal to the FDA, argu-
ing that its products are 
safe for adult smokers.

Juul said Friday that 
the end of the non-com-
pete clause with Altria 
“gives us more flexibility 
as it increases the finan-
cial and strategic options 
we can pursue to secure 
our business and address 
the impact of the FDA’s 
now stayed order,” a Juul 
spokesman said.— AFP

SWISS luxury chocolatier 
Lindt & Sprungli has won 
its case against the local 
branch of budget super-
market chain Lidl over 
its similar-looking Easter 
bunnies, according to a 
court decision published 
Thursday.

The Federal Supreme 
Court of Switzerland ruled 
that Lindt’s chocolate bun-
ny wrapped in aluminium 
foil, whether “golden or of 
another colour”, should 
benefit from trademark 
protection against Lidl’s 
rival product. It banned the 
chain’s Swiss branches Lidl 

Schweiz and Lidl Schweiz 
DL from selling its similar 
bunnies and ordered the 
destruction of any still in 
stock. Launched in 1952, 
the golden bunny with a bell 
on a ribbon is one of Lindt’s 
flagship products.

Lindt & Sprungli sued 
in 2018, claiming that Lidl’s 
bunnies had a very similar 
shape and appearance and 
could be confused with its 
main Easter product.

But the commercial 
court of Switzerland’s Aar-
gau canton, west of Zurich, 
dismissed Lindt’s action in 
2021.—AFP

Russia vetoes UN bid against Ukraine 
annexations as China abstains
RUSSIA on Friday vetoed a 
Western bid at the UN Security 
Council to condemn its annexa-
tions of Ukrainian territory but 
found no support, with China 
and India abstaining.

Russia’s veto was a certain-
ty but Western powers hoped to 
show Moscow’s isolation in its 
war and will now take the con-
demnation effort to the General 
Assembly, where every nation 
has a vote and none can kill a 
resolution.

The United States pushed 
through the draft Security Coun-
cil resolution hours after Rus-
sian President Vladimir Putin 
announced that Moscow had 
taken over four areas of Ukraine 
which held Kremlin-organized 
referendums on land seized by 

Russia’s military.
“This is exactly what the 

Security Council was made to do 
— defend sovereignty, protect 

territorial integrity, promote 
peace and security,” the US am-
bassador to the United Nations, 
Linda Thomas-Greenfield, said 

at the start of the meeting.
“The United Nations was 

built on an idea that never again 
would one country be allowed 
to take another’s territory by 
force,” she said, later promising 
a General Assembly vote.

Russia’s ambassador, Vass-
ily Nebenzia, complained that 
it was unprecedented to seek 
condemnation of one of the five 
veto-wielding permanent mem-
bers of the Security Council.

“Do you seriously expect 
Russia to consider and support 
such a draft? And if not, then 
it turns out that you are inten-
tionally pushing us to use the 
right of the veto in order to then 
wax lyrical about Russia abus-
ing this right,” Nebenzia said. 
—AFP

Europe’s biggest 
nuclear reactor 
reaches full power

FINLAND’S  long-delayed Olk-
iluoto 3 nuclear reactor has 
reached full power to become 
the most powerful electricity 
production facility in Europe, 
operator TVO said Friday, a boost 
amid a continent-wide energy 
crunch.

With power level of 1,600 
megawatts, the plant located 
on the Nordic country’s south-
western coast is also now the 
third most powerful electricity 
production facility globally, the 
company said. OL3’s produc-
tion is being closely followed in 
Finland, where the hope is that 
the plant could ease the coming 
winter’s challenges as Europe-
an energy prices have soared 
following Russia’s invasion of 
Ukraine.—AFP

EU tightens visa rules for Russian nationals
THE European Commission on 
Friday urged the member states 
of the European Union (EU) to 
tighten their visa procedures 
and heighten border checks 
for Russian citizens. European 
Commissioner for Home Affairs 
Ylva Johansson said the guide-
lines come in response to the 
recent escalation in the conflict.

“The EU will protect itself 
and our citizens. We are mak-

ing sure to have a coherent and 
united approach at EU external 
borders vis-a-vis Russian citi-
zens and also when it comes to 
applying strict rules on issuing 
short-stay visas for Russian cit-
izens,” she said. Under the new 
rules, the EU member states 
should apply “stricter assess-
ments” and security checks 
when they issue visas to Rus-
sian citizens. They should also 

apply a strict approach when 
assessing the justification of 
the journey and the validity of 
visas, irrespective of the issuing 
member state.

