True information about social media news on violations of law
against factory workers

REGARDING the reports of violations of the law against factory workers

spreading on social networks, the Factories and General Labour Law Inspection

Department has organized labour organizations and inspected whether the news

is correct as per the regulations to ensure the rights of labours.

According to Myanmar Labour News on 4-5-2023, it stated that the salary of
workers of Princess Power Garment Factory owned by Daw Lwin Lwin Than (My-
anmar citizen) located at No 18/212 on Kanaung Minthagyi road in Shwepaukkan
Industrial Zone of North Okkalapa Township of Yangon Region are cut as leave
without pay if they take leave. The workers have to start to work five minutes
before working hours and return home after 15 or 20 minutes of working time.

Regarding such information, the staff officers of Labour Department,
Social Welfare Department, General Labour Law Inspection Department and
Department of Labour Relations went to the factory and examined the 15 repre-
sentatives of the labour affairs coordinating committee and two HR managers.
The findings are as follows:

(@) Regarding leave without pay leave when the workers take leave, the salaries
are cut by if they do not submit leave forms officially, report leave via other
employees, do not report on the telephone and do not have any remaining
leave days.

(b) The workers have to enter the factory within five minutes of working hours
and go home after 15 or 20 minutes of working hours because they have to

clean the sewing machines before they start to work and after the working
processes. Some workers keep working on after the working hours to meet
the set target.

For these findings, the Factories and General Labour Law Inspection
Department gave a warning to follow the undermentioned facts according to
the regulations on 11-5-2023 and instructed to report not later than 19-5-2023.
(a) under Section 62 of the Factories Law 1951, no worker shall be required or

allowed to work in a factory for more than eight hours on any day.

(b) according to Sections 4, 5 and 6 (a) of the 1951 Leave and Holidays Act, the
employer must provide the workers who have completed a period of 12
months continuous service with respective average wages or with average
salary or 10-day earned leaves, six-day causal leave and medical leave not
exceeding 30 days in a year
Therefore, the department warned the Princess Power Garment Factory

and 15/20 minutes later working hours, to follow the 1951 Factories Law for the
first time, and instructed it to report their work processes and the department
keeps carrying out to ensure the rights of workers mentioned in the law.

True information about social network news on violations of law

against factory workers

REGARDING the reports of violations of law against factory workers spreading on
social networks, the Factories and General Labour Law Inspection Department
has organized labour organizations and inspected whether the news is correct
as per the regulations to ensure the rights of workers.

According to Myanmar Labour News on 4-5-2023, the Lucky Fortune Garment
Factory owned by U Myat Swe (Myanmar citizen) located at No 90, Setsaya U
Tun Street, Shwepyitha Industrial Zone 4 in Insein Township of Yangon Region
lack transparency in salary payment and workers do not have rights to tell right
or wrong regarding their salary, they (workers) have to arrive the worksite about
15 minutes before the working hours if they are late, they are scolded seriously.
Although the break time for lunch is 30 minutes, they have to finish their meals
within 10 minutes and have to continue their sewing processes. If they do not finish
the meals within 10 minutes, the supervisor and all supervisors shout or scold
them. Therefore, they want a full 30-minute break time. They (factory officials)
set the target that the workers cannot meet and the workers do not have time to
drink or go toilet. If they do not meet the target, they were scolded. The pregnant
workers are also forced to work and asked for the same number of garments
as other workers. There is no safe ferry transportation for pregnant workers.
There is a shortage of drinking water in the factory, the water is dirty, there is no
medicine in the clinic of the factory and the workers have to buy the medicines
by saving their money together. The workers want them to prepare medicines at
the clinic as per the law. The workers do not have rights mentioned in the law. If
they take leave, they are not allowed to do so and a total of K15,200 (K5,200 daily
wage, K10,000 for the regular working day from the salary) and they want rights
mentioned in the law. In overtime sections, they are not asked for their desire
and the employers and WCC jointly carries out to get permission for overtime by
signing without informing labourers.

Regarding such information, the staff officers of Labour Department, Social
Welfare Department, General Labour Law Inspection Department and Department
of Labour Relations went to the factory on 11-5-2023 and examined the factory in
charge, manager, HR manager, representatives of WCC members, the pregnant
workers and other workers, totalling 21 people and the findings were as follows:
(@) The wages of workers are paid five days after the end of the month, and the

workers receive the salary in full and correctly.

(b) The work starts at 8 am and the workers are not forced start before the
working hours starts at 7:45 am.

(¢) The target asked by the factory is a target that the worker can meet and they
are not scolded while asking for the set target.

(d) The pregnant women are not asked for the target that they cannot meet and
there is proper seat arrangement for the ferry.

(e) There is no shortage of drinking water and the water is clean for the workers
at the factory.

