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THE safety of the people to be free from dangers is one of

against intimidation and coercion.

If we meet COVID againF OUR years had passed. 
The pandemic seems 
completely disappeared 

from the planet. Death by cov-
id-19 infections has dropped 
substantially in many countries.

Most people get vaccinat-
ed against the deadly disease 
and some had even booster jabs. 
World Health Organization made 
an announcement to end the dec-
laration of COVID as a pandemic 
disease this May. The world be-
came a beautiful and pleasant 
place again. Social animals came 
out of the house and gathered in 
public places. Bazaars, super-
markets, pagodas, swimming 
pools, beaches and tourist at-
traction sites were crowded.

Is Covid-19 clear? No. Mu-
tated variants of SARS-CoV-2 
named Omicron variants are 
waiting ready to start the next 
level pandemic The decision of 
WHO to remove COVID from 
the pandemic list is, I think, too 
speedy. There should be a tran-
sitional monitoring period for the 
certainty of worldwide infection. 
At present, most people think 
that Omicron is weaker than the 
delta variant. The renowned re-
search centres announced that 
death by current Omicron vari-
ants is ninety per cent lower than 
by delta variants.

Moreover, many people as-
sume that the COVID-causing 
SARS-CoV-2 virus attacks only 
the respiratory tract because 
SARS means ‘severe acute res-
piratory syndrome’. In practice, 
it attacks not only the respiratory 
tract but also the organs with 

rich ACE-2 receptors and leaving 
complications. (See the picture). 
Long COVID, a situation with 
complications that last for three 
months or more is very popular 
among sufferers and medical 
scientists.in Western countries. 
They are finding ways to manage 
the situation successfully up-to-
date and have not succeeded yet. 
Both Omicron and delta variants 

could  leave Long COVID and it 
became a head-aching problem.

No mask, no hand washing 
and no social distancing are seen 
in many places in Myanmar be-
cause of a lack of good health 
knowledge and it is very horrible.

Is Omicron really weaker? 
It is too early to make such a 
remark. Recently, Omicron 
variants BA 5.2 and BF7 (WHO 

approved) had taken millions of 
lives in one of our neighbouring 
countries. During this outbreak, 
incinerators in many cemeteries 
of that country worked 24/7 but 
couldn’t catch up with the arrival 
of dead bodies. And its economic 
growth had collapsed. Mortali-
ty in Omicron infection is lower 
than delta’s but the former is 
more dangerous. Why? Because 

anyone with Omicron infection, 
regardless of vaccination sta-
tus or whether or not they have 
symptoms, can spread to others. 
In addition, Omicron can cause 
reinfection, even in people who 
have recovered from Corid-19.

The longer the virus con-
tinues to circulate, the greater 
the chances of a new mutation 
emerging. That is why we are 
very difficult to get out of the vi-
cious cycle. Whether we like it or 
not, we must continue to live in 
the new normal lifestyle.

Even for the fully vaccinated 
person, there is no full guaran-
tee to be free from COVID yet 
so anyone should follow the old 
COVID prevention rules such as  
Social distancing, hand wash-
ing and mask-wearing. They are 
natural, practical, affordable and 
easy to follow for everyone. Most 
infections are originated from 
airborne or touch. A sneeze can 
travel about 8 meters (27 feet) 
depending on the temperature, 
humidity, the size of the droplet 
expelled and the lung capacity of 
the sneezing person. The travel-
ling distance of respiratory drop-
lets is between three to six  feet 
in most cases thus people should 
stay away at least six feet from 
each other. 

Avoiding man-to-man con-
tact is the best way to reduce 

infection. Going to public plac-
es such as bazaar is inevita-
ble, wearing the mask is the 
second-best way. Masks with a 
respirator is most suitable but 
even cheap surgical mask can 
block respiratory droplets go-
ing outside and coming inside. 
They prevent easy touching of 
hand to mouth, nose and eye of 
the wearer. Hand washing is an 
additional protection method to 
remove the virus that is carried 
when we go outside.