She said the member states 
should not accept Schengen 
visa applications from citizens 
of the Russian Federation who 
are present in a third country 
for short stays or for purposes 
of transit.—Xinhua

No regrets, says Catalan ex-minister on 
referendum anniversary

FIVE years after the failed se-
cession push in Catalonia which 

landed him in jail, Oriol Jun-
queras remains convinced that 

defying Spain with a banned 
independence referendum was 
the right move.  But the former 
deputy head of the region says 
the separatist camp needs to rally 
more support if its dream of an 
independent Catalan state is to 
one day become a reality. “We 
did what we had to do,” the pro-
fessor-turned-politician said dur-
ing an interview with AFP when 
asked about the failed secession 
drive that came to a head in Oc-
tober 2017. “I am deeply proud of 
all that we have done, of our com-
mitment, of having been able to 
convene, organize and hold a ref-
erendum on self-determination,” 
the 53-year-old added.—AFP

SWEDISH companies have 
been granted export permits 
for the sale of military equip-
ment to Türkiye, the coun-
try’s Inspectorate of Strategic 
Products (ISP) announced on 
Friday.

The granting of export 
permits is part of Sweden’s 
agreement with Türkiye in the 
North Atlantic Treaty Organ-
ization (NATO) negotiations.

The permits apply to all 
products affected by arms ex-
port legislation, which includes 
electronic equipment, soft-
ware and technical assistance.

All shipments of military 

products to Türkiye were 
halted in 2019 due to its mili-
tary operation against Syria’s 
Kurdish People’s Protection 
Units (YPG), which Türkiye 
considers a terrorist group.

Sweden, together with 
Finland, applied to join NATO 
in mid-May. Türkiye, which is 
already a member of the mil-
itary alliance, objected over 
Swedish and Finnish ties with 
the Kurdistan Workers’ Party 
(PKK), and Syria’s YPG. An-
kara has also voiced dissatis-
faction with the Swedish arms 
embargo against Türkiye. 
—Xinhua

N Korea fires 2 ballistic missiles into Sea of Japan
NORTH Korea fired two ballis-
tic missiles into the Sea of Ja-
pan on Saturday, Japanese and 
South Korean authorities said, 
in the fourth such provocation by 
Pyongyang in less than a week.

The South Korean military 
said North Korea fired the two 
short-range ballistic missiles be-
tween 6:45 am and 7:03 am from 
the Sunan area of Pyongyang.

The missiles, launched near 
the west coast of North Korea, 
travelled about 350 to 400 kilo-
metres with a maximum altitude 
of 50 km before apparently fall-
ing into waters off the country’s 

east coast and outside Japan’s 
exclusive economic zone, Toshiro 
Ino, Japanese senior vice-defence 
minister, told reporters.

The missiles may have flown 
on irregular trajectories, Ino 
said without elaborating. Japan 
lodged a protest with North Ko-
rea via the Japanese Embassy 
in Beijing.

There were no immediate 
reports of damage caused by the 
missiles. The US Indo-Pacific 
Command said it had assessed 
that the latest missile launch did 
not pose an immediate threat 
to US territory or its allies but 

highlighted the “destabilizing im-
pact” of North Korea’s “unlawful” 
weapons programmes.

The US commitments to the 
defence of Japan and South Korea 
remain “ironclad”, the command 
added. North Korea had already 
test-fired ballistic missiles toward 
waters near Japan on three occa-
sions since Sunday, in defiance of 
UN Security Council resolutions. 
US Vice-President Kamala Har-
ris traveled to the Demilitarized 
Zone on the border of the two 
Koreas on Thursday, showing 
Washington’s commitment to the 
defence of South Korea.— Kyodo

Half of Brits think new UK PM 
Truss should quit: poll
NEW UK Prime Minister Liz 
Truss’s early missteps have 
prompted turmoil in her per-
sonal poll ratings, as well as fi-
nancial markets, with a survey 
Friday finding half of Britons 
think she should resign.

Less than four weeks into 
the top job, and a week after 
the disastrous unveiling of a 
mini-budget that cut taxes for 
the wealthiest amid a cost-of-
living crisis, 51 per cent of peo-
ple polled by YouGov said she 
should quit.

It represents a damning 
verdict on the latest Conserva-
tive leader, who succeeded Boris 
Johnson on 6 September after 
he resigned following a slew of 
scandals.

Truss beat former finance 
minister Rishi Sunak in a sum-
mer-long leadership contest, 
promising immediate tax cuts 
and a focus on driving econom-

ic growth amid predictions of 
recession in Britain.