(® There is one clinic for medical treatment and nurse Daw Nan Kalaya Hlaing,
a nursing certificate holder; is appointed and there are 27 medicine Kits.

(g) If the workers are absent without leave, they will be cut a K15,200- K5,200
daily wage, K10,000 of the regular working day.

(h) In the overtime section, the workers have to do by signing with their own
decision and the representatives of WCC are also selected in accordance
with the wish of workers and the WCC members know about it.

Therefore, the news about the Lucky Fortune Garment factory covered by
Myanmar Labour News is not correct according to the investigation made on
employers and employees.

Post Disaster’s Health Risks: Prevention, Control

and Health Education

FTER a disaster, there
are several health risks
that can arise due to var-

ious factors such as contami-
nated water, lack of sanitation,
overcrowding and exposure to
hazardous materials. These
risks can include the followings,
¢ Waterborne diseases:
floods and other natural dis-
asters can contaminate water
sources, leading to the spread
of waterborne diseases like chol-
era, typhoid and diarrhoea.

& Vector-borne diseases:
Standing water and increased
humidity can create ideal breed-
ing grounds for disease-carrying
insects such as mosquitoes and
flies, leading to the spread of dis-
eases like malaria and dengue
fever.

¢ Respiratory illnesses: Ex-

posure to dust mold and other
airborne pollutants can cause
respiratory problems like asth-
ma and bronchitis.

¢ Mental health issue: Dis-
asters can cause emotional dis-
tress, anxiety and depression,
which can have long-term ef-
fects on mental health.

To Prevent and control these
health risks, disaster response
teams should prioritize the fol-
lowing measures: -

¢ Provide safe drinking
water: Ensure that affected
communities have access to
clean and safe drinking water
by providing water purification
or setting up water treatment
facilities.

¢ Improve sanitation: In-
stall temporary toilets and hand
washing stations to improve san-

itation and reduce the risk of
disease transmission.

4 Control Vector-borne dis-
eases: Use insecticide-treated
bed nets, spray insecticides and
remove standing water to con-
trol the spread of disease-carry-
ing insects.

¢ Provide medical care: Set
up medical camps and provide
medical supplies and personnel
to treat those affected by injuries
and illnesses.

¢ Support mental health:
Provide counselling services
and support groups to help indi-
viduals cope with the emotional
trauma of the disaster.
Post-disaster health education
is also an essential component
of disaster response and re-
covery efforts. It is designed to
provide individuals and commu-

nities with the information they
need to stay safe, healthy, and
resilient in the aftermath of a
disaster. Post-disaster health
education can take many forms,
including the following: -

¢ Community outreach and
education: This may involve
community meetings, door-to-
door visits and other forms of
outreach to provide information
on topics such as safe water and
food sanitation, hygiene and dis-
ease prevention.

¢ Training for Volunteer
Health Care Providers: They
need specialized training to ad-
dress the unique health needs
of disaster survivors. This may
include training on triage, emer-
gency medical treatment and
mental health support.

¢ Health promotion cam-

paigns: These campaigns can
focus on promoting healthy be-
haviours and practices, such as
hand washing, safe food han-
dling and proper disposal of
waste.
¢ Mental health support:
Disasters can have a signifi-
cant impact on mental health.
Post-disaster health education
can provide information on how
to identify and manage stress,
anxiety and other mental health
issues.
¢ Disaster Preparedness
Education: Post-disaster health
education can also include in-
formation on how to prepare for
future disasters, such as creat-
ing emergency Kits, developing
evacuation plans and identifying
safe shelters.

WHO chief hopes for ‘historic’ pandemic accord

‘[ hope the current negotiations on pandemic prevention, preparedness and response result in a strong multilat-
eral approach that saves lives" UN chief Antonio Guterres said, speaking via video message.

new pandemic accord
under negotiation must
be a “historic agree-

ment” marking a dramatic shift
in the approach to global health
security after the Covid crisis,
the WHO chief said Sunday.

“We cannot simply carry
on as we did before,” Tedros
Adhanom Ghebreyesus said
as he opened the World Health
Organization’s annual assembly
in Geneva.

WHO’s member states have
begun negotiations towards an
international agreement aimed
to ensure the world is better
equipped to prevent or more ef-
fectively respond the next time
a pandemic hits.

The process is still in the
early stages, but the aim is for
agreement to be reached in
time for the next World Health
Assembly, in May 2024.

“The pandemic accord
that member states are now
negotiating must be a historic
agreement to make a paradigm
shift in global health security,
recognizing that our fates are

interwoven,” Tedros said at the

start of the 10-day gathering.
That was also the mes-

sage from a long line of other

high-level speakers Sunday.