However, these three pro-
cedures couldn’t prevent the in-
fection 100 per cent, they could 
reduce the risk of infection and 
lower the amount of virus that 
infects thus survival chance is 
increased and symptom severity 
is decreased. For a fully immu-
nized person (even if that one 
had a chronic disease) they may 
assure to save live. Although the 
Omicron variants have increased 
infectability and some fatality, 
modern medicine now has potent 
antivirals (e.g., Palaxovid) which 
are more reliable than in delta 
waves. But they are available 
only on prescription and should 
be used in well-equipped hospital 
environment. It doesn’t mean you 
are helpless. There are herbs for 
COVID which saved many lives in 

previous episodes. King of bitters 
(Say Khar Gyi), Giloy (Sindon 
Manwe) and Cinnamon (Thit 
Kyan Poe) have antiviral prop-
erties and are recommended by 
renowned research centres. In 
my experience, a combination of 
these three herbs helps relieve 
the symptom severity within 
five days and complete  recov-
ery within seven days in most 
mild to moderate COVID infec-
tions. Giloy has ACE-2 receptor 
blocking property and further 
research should proceed.

When we try to prevent 
COVID, proper response of the 
immune system is vital. To get 
sufficient protection from vac-
cination, it must work well. To 
overcome the COVID infection, 
it must work properly, avoiding 
two extremes of overdoing and 
underdoing. The proper function 
of this system relies on good nu-
tritional support. Some vitamins 
and minerals such as C, D3, E, 
Zinc and selenium are part of 
this. Taking them from food 
sources is preferred but during 
the outbreak, we should take 
them as supplements for suffi-
cient therapeutic doses. Some 
naturopathic practitioners added 
quercetin, NAC, Omega-3 and 
probiotics to the list. Not so bad. 

We are still in the middle of 
the COVID era. Omicron had 
changed its genetic sequence in 
26 positions at spike protein and 
enhanced transmissibility as well 
as circumvention of the immune 
system (even in immunized per-
sons). When it will enhance its 
virulency is unpredictable. In 
fact, Omicron is still travelling 
worldwide and producing mu-
tants with unseen properties on 
a small scale. The world experi-
enced that this small-scale flame 
later became a big flame in the 
past. So we shouldn’t be negligent 
about COVID and keep always 
alert. Removing COVID from the 
pandemic list won’t mean that 
the SARS-CoV-2 virus has been 
eliminated. Scientists hope COV-
ID to follow the path of seasonal 
flu and new infections to occur at 
a fairly constant rate, as opposed 
to the big, unpredictable waves 
we have experienced so far. 

Nonetheless, COVID is con-
tinued to live. But the good ar-
senals, good knowledge of the 
pandemic and ongoing studies 
could be helpful you don’t have 
to worry so much. 

We can face it with the col-
lective efforts of proper vaccina-
tion, following COVID prevention 
rules, taking balanced nutrition 
(including supplements), and 
keeping good sleep and a calm 
mind. If someone is infected, 
unfortunately, there are better 
drugs and  treatments than be-
fore. If we meet COVID again, 
Let’s face it efficiently with every 
way and means we have.

After four years, the virus was almost gone. People got vaccinated to stay safe and the World Health Organization 
declared the virus over.

WHO members approve $9 billion budget

THE World Health Or-
ganization on Monday 
won basic approval for 

a US$6.83 billion (S$9.19 billion) 
budget over the next two years, 
including a 20 per cent hike in 
mandatory membership fees.

As the United Nations health 
agency kicked off its annual de-
cision-making assembly, mem-
ber states in a key committee 
approved the budget without 
objection.

WHO chief Tedros Adhanom 
Ghebreyesus hailed the move as 
“historic and a big milestone”.

The budget still needs to 
be approved by all the member 
states at the end of the 10-day 
event, but this is basically a for-
mality.

The decision comes after 
2022’s assembly agreed to a dra-
matic overhaul of WHO funding.

Shaken by the Covid-19 pan-
demic, countries agreed on the 

need to provide more reliable and 
stable funding.

The WHO is largely financed 
by its 194 member states.