But when new Chancellor of 
the Exchequer Kwasi Kwarteng 
unveiled their tax-slashing 

plans last week, they went fur-
ther than many were expecting, 
abolishing the top rate of income 
tax and lifting a cap on bankers’ 
bonuses. —AFP

Cyberattack Reveals Mexico President’s 
Health Scare

HACKERS have stolen sensitive Mexican files including previously 
undisclosed information that President Andres Manuel Lopez 
Obrador was taken to hospital by air ambulance in January with a 
heart problem, the government said Friday.

“It’s true, there was a cyberattack,” Lopez Obrador said at his 
daily news conference.

“I understand that this same group has already done the same 
thing in other countries,” he added.

On Thursday, prominent journalist Carlos Loret de Mola re-
ported that a hacker group called Guacamaya had obtained tens of 
thousands of emails dating from 2016 to September 2022 from the 
defence ministry.—AFP

Suicide attack on Kabul classroom kills 20, 
mostly young women

A suicide bomber attacked an education centre in the Afghan capital 
on Friday where hundreds of students were preparing for university 
exams, killing at least 20 people, most of them young women.

The bombing happened in the Dasht-e-Barchi neighbourhood 
of western Kabul, a predominantly Shiite Muslim area home to the 
minority Hazara community, the target of some of Afghanistan’s 
most deadly attacks.—AFP

‘Worry and fear’: Incessant Israeli 
drones heighten Gaza anxiety
GAZA teenager Bissam says 
she has trouble sleeping and 
concentrating as the buzzing 
sound of Israeli military drones 
above the crowded Palestinian 
enclave drives her to distrac-
tion.

When she is at home in the 
cramped family apartment, the 
18-year-old said she feels that 

“the drone is constantly with 
me in my bedroom — worry and 
fear don’t leave our homes.

“Sometimes I have to put 
the pillow on my head so I don’t 
hear its buzz,” she said, adding 
that the drone noise gives her 
headaches.

Unmanned surveillance 
aircraft have become an inte-

gral part of Israel’s 15-year-old 
blockade of the impoverished 
enclave, and 2.3 million Pales-
tinians endure their incessant 
hum. Bissam, whose family re-
quested their surname be with-
held for security reasons, said 
that together with the street 
noise, the drones create an un-
bearable cacophony.—AFP

THE shirt that Diego Maradona 
wore when he scored his infamous 
‘Hand of God’ goal against Eng-
land in 1986 will go on display in 
Qatar during the World Cup just 
five months after it set a record 
price at auction, a top official said 
Saturday.

The shirt, which sold for $9.3 
million to a secret buyer, has been 
loaned to Qatar’s 3-2-1 sports mu-
seum and will go on display from 
Sunday until 1 April.

Qatar has not named the 
shirt’s new owner, who paid a then 

record price for any sports 
memorabilia object, 
but negotiations are 
understood to have 
started just weeks 
after the 4 May auc-
tion. Sheikha Al Ma-
yassa bint Hamad 
bin Khalifa Al Thani, 
head of Qatar Museums 
and a member of the Gulf 
state’s ruling family, said she 
was “excited” to have secured the 
shirt for a special World Cup exhi-
bition.—AFP 

ASTON Villa have confirmed 
France midfielder Boubacar 
Kamara will be out of action 
until after the World Cup with 
a knee injury.

The 22-year-old, who 
joined the club in the summer 
transfer window, was forced off 
during the first half of Villa’s 
win over Southampton before 
the international break.

Further tests confirmed 
Boubacar, signed from Mar-

seille, had sustained ligament 
damage which will require a 
lengthy spell of rehabilitation.

“Kamara will be missing 
until after the World Cup with 
a knee ligament injury, suffered 
during the win over Southamp-
ton,” a Villa statement said.

Kamara, who has won 
three caps for France, had been 
called up for the latest round 
of Nations League matches 
before his injury.—AFP

ERIK ten Hag’s faith in Manchester United “war-
rior” Lisandro Martinez will be put to the test as 
Manchester City striker Erling Haaland aims to 
extend his red-hot streak in Sunday’s derby.

Haaland has made a blistering start with City 
since joining the Premier League champions from 
Borussia Dortmund for £51 million ($57 million) 
in the close season.

With 14 goals in nine games in all competi-
tions for City, the Norway striker, playing in his 
first Manchester derby, will put United’s recent 
revival to the test.