“I hope the current negoti-
ations on pandemic prevention,
preparedness and response

UN chief Antonio Guterres said,
speaking via video message.

Timor-Leste President
Jose Manuel Ramos-Horta
meanwhile pointed out that
“every country, big or small,
rich or poor;, struggled to mount
an adequate response to the
pandemic”.

“This reminds us that we
must build our house before the
storm, not during the storm.”

‘Remember the darkness’

The pandemic has wreaked
global devastation and official-
ly killed nearly seven million
people, with the true figure be-
lieved to be closer to 20 million.

Tedros earlier this month
declared that the Covid crisis
no longer constitutes a global
health emergency.

But he stressed Sunday
that “Covid-19 is still with us, it
still kills, it’s still changing and
it still demands our attention”.

We may have emerged from
“a long, dark tunnel”, he said,
“but this is the moment to look
behind us and remember the
darkness of the tunnel, and then
... move forward in the light of

the many painful lessons it has
taught us”.

“Chief among those les-
sons is that we can only face
shared threats with a shared
response.”

If agreed, the pandemic
accord will mark only the sec-
ond legally-binding health trea-
ty since WHO was created 75
years ago.

Tedros highlighted the
success of the first one — the
Framework Convention on To-
bacco Control adopted exactly
20 years ago.

Over that time, he pointed
out, smoking prevalence has
dropped by one third globally.

“The WHO FCTC is living
proof of the power of global
agreements to drive a paradigm
shift in global health,” he said,
voicing hope a pandemic accord
could do the same.

“This is the moment for us
to write a new chapter in global
health history, together.”

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Russian diplomat fires back at Sullivan’s remarks regarding
attack on Crimea

CRIMEA is part of Russia and
US threats to strike at the pen-
insula are irresponsible, Russian
Deputy Foreign Minister Sergey
Ryabkov said on Monday.

“Crimea is an integral part
of Russia and attempts to pres-
ent the matter differently, to
threaten is another confirmation
of the irresponsible escalation
course of Washington,” Ryabkov
told reporters.

Moscow will find a way to
prevent the implementation
of threats of possible strikes
against Crimea, the diplomat
added.

On 21 May, White House
National Security Advisor Jake
Sullivan said Washington does
not allow Kyiv to use Western
weapons to strike at the territory
of Russia, noting that he does not
consider Crimea to be part of it.

Fire destroys historic
Philippine post office building

Ahuge fire destroyed a historic
post office in the Philippine capi-
tal Manila, officials said Monday.

More than 80 fire trucks
were sent to the decades-old
landmark after the blaze broke
out late Sunday, the Bureau of
Fire Protection said.

Thick, black smoke bil-
lowed hundreds of metres into
the sky as flames gutted the
neo-classical Manila Central
Post Office that overlooks the
Pasig River.

It took firefighters more
than seven hours to get the in-
ferno under control.

“The whole building has
burned down from the base-
ment all the way to the fifth
floor;” Postmaster General Luis
Carlos told DZBB radio.

The cause of the blaze was
being investigated, he said.

Fire brigades from across
the capital deployed personnel
to fight the blaze that left one
volunteer firefighter with minor
injuries.

Originally built in 1926, the
post office was once considered
the “grandest building” in Ma-
nila, according to its website.

India’s G20 tourism meet begins in
Kashmir under tight security

A G20 tourism meeting began
on Monday under tight secu-
rity in Indian-administered
Kashmir, as New Delhi seeks
to project an image of normalcy
in aregion wracked for decades
by violence.

Both China and Pakistan
have condemned holding the
event in the disputed Mus-
lim-majority territory, which
is split between New Delhi and
Islamabad, both of whom claim
it in full.

Over the decades an insur-
gency seeking independence
or a merger with Pakistan has
seen tens of thousands of civil-
ians, soldiers and rebels killed.

But India wants to show
that what officials call “normal-
cy and peace” are returning to
the region after New Dehli re-
voked its limited autonomy and
took direct control in 2019, im-
posing an extended lockdown.

Since then, the rebels
have largely been crushed —
although young men contin-
ue to take up arms — and the
annual death toll, once in the
thousands, has been on a down-
ward trend, with 253 fatalities
last year.

tourism in the region, with its
spectacular mountain scenery
and signs at the airport declar-
ing it “paradise on earth”.

More than a million Indi-
an citizens visited last year,
to the delight of local tourism
businesses.

But dissent has been
criminalised, media freedoms
curbed and public protests

limited, in what critics say is
a drastic curtailment of civil
liberties by New Delhi.