The portion of funding 
from mandatory membership 
fees – “assessed contributions” 
calculated according to wealth 
and population – had dwindled 
to below one-fifth, with the rest 
coming from “voluntary contri-
butions”.

This left WHO with limited 

leeway to respond to crises like 
Covid-19, the war in Ukraine and 
other health emergencies.

Last year’s assembly agreed 
to gradually increase the mem-
bership fee portion to 50 per cent 
by the 2030-2031 budget cycle at 
the latest.

The 2024-2025 budget cycle 
marks the first incremental in-
crease, with countries agreeing 
to hike their assessed contribu-
tions by 20 per cent from the 2022-

2023 budget.
In return for the funding 

shift, WHO has begun imple-
menting 96 reforms, including 
towards more transparency 
on its financing and hiring and 
broader accountability.

Dr Tedros told the assem-
bly earlier Monday that WHO 
so far had implemented 42 of the 
requested reforms “and 54 are 
ongoing”.

trees from Ayeyawady Region were battered by the storm. — MNA/KZL

Biggest fines under EU privacy law
THE European Union 
rolled out its mammoth 
data privacy regulation 
five years ago this week, 
and has since handed down 
billions in fines.

Ireland’s data watch-
dog smashed the record 
for an individual fine on 
Monday when it demand-
ed 1.2 billion euros ($1.3 
billion) from Meta over its 
transfers of personal data 

between Europe and the 
United States.

Here are some of the 
worst offenders of the Gen-
eral Data Protection Regu-
lation (GDPR):

Mark Zuckerberg’s so-
cial media firm — owner of 
Facebook, Instagram and 
WhatsApp — has racked 
up roughly two billion euros 
in fines. Breaches by Meta 
have included a mega-leak 

of some 533 million phone 
numbers and emails, mis-
handling children’s data 
and repeatedly failing to 
give a legal basis for its data 
collection.

Meta, along with the 
likes of Google, Twitter and 
LinkedIn has its European 
headquarters in Ireland, a 
low-tax regime that has 
courted big tech.

The Irish privacy 

watchdog has been reluc-
tant to hand down big fines 
but said in a statement on 
Monday that the EU’s cen-
tral authorities had ordered 
it to collect 1.2 billion euros 
from Meta.

Austrian campaign 
group NOYB said it had 
spent millions in a dec-
ade-long legal battle to 
force the Irish watchdog 
to tackle the case.—AFP

French short-haul flight 
ban comes into force
FRANCE has banned do-
mestic flights for journeys 
possible in less than two-
and-a-half hours by train, 
under a government de-
cree published Tuesday.

Although the move 
was included in a 2021 
climate law and already 
applied in practice, some 
airlines had asked the 
European Commission 
to investigate whether it 
was legal.

The change will most-
ly rule out air trips be-
tween Paris and regional 
hubs such as Nantes, Lyon 
and Bordeaux, with con-
necting flights unaffected.

Critics have noted 
that the cutoff point for 
comparable train journeys 
is shy of the roughly three 
hours it takes to travel 
from Paris to Mediterra-
nean port city Marseille 

by high-speed rail.
The law does spec-

ify that train services 
on the same route must 
be frequent, timely and 
well-connected enough to 
meet the needs of passen-
gers who would otherwise 
travel by air — and able 
to absorb the increase in 
passenger numbers.

People making such 

trips should be able to 
make outbound and re-
turn train journeys on the 
same day, having spent 
eight hours at their des-
tination.

The government 
had already secured Air 
France’s compliance with 
the plan in exchange for a 
2020 coronavirus financial 
support package.—AFP

Beauty brand Lush unveils new 
Green Hub but business comes first

KNOWN for its colourful 
shampoo bars and fruity 
bath bombs, UK-based 
cosmetics brand Lush 
has opened the doors of 
its new Green Hub as part 
of efforts to expand its in-
house circular recycling.

The facility at Lush’s 
Poole headquarters in 
southern England sees 
its signature black plastic 
pots granulated into plas-

tic pellets before being re-
moulded, while a special 
unit treats wastewater.

Since its early days, 
Lush — now a staple of 
the British high street 
— has pledged its com-
mitment to reducing its 
environmental impact 
and ethically sourcing 
ingredients.