Police said last week that
security had been beefed up “to
avoid any chance of terrorist
attack during the G20” meet-
ing, and on Monday soldiers
and armoured vehicles were
deployed at multiple locations
in Srinagar. — AFP
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Macron makes first French presidential visit to Mongolia

EMMANUEL Macron on 21 May
made a brief but symbolic visit to
Mongolia, the first by a French
president to the country nestled
between China and Russia that
is of growing strategic interest
in the West.

The French head of state
was greeted by a traditional
Mongolian guard of honour af-
ter landing in the capital Ulaan-
baatar following the G7 summit
in Hiroshima, Japan.

Macron then attended a re-
ception at Sukhbaatar Square,
which contains a large statue of
Mongolian revolutionary hero
Damdin Sukhbaatar and a mon-
ument to Genghis Khan.

Ukrainian President Volody-
myr Zelensky was the star guest
at the G7, where he addressed
Western allies and leaders of

non-aligned nations like Brazil
and India.

Since the Russian invasion
of Ukraine in February 2022,
France has stepped up diplo-
macy with countries that have
not explicitly condemned it -- of
which Mongolia is one.

In Ulaanbaatar, Macron at-
tended a state dinner at the mu-
seum of Genghis Khan, named
for the 13th-century Mongol
conqueror.

The institution will lend part
ofits collection to the Nantes His-
tory Museum in western France
for an exhibition scheduled for
October.

Paris is seeking to “loos-
en the constraint exerted on
Russia’s neighbours” and open
up their choice of options, the
French presidency source ex-
plained.

Mongolia can also be part of
European efforts to diversify sup-
plies “to guarantee our energy
sovereignty”, the source added.

The vast north Asian coun-
try has been the subject of grow-
ing interest in recent years from
the United States as part of a
strategy to thwart the rise of
China.

Eighty-six per cent of Mon-
golia’s total exports go to China,
half of which is coal. — AFP

KYRIAKOS Mitsotakis, whose
party scored a thumping win at
Sunday’s election, is a conserva-
tive political dynasty scion cred-
ited with putting the debt-rid-

den country back on the path of
growth.

Mitsotakis has offered his
country a rare respite from eco-
nomic instability in the face of

unprecedented global upheavals
like the coronavirus pandemic
and war in Ukraine.

But a damaging wiretap-
ping scandal and public anger
arising from a deadly train crash
in February blighted the record
of Mitsotakis, whose family has
dominated Greek politics for
decades.

The former Harvard grad-
uate who worked at US finan-
cial consultancy McKinsey will
be tasked by Greece’s head of
state President Katerina Sakel-
laropoulou with forming a gov-
ernment. But he has signalled
that he will seek a new election,
likely in a month’s time, in order
to obtain an absolute majority to
govern alone. — AFP

Catania airport reopens after closure
for Etna activity

SICILY’S Catania airport reo-
pened to flights on 22 May after
a one-day closure due to smoke
and ash from nearby Mount
Etna, airport authorities said.
Operations resumed at 9:00
am local time (0700 GMT), the
airport said in a statement, while
cautioning there could be delays.
On Sunday, authorities said

“copious amounts of volcanic ash
on airport surfaces” prompted
the closure of the airport on Sic-
ily’s eastern coast.

Aheavy cloud around Etna’s
summit made it impossible to see
eruptions, but loud rumbles could
be heard in the region, local me-
dia said.

At 3,324 metres (nearly

11,000 feet), Etna is the tallest
active volcano in Europe and has
erupted frequently in the past
500,000 years.

Around 10 million passen-
gers last year transited through
Catania International Airport,
which services the eastern part
of Sicily, one of Italy’s most pop-
ular tourist destinations. — AFP

TURKIYE presidential election
is being anxiously watched by
Kurds in Syria and Iraq as eco-
nomic interests compete with
fears of a regional military es-
calation against some Kurdish
groups.

The long-running and
deadly conflict between Anka-
ra and militant groups from the
ethnic Kurdish minority has
spilled across the borders of
both Iraq and Syria.

But Tiirkiye is also a major
economic partner; especially for
northern Iraq’s autonomous
Kurdish province which has
long exported oil through a
pipeline that runs through Tiir-
kiye and has trade ties worth
billions.

“Economically, there are

over Erdogan’s election battle

mutual benefits,” said Iraqi
political scientist Mohamed
Ezzedine.

Tirkiye President Recep
Tayyip Erdogan, having gov-
erned for 20 years, has fostered
key strategic links with Iraqi
Kurdistan’s President Nechir-
van Barzani who has been in
power for three decades.

After the first round of
elections, as votes were still
being counted, Barzani called
Erdogan, the Turkish “reis”
(chief), to express “confidence
and optimism” he would defeat
challenger Kemal Kilicdaroglu.

But some Kurds in Iraq
and across the border in Syria
fear an Erdogan victory will see
a military escalation in their
home regions. — AFP