But business re-
mains a key driver of its 

decisions.
“We’re keen envi-

ronmentalists but we’re 
not fools. If the custom-
ers want this, then we’ll 
strive to provide this,” 
Mark Constantine, CEO 
and Lush co-founder, said 
in an interview with AFP.

Constantine was 
among six friends, in-
cluding his wife Mo, who 
founded Lush in 1995.

Recognizable by the 
strong fruity smells of its 
stores with market-like 
stalls, Lush sells two-
thirds of its products “na-
ked”, without packaging, 
among them handmade 
soap bars and henna hair 
dye blocks.

Some products, such 
as moisturizers and body 
lotions, are sold in black 
pots, which customers are 
encouraged to bring back 
for recycling.—AFP

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Russian PM arrives in China for talks with Xi, business forum
RUSSIAN Prime Minister 
Mikhail Mishustin has arrived 
in China, Moscow’s foreign min-
istry said, for a visit in which 
he will meet with President Xi 
Jinping and ink a series of deals 
on infrastructure and trade.

Mishustin arrived late Mon-
day in Shanghai, the ministry 
said, where he was greeted at 
the airport by Moscow’s ambas-
sador to China Igor Morgulov 
and Beijing’s top diplomat to 
Russia Zhang Hanhui.

He will take part in a Rus-
sian-Chinese Business Forum 
and visit a petrochemical re-
search institute in Shanghai, 
the Kremlin said, as well as hold 
talks with “representatives of 
Russian business circles”.

That forum has invited a 
number of sanctioned Russian 
tycoons — including from the 
key fertilizer, steel and mining 
sectors — as well as Deputy 
Prime Minister Alexander No-
vak, who handles energy issues, 
Bloomberg reported.

China last year became the 
top energy customer for Russia, 
whose gas exports had other-
wise plummeted after a flurry 
of Western sanctions over the 
invasion of Ukraine.

On Tuesday there was 
an increased police pres-
ence around Shanghai’s Rus-
sian consulate and the near-
by conference halls where 
the forum was taking place. 
—AFP

India’s PM Modi lands in Sydney 
eyeing economic ties

INDIAN Prime Minister Nar-
endra Modi flew into Australia 
on 22 May, aiming to strengthen 
economic ties by tapping into his 
country’s fastest-growing dias-

pora. Modi landed in Sydney, the 
last stop on his Asia-Pacific tour, 
looking to assert India’s role as 
a regional power in the face of 
China’s growing influence.

Indians are the second-larg-
est diaspora community in Aus-
tralia after the British, with 
673,000 Indian-born citizens liv-
ing in the country of 26 million.

“The diaspora is the most 
important bridge in the In-
dia-Australia bilateral business 
relationship,” said Jodi McKay, 
national chair of the Australia 
India Business Council.

“Prime Minister Modi un-
derstood that long before Aus-
tralia was able to grasp that,” 
she told AFP.

Two-way trade between In-
dia and Australia was valued at 
Aus$46.5 billion (US$31 billion) 
last year and is likely to increase 
after a free-trade deal came into 
effect in December.— AFP

Ukraine’s Zaporizhzhia nuclear plant cut off 
from power grid

UKRAINE’S occupied Zaporizhzhia nuclear plant has been cut 
off from the power grid again, its Russian administrators and the 
Ukrainian atomic agency said on Monday, a potentially dangerous 
incident that has become more frequent due to shelling.

“Due to a high-tension line being cut, the plant lost its external 
electricity supply,” the Russian administration wrote on Telegram, 
adding the causes of the outage were being investigated and that 
back-up diesel generators were keeping it working.—AFP

E Timor independence hero Gusmao’s 
party wins parliamentary election
EAST Timor independence hero 
Xanana Gusmao’s party won the 
parliamentary election but is 
short of an outright majority, 
official results showed Tuesday.

The opposition National 
Congress for Timorese Recon-
struction (CNRT) led with 41.6 
per cent of the votes, while its 
main rival and incumbent coali-
tion leader Fretilin got 25.7 per 
cent, according to the electoral 

commission.
The result of Sunday’s elec-

tion paves the way for a return 
to power for the 76-year-old 
Gusmao, East Timor’s first 
president, if he can form a co-
alition.

If there is no outright win-
ner, the constitution gives the 
party with the most votes the 
opportunity to form a coalition.

Voters cast their ballots for 

65 seats in parliament, hoping to 
end years of deadlock in Asia’s 
youngest country.

CNRT secured 31 of those 
seats, and will have to work 
with one or more of the other 
16 parties.

It won the presidential elec-
tion last year, with Gusmao’s 
ally and Nobel Peace laureate 
Jose Ramos-Horta taking the 
post.—AFP

Florida law puts a brake on hiring of 
undocumented workers
BENJAMIN Perez cleans houses in Miami for a living. Like tens 
of thousands of others in the Florida workforce, he toils without 
legal papers. The future of this off-the-books labor force today sits 
in limbo due to a recently approved immigration law. Conservative 
Florida Governor Ron DeSantis on 10 May signed what he called the 
“strongest anti-illegal immigration bill in the nation” to bar undoc-
umented workers from taking jobs in the southern US state.—AFP
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JAPAN’S lower house on Tues-
day approved a bill creating a 
special pool of funds to substan-
tially increase defence spending 
despite opposition lawmakers’ 
resistance.

If enacted, the law will al-
low the government to set aside 
non-tax revenue derived from 
selling government assets or 
transferring money from its spe-
cial accounts in the state budget, 
specifically for use in defence 
spending over multiple years.

For fiscal 2023, the first of 

a five-year period that will see 
Japan’s defence spending reach 
a combined 43 trillion yen ($310 
billion), the government has al-
located over 3.38 trillion yen for 
defence funds.

The bill’s passage through 
the ruling coalition-controlled 
House of Representatives set 
the stage for its enactment after 
it clears the House of Council-
lors. Major opposition parties 
remain opposed to the bill, large-
ly because they are against rais-
ing taxes to boost the defense 

budget.
Prime Minister Fumio Kishi-

da is seeking to bolster Japan’s 
defence capabilities to cope with 
threats posed by the rise of an as-
sertive China and nuclear-armed 
North Korea and Russia.

To secure the necessary 
funding, the government will re-
view how money is spent in areas 
other than defende, tap non-tax 
revenue, and raise corporate, 
income and tobacco taxes. The 
exact timing of the tax hikes is 
yet to be determined.— Kyodo

AFTER five elections in two 
years, Bulgarian parties on 
Monday agreed to form a power 
sharing government with ro-
tating prime ministers to im-
plement badly needed reforms 
in the graft-ridden EU nation.

Former EU commissioner 
for innovation Mariya Gabri-
el, tasked by the conservative 
GERB party to lead negotia-
tions, announced the agree-

ment with the anti-graft We 
Continue the Change (PP). 

“We all made a lot of con-
cessions,” Gabriel told a news 
conference in the capital Sofia.  
The 44-year-old ex-commission-
er, who resigned from her post 
in Brussels last week, will ini-
tially be deputy prime minister, 
under the leadership of 60-year-
old researcher Nikolay Denkov 
of the PP-DB coalition.— AFP

THAILAND’S liberal Move 
Forward party, which won the 
most seats in the 14 May general 
election, signed a policy accord 
Monday with seven other oppo-
sition parties aimed at forming 
a coalition government.

The accord, which includes 
revoking military conscription 
but excludes repeal of a law 
against insulting the monarchy, 
was signed by parties including 
the Pheu Thai party, which cap-
tured the second-largest number 
of seats. While they all support 
Move Forward leader Pita Lim-
jaroenrat as the next prime min-
ister, their coalition deal does 
not necessarily mean they will 
lead the next government due to 
a revised electoral system that 
favours the establishment.

Prime Minister Prayut 
Chan-o-cha, who leads the in-
cumbent pro-military govern-

ment, still has a chance to re-
main in office because elected 
members of the House of Rep-
resentatives and 250 military-ap-
pointed senators will determine 
the new prime minister through 
a vote expected in July.

In the 2019 general election, 
Pheu Thai, made up of support-
ers of ousted former Prime Min-
ister Thaksin Shinawatra, failed 
to form the coalition government, 
even though the opposition party 
won the most seats.—Kyodo

Air strikes, combat as one-week Sudan 
truce officially starts

WITNESSES in the Sudanese capital reported clashes and air 
strikes minutes after a one-week ceasefire was to have come into 
force to let through life-saving humanitarian assistance.

They reported combat in north Khartoum, and air strikes in 
the east of the capital shortly after 9:45 pm (1945 GMT) Monday 
night when the truce was to take effect, with the smell of smoke 
still lingering after gunfire and explosions rocked the city through-
out the day.

The ongoing fighting dampened hopes for a pause to allow 
in humanitarian aid or let residents flee.—AFP

Fire that killed 19 in Guyana school dorm 
may have been set ‘maliciously’

THE fire at a schoolgirls’ dormitory that killed 19 people in Guyana 
may have been started “maliciously”, police said Monday, as anger 
grew in the small South American country the day after the blaze.

Sunday’s inferno gutted a building housing girls aged 11-12 
and 16-17.

Guyana Police Commissioner Clifton Hicken said during a 
press conference Monday afternoon that an “initial investigation 
suggests... that (the fire) was maliciously set”. “Our investigation is 
continuing,” Hicken told reporters, joined by President Irfaan Ali, 
who declared three days of national mourning.—AFP

Football’s racism protocol 
obsolete: Ancelotti after 
Vinicius abuse
REAL Madrid coach Carlo An-
celotti said on Tuesday that FI-
FA’s racism protocol in football 
was “obsolete” after Brazilian 
forward Vinicius Junior was 
abused by Valencia fans.

The 22-year-old forward 
suffered vile racist taunts at 
Mestalla on Sunday in La Liga, 
with three fans arrested by 
Spanish police on Tuesday.

Referee Ricardo de Bur-
gos Bengoetxea activated the 
racism protocol after Vinicius 
squared off with fans, singling 
out one whom he saw abuse 
him. FIFA’s three-step process 
involves the match being paused 
until a stadium announcement 
is made asking for racist abuse 

to stop, which happened at 
Mestalla.

The second step, after any 
further abuse, is to temporarily 
take players off the pitch and 
the third step, if it continues, is 
to abandon the game and give 
three points to the opposition.

“The protocol is obsolete,” 
Ancelotti told reporters.

“The protocol had to be 
applied when the team bus 
reached the stadium, because 
the insults started there.

“Two hours before the 
game, and it was not an isolated 
case — someone from Valen-
cia said it was — sure, it was 
not 46,000 people but it was not 
one or two.” — AFP

Saka signs new long-term Arsenal deal
BUKAYO Saka has signed a new 
long-term contract at Arsenal, 
saying the Premier League club 
is the “right place to make the 
next step” in his blossoming 
career.

The England forward played 
a pivotal role in the club’s unsuc-
cessful title push this season, 
scoring 14 goals in all competi-
tions and providing 11 assists.

Saka joined Arsenal as an 
eight year old and has featured 

in all of the team’s Premier 
League matches over the 
past two seasons.

The 21-year-old said 
he was at the ideal club 

to improve even further after 
emerging as one of Arsenal’s 
key players.

“I think I have everything I 
need to become the best player I 
can be, and that’s why I’m happy 
to stay here and be here for the 

future, because I really believe 
that we can achieve big things,” 
he said on Tuesday.

“For me, it’s about achieving 
my personal ambitions -- how 
much I push myself and demand 
from myself each game, week in, 
week out.

“Then I have all the right 
people around me in terms of 
family, and when I come to the 
training ground, my teammates, 
the coaching staff.”London-born 
Saka, who made his Arsenal de-
but in 2018, said the club were 
moving in the right direction de-
spite missing out on the Premier 
League title this year.

The Gunners topped the ta-
ble for much of the season but 
stumbled in the home stretch as 
Manchester City collected their 
third consecutive title.— AFP
