2.	 People-centred development work that enhances socioeconomic well-being will be undertaken to ensure the country’s prosperity and food security.

3.	 Processes will further continue to consolidate a genuine, disciplined multiparty democratic system and build a Union based on democracy and federalism. 

4.	 Priority will be accorded to work aligned with the agreements set out in the Nationwide Ceasefire Agreement, in order to achieve enduring peace for the entire 

nation.

5.	 Upon accomplishing the provisions of the state of emergency, free and fair multiparty democratic elections will be held in line with the 2008 Constitution, and further 

work will be undertaken to hand over State duties to the winning party in accordance with democratic standards.

He also interacted with mas-

ter’s students and inspected the 
relief operations being carried 
out within the university prem-
ises.

Continuing their assess-
ment, the Vice-Senior General 
and his delegation inspected 
the ring road of Sittway Beach 
(Shukhintha road) and the main-
tenance work being done on the 
12,900-foot-long road from post 
office junction to Sittway Hotel. 
During a briefing at the hall, Un-
ion Minister for Construction U 
Myo Thant provided an update 
on the progress of road main-
tenance, and the Vice-Senior 
General offered appropriate in-
structions.

Next, they proceeded to Sit-

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THE state government and the 
Ministry of Agriculture, Live-
stock and Irrigation have to 
join hands in manufacturing 
foodstuffs without raising com-
modity prices in the region for 
food sufficiency of locals, said 
Vice-Chairman of the State Ad-
ministration Council Deputy 
Prime Minister Vice-Senior 
General Soe Win at the coor-
dination meeting on Rakhine 
State rehabilitation at the Ra-
khine State government office 
yesterday afternoon.

Union Minister Lt-Gen Tun 
Tun Naung and Rakhine State 
Chief Minister U Htein Lin re-
ported to the Vice-Senior Gen-
eral on the accomplishment 
of the guidance of the SAC 
Chairman Prime Minister, re-
pairing of cable networks in Sit-
tway, efforts for electrification 
as quickly as possible, water 
supply, education, health, road/
bridge, agriculture/livestock 
and irrigation sectors, rehabili-
tation tasks and distribution of 
relief aid.

Union ministers, deputy 

ministers and officials dis-
cussed requirements for tak-
ing relief, reconstruction and 
rehabilitation measures in 
Rakhine State.

In his  address,  the 
Vice-Senior General who is also 
Chairman of the National Dis-
aster Management Committee 
said progress of rehabilitation 
can be seen in Maungtaw and 
Buthidaung thanks to depart-
mental officials and locals.

The Vice-Senior General 
disclosed the Department of 
Agricultural Mechanization ar-
ranged to operate 85 tractors 
for agricultural tasks in nec-
essary townships of Rakhine 
State. Arrangements are being 
made to send more power-till-
ers to the disaster-hit state.

In accordance with the pol-
icy of the Prime Minister, the 
Vice-Senior General stressed 
the need to follow the guidance 
in repairing the ministerial 
buildings and it needs to strive 
for securing development more 
than the original status.

The Vice-Senior General 

stated that the state govern-
ment and the Ministry of Ag-
riculture, Livestock and Irri-
gation have to join hands in 
manufacturing foodstuffs with-
out raising commodity prices 
in the region for the food suf-
ficiency of locals. Efforts must 
be made for ensuring the suf-
ficiency of meat, fish, egg and 
vegetables in the region as part 
of implementing the cash-for-
work programme.

A total of 892 of 1,233 radio 
stations have been repaired, 
Electricity is being supplied 
to Sittway 66 kV sub-power 
station 1 through Satyoekya 
sub-power station 2 from Pon-
nagyun-Sittway No 1 power 
cable on 6 June. Thirty-three 
wards in Sittway are electrified 
by 245 transformers. A total of 
29 transformers feed electricity 
to all urban areas in Ponnagyun 
from 7 June. The Vice-Senior 
General called for the timely 
completion of electrifying the 
remaining townships in the 
first week of July.

Some 32,000 gallons of 

water is being supplied to Sit-
tway, Minbya and Rathedaung 
on a daily basis. Moreover, 210 
life straws and mobile pumps 
must be distributed as quickly 
as possible.

Government Technical 
High School, Sittway Univer-
sity, Technological University 
and University of Computer 
Studies in Sittway Township 
were opened on 1 June, and 
basic education schools started 
teaching on 1 June with an at-
tendance of more than 492,000 
students.

From 16 May to date, med-
ic teams have given treatment 
to 17,239 outpatients and 33,527 
inpatients in 17 townships of 
Rakhine State. Construction 
task forces under the Minis-
try of Construction started the 
reconstruction of roads and 
bridges damaged by the dis-
aster on 18 May.

The Vice-Senior Gener-
al stressed the need to seek 
permission from the Rakhine 
State government for providing 
aid to IDPs and Bengalis un-

der the rules and regulations. 
Aid can be donated to Yangon 
Region DMC to Mocha-hit 
regions through the Ministry 
of International Cooperation. 
The government connects with 
Humanitarian Country Team, 
approved the plans of the Sec-
retary-General of ASEAN as 
the ASEAN Humanitarian 
Assistance Coordinator (SG-
AHAC) for viewing damaged 
conditions and formed the On-
Site Operation Coordination 
Centre for systematic meas-
ures related to international 
aid.

The Vice-Senior General 
also called for harmonious 
cooperation of officials at dif-
ferent levels with people in un-
dertaking rehabilitation tasks.

In his conclusion, the

Business Conclave

THE e-ID System Work Com-
mittee held a coordination meet-
ing to develop an e-ID system, a 
fundamental function for imple-
menting the e-Government sys-
tem in Myanmar at the Ministry 
of Immigration and Population 
in Nay Pyi Taw yesterday. 

During the meeting, Chair-
man of the e-ID System Work 
Committee Union Minister for 
Immigration and Population U 
Myint Kyaing said the e-ID sys-
tem is essential for the e-Gov-
ernment process as well as a 
foundation for national devel-
opment activities.

 In implementing the e-ID 
system, the biographic data and 
the biometric data of citizens 
aged 10 years and above resid-
ing in the country, associate 
citizens, naturalized citizens, 
permanent residence (PR) and 
permanent tax payment foreign-
ers are collected, put in the da-
tabase and then set each unique 

ID number including 10 digits.
Among those who have re-

ceived a UID number, the na-
tional ID will be granted to all 
those who are qualified to be 
citizens according to the law.

Moreover, over 52 million 
data in Naing-4 records and over 
13 million household registra-
tion Form 66/6 are put into Da-

tabase and arrangements are 
being made to collect biometric 
data for the e-ID database sys-
tem of respective regions and 
states. Such processes were 
being conducted as Pilot Pro-
jects in the ministries of Nay Pyi 
Taw Union Territory, govern-
mental organizations, Yangon, 
Ayeyawady and Bago regions 

starting from 14 November 2022.
The ministry also establish-

es an API platform for checking 
the SIM cards of the SIM Reg-
istration Management System 
(SRMS), the CSC number in the 
Aung Bar Lay lottery, personal 
data of Myanmar citizens re-
siding in foreign countries and 
passport-related processes with 

a database. It will also provide 
technical assistance to connect 
with the e-ID system for face 
ID in the centralized e-Pension 
system of the Myanma Econom-
ic Bank. 

The Union minister also 
highlighted the formation of an 
e-ID system tender committee 
under the permission of the 
State Administration Council to 
purchase the needed hardware 
and software, completed tender 
processes for the 2022-2023 FY 
and also discussed the progress 
of the e-ID system and future 
programmes.

Then, attendees reported 
on the ongoing e-ID system, 
plans for tender bidding, the 
need for technical devices and 
other work procedures. 

The Union minister made 
proper instructions and con-
cluded the meeting.

DENGUE haemorrhagic fever generally breaks out in Yan-
gon, Ayeyawady and Taninthayi regions and Kayin and Mon 
states, a special emphasis must be placed on controlling 

DHF in rural and urban areas, especially at basic education schools 
for schoolchildren.

As primary students under nine years old are immature to 
resist the impacts of DHF, the Ministry of Health and the Ministry 
of Education have to jointly establish mosquito-free schools with 
momentum. It aims to improve the school health measures as well 
as contribute to healthy and happy learning of schoolchildren.

In this regard, not only parents and guardians but also teach-
ers and officials of the Minis-
try of Health and the Ministry 
of Education are responsible 
for implementing the aim to 
shape mosquito-free schools. 
Moreover, local authorities at 
different levels are to urge the 
residents to actively participate 
in mosquito-free measures as 
part of efforts to strictly con-
trol the outbreak of dengue 
haemorrhagic fever at home 
and schools.

Actually, there is no specif-
ic medicine to be used in treat-
ing DHF patients. But, pre-
ventive measures against the 
disease are the best treatment 
for monitoring the situation of 
the disease. As such, public 
awareness about the danger 
and symptoms of DHF must 
be staged on a wider scale. 
Officials from relevant depart-
ments and social organizations 
have to participate in the activ-
ities of combatting mosquitoes.

As a nature, the Aedes 
mosquito hatches eggs in 
clean water and bites humans 
in the daytime to cause infec-
tion. Such a mosquito-borne 
disease infects humans one 
after another mostly under 15 

years of age but all persons of all ages can also suffer from such 
disease. Symptoms of the disease appear in humans after having 
been bitten for four to six days on average. 

Generally, the patients will vomit coffee-coloured ones and 
excrete black ones. Red spots will appear on the skin of patients 
with low temperature and blood pressure and suffer from pain in 
the stomach. If so, patients have to receive medical treatments at 
nearby hospitals and clinics in time. Moreover, people living nearby 
the patients have to clean up their residences and take care of their 
health conditions.

Today, electric vehicles (EVs)

Hero Electric specializes in 

electric two-wheelers, while Bajaj 
Auto has entered the EV market 
with the Chetak Electric scooter. 

Ather Energy is an Indian 
startup known for advanced elec-
tric scooters like the Ather 450X. 

Japan has been a significant 
player in the manufacturing and 
development of electric vehicles 
(EVs). Japanese automakers have 
made notable contributions to the 
EV industry and have been ac-
tively involved in the production 
of electric vehicles.

Japan aims to make more 
than two million EVs a year by 
2030. In Japan, where EV demand 
is picking up gradually, an EV 
based on the tiny N-ONE model 
goes on sale in 2025. Two more 
EV models are planned for the 
following year.

Asian nations, including South 
Korea, China, Japan, and others, 
have actively participated in elec-
tric vehicle (EV) manufacturing. 
Companies like Hyundai, Kia, 
BYD, and NIO have made signifi-
cant contributions to the EV indus-
try. These nations have invested in 
EV production, battery technology, 
and infrastructure, shaping the 
global EV market.

Whereas, the United States 
is an active participant in electric 
vehicle (EV) manufacturing. Te-
sla, along with traditional auto-
makers like GM and Ford, plays 
a significant role. Startups such 
as Rivian and Lucid Motors also 
contribute to innovation. Battery 
manufacturing and government 
support, including incentives and 
infrastructure development, fur-
ther bolster the US EV industry.

in addition, Norway offers lu-
crative EV incentives, including 
tax exemptions. The country will 
end the sales of internal combus-
tion engine cars in 2025. Norway’s 
experience suggests that electric 
vehicles bring benefits without the 
dire consequences predicted by 
some critics. 

Popular and affordable EV 
models include the Nissan Leaf, 
Renault Zoe, Hyundai Ioniq Elec-
tric, Chevrolet Bolt EV, and Tesla 
Model 3 (Standard Range).

Study discovers long 
Covid patients suffer from 
persistent inflammation

A recent study from the Allen 
Institute and Fred Hutchinson 
Cancer Centre suggested that 
the cause of many protracted 
COVID cases may be an exces-
sive inflammatory response.

When researchers exam-
ined proteins in the blood, they 
discovered a group of chemicals 
linked to inflammation that were 
only detectable in a small sub-
group of patients with extended 
COVID and were not present in 
those who recovered from their 
condition. Today, the scientists 
wrote a paper for the journal Na-
ture Communications outlining 
their findings.

About two-thirds of the 55 
patients with extended COVID 
exhibited chronically elevated 
levels of certain inflammation-re-
lated markers. Additionally, the 
researchers examined blood 
samples from 25 COVID-posi-
tive individuals who recovered 
and from 25 healthy participants. 
People lacking lengthy COVID 
did not exhibit the same blood 
inflammatory symptoms.

The patient volunteers in 
the new analysis are part of a 
larger, ongoing study based at 
Fred Hutch, the Seattle COVID 
Cohort Study, which is led by Jul-
ie McElrath, MD., PhD., Senior 
Vice-President and Director of 
Fred Hutch’s Vaccine and In-
fectious Disease Division, and 
Julie Czartoski, ARNP, Research 
Clinician at the Hutch.

Scientists have seen previ-
ous links between inflammation 
and long COVID, but the new 
study is the first to trace the per-
sistence of these inflammatory 

markers over time in the same 
patients.

There’s an obvious implica-
tion to these findings, said Troy 
Torgerson, MD., PhD., Director 
of Experimental Immunology at 
the Allen Institute for Immunol-
ogy, a division of the Allen Insti-
tute: Certain kinds of anti-inflam-
matory drugs might alleviate 
symptoms for some long COVID 
patients. But physicians need a 
way of telling which long COV-
ID patients might benefit from 
which treatment — a form of 
precision medicine for a disease 
that so far remains maddeningly 
mysterious.

“The big question was, can 
we define which long COVID pa-
tients have persistent inflam-
mation versus those that don’t? 
That would be useful in terms 
of clinical trial planning and in 
terms of helping clinicians fig-
ure out targeted treatments for 
their patients,” said Torgerson, 
who led the Nature Communi-
cations publication along with 
McElrath, Aarthi Talla, Senior 
Bioinformatician at the Allen In-
stitute for Immunology, Suhas 
Vasaikar, Ph.D., former Senior 
Bioinformatics Scientist (now a 
Principal Scientist at Seagen), 
and Tom Bumol, PhD., former 
Executive Vice President and 
Director. Specifically, the blood 
markers uncovered in this sub-
set of patients with “inflamma-
tory long COVID,” as the sci-
entists call it, point to a flavour 
of inflammation similar to that 
seen in autoimmune diseases 
like rheumatoid arthritis.

THE wholesale prices of Heho 
potatoes witnessed a signif-
icant surge this year in the 
Yangon market. On 13 and 14 
June 2023, the prices per viss 
(approximately 3.6 pounds) 
reached K2,250 for A1 type, 
K2,550 for OK and S1 types, 
and K2,450 for S2 type.

Within a span of 15 days 
starting on 25 May 2023, pota-
to prices escalated by around 
K600 per viss, depending on 
the types. Comparatively, the 
prices on 13 and 14   June 2023, 

rose by approximately K1,000 
per viss in the Yangon market 
compared to the same period 
last year.

Despite record-high pric-
es for onions and garlic in 
both 2022 and 2023, the cost 
of potatoes remained consist-
ently high, as confirmed by 
Ko Aung, a regular customer.

While some large-sized 
potatoes are as big as a lem-
on, it is the OK and S1 types 
that are particularly sought 
after and command a higher 

price in the market. Unlike 
onions and garlic, which can 
be stored for months, potatoes 
require cold storage facilities, 
compelling dealers to sell 
them quickly in the market.

Brokerage houses care-
fully filter the potatoes, in-
cluding Chinese varieties, 
before placing them for sale. 
Consequently, traders must 
exercise caution when pur-
chasing potatoes, unlike on-
ions. — TWA/CT

DURING the launch ceremo-

MADB to provide maximum loan of 
K70 mln to individual farmers

THE Myanma Agriculture 
Development Bank (MADB) 
made an announcement on 14 
June stating that it will offer 
loans of up to K70 million to 
individual farmers who require 
financial support for agricul-
tural and rural development 
purposes.

The loan amount has been 
capped at a maximum of K70 
million per farmer, with an 
additional provision that each 
group of farmers can receive a 
maximum loan of K500 million. 

These two-step loans, issued 
by MADB, come with an annual 
interest rate of five per cent 
and are intended to facilitate 
plantation activities and rural 
development.

The loans will be disbursed 
to farmers for the purchase 
of various types of farming 
machinery and agricultural 
equipment, as well as for the 
construction and maintenance 
of factories and warehouses.

Repayment terms require 
farmers to pay back the loan 

three times over a span of 
three years for tractors and 
hand tractors, while for other 
equipment, repayment is set 
at five times over a period of 
five years.

Interested farmers can 
obtain detailed information 
regarding the loan terms, 
conditions, and the necessary 
guarantee requirements by 
contacting the nearest Myan-
ma Agriculture Development 
Banks or regional banks. —

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THE rubber market in Mon 
State has witnessed a rebound 
in prices, surpassing K1,400 per 
pound, driven by the upward 
trend in international prices. 
Currently, the prices of sundried 
Local 3 rubber stand at approx-
imately K1,405 per pound, while 
Ribbed Smoked Sheet Rubber 
is priced at around K1,425 per 
pound.

The price condition of rub-
ber in Myanmar is influenced by 
global demand, rubber produc-
tion in Southeast Asian coun-
tries, and market supply. This 
correlation holds true for Mon 
State, which is a significant rub-
ber production hub within My-

anmar, as explained by traders.
Myanmar’s annual rubber 

production is estimated to be 
around 300,000 tonnes, with 
China being the primary desti-
nation for 70% of the country’s 
rubber exports. Additionally, 
Myanmar exports rubber to 
countries such as Singapore, 
Indonesia, Malaysia, Viet Nam, 
South Korea, India, Japan, and 
others.

The Myanmar Rubber 
Planters and Producers Asso-
ciation aims to export approxi-
mately 300,000 tonnes of rubber 
to foreign markets during the 
current financial year 2023-2024. 
In the previous financial year 

2022-2023, rubber production 
exceeded 360,000 tonnes, with 
over 200,000 tonnes shipped to 
foreign trade partners.

Rubber cultivation is wide-
spread in Mon and Kayin states, 
as well as in the Taninthayi, 

Bago, and Yangon regions of 
Myanmar. As of the 2018-2019 
rubber season, Myanmar boasts 
over 1.628 million acres of rub-
ber plantations, with Mon State 
accounting for 497,153 acres, 
followed by Taninthayi Region 

with 348,344 acres and Kayin 
State with 270,760 acres.

In the previous financial 
year 2020-2021, Myanmar gen-
erated revenue of over US$449 
million from rubber exports.

Rubber price rebounds, surpasses K1,400 per pound

THE Myanmar Rice Wholesale 
Centre (Wahdan) reported a 
significant surge in the price of 
high-grade Shwebo Pawsan rice, 
with an increase of K7,000 per 
bag within a span of two weeks. 
On 1 June, the price of Shwebo 
Pawsan rice stood at K105,000 
per bag, but by 14 June, it had 
soared to K112,000 per bag. The 
soaring cost of Shwebo Pawsan 
paddy, which exceeded K3 million 
per 100 baskets, is a key contrib-
uting factor to the elevated price 
of Shwebo Pawsan rice. Likewise, 
the prices of other rice varieties 
have also experienced an upward 
trend. The cost of old Pawsan 
rice ranged from K87,000 to 
K95,000 per bag, depending on 
the producing areas (Myaung-
mya, Pathein, Pyapon, Dedaye, 
and other regions). The prices of 
Khunni, Ngasein, short-matured 

rice (90-day), Emahta, Pawky-
we, intercropped rice, and new 
Pawsan rice variety were record-
ed at K80,000, K58,000, K74,000, 
K62,500, K80,000, K63,000, and 
K88,000 per bag, respectively, 

as per the data released by My-
anmar Rice Wholesale Centre 
(Wahdan). The prices of locally 
consumed rice varieties contin-
ue to rise steadily.

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EU lawmakers to back world’s 
first AI rules

EUROPEAN Parliament law-
makers will vote Wednesday to 
kickstart talks to approve the 
world’s first sweeping rules on 
artificial intelligence systems 
like ChatGPT, aiming to curb 
potential harms while nurturing 
innovation.

Although the EU’s plans 
date back to 2021, the draft 
rules took on greater urgency 
when ChatGPT exploded onto 
the scene last year, showing off 
AI’s dizzying development and 
the possible risks.

There is also growing clam-

our to regulate AI across the 
Atlantic, as pressure grows on 
Western governments to act fast 
in what some describe as a bat-
tle to protect humanity.

While AI proponents hail 
the technology for how it will 
transform society, including 
work, healthcare and creative 
pursuits, others are terrified 
by its potential to undermine 
democracy.

Once adopted by the EU 
parliament, officials say nego-
tiations for a final law with the 
bloc’s 27 member states will be-

gin almost immediately, starting 
later Wednesday.

The race is on to strike an 
agreement on final legislation 
by the end of the year.

Even if that ambitious tar-
get is achieved, the law would 
not come into force until 2026 
at the earliest, forcing the EU 
to push for a voluntary interim 
pact with tech companies.

Brussels and the United 
States agreed last month to 
release a common code of con-
duct on AI to develop standards 
among democracies.

Lawmakers have hailed 
the draft law as “historic” and 
pushed back against critics who 
say the EU’s plans could harm 
rather than encourage innova-
tion.

“Is this the right time for 
Europe to regulate AI? My an-
swer is resolutely yes — it is 
the right time because of the 
profound impact AI has,” MEP 
Dragos Tudorache said during 
Tuesday’s parliamentary debate 
in Strasbourg.

“What we can do here is to 
create trust, legal certainty, to 
enable AI to develop in a positive 
manner,” European Commis-
sion Vice-President Margrethe 
Vestager said. — AFP

Dutch firm wants Amsterdam-
Paris- Berlin rail link

DUTCH rail transporter Qbuzz 
has asked national competi-
tion authorities for permission 
to run rail services between 
Amsterdam, Paris and Berlin 
from 2027, adding another com-
petitor on the lucrative routes.

Based in Amersfoort in 
central Netherlands, Qbuzz 
submitted plans to the Dutch 
Authority for Consumers and 
Markets (ACM) for three rail-
way connections, based on Eu-
ropean “open access” rules, 
it said. “Qbuzz wants to show 
its ambition and has put in a 
request for three rail connec-
tions,” the company said in a 
statement.

“This concerns Amster-
dam to Eindhoven, Amsterdam 
to Berlin and Amsterdam to 
Paris, which Qbuzz would like 

to operate starting January 
2027,” it said on Monday.

Qbuzz, a subsidiary of 
Italy’s state-owned railway 
holding, Ferrovie dello Stato 
Italiane, said it aimed to run 
seven daily trains between the 
Dutch, French and German 
capitals.

Several other Dutch rail 
operators have already applied 
for similar permission from 
the ACM, including Arriva, the 
Dutch arm of German-based 
DB Regio. Arriva filed simi-
lar plans before the compe-
tition watchdog on 15 June 
to operate a service between 
the northern Dutch Gronin-
gen province and Paris, with 
in-between stops including at 
Amsterdam, Schiphol airport, 
Antwerp and Brussels. — AFP

Ukrainian farmers 
mourn animals and 
crops lost in flood
YURIY, a 56-year-old Ukraini-
an farmer, stands chest-deep 
in water in his village of Afa-
nasiyivka, gazing around in 
bewilderment. 

A week ago, he was grow-
ing vegetables and fruit and 
grazing his cows. Now his land 
in the Mykolaiv region is deep 
under murky green water.

The destruction of the 
Kakhovka hydroelectric dam 
has caused massive flooding 
in the regions of Kherson and 
Mykolaiv. 

The flooding was yet an-
other crippling blow to farmers 

in the regions, who were al-
ready struggling to plant crops 
due to heavy shelling and the 
need to de-mine their land.

According to Ukraine’s 
ministry of agricultural poli-
cy, several million tonnes of 
crops could be lost due to the 
flooding.

On the right bank of the 
Dnipro River in Kherson re-
gion, 10,000 hectares of agri-
cultural land were flooded, 
while the flooded area on the 
Russian-controlled left bank is 
several times larger, the min-
istry estimated.

CHINA’S central bank 
cut its short-term lend-
ing rate, the first such 
move since August 2022, 
as the country stepped up 
measures to consolidate 
economic recovery and re-

store market confidence 
amid downward pressure, 
analysts said on Tuesday.

Thanks to Tuesday’s 
policy interest rate cut, the 
country’s key benchmark 
lending rates for medi-

um-term lending facility 
operations and loan prime 
rates are likely to see re-
ductions over the following 
days, which will help prop 
up credit demand and 
boost investor sentiment.

The People’s Bank 
of China lowered interest 
rates for seven-day re-
verse repurchase agree-
ments to 1.9 per cent from 
two per cent on Tuesday, 
after it injected two billion 
yuan ($279.73 million) via 
the short-term liquidity 
instrument.

“This means the 
PBOC will almost surely 
deliver a 10 basis point, 
one-year MLF rate cut 
on 15 June and a similar-
ly sized cut to the LPR on 
20 June,” said Lu Ting, 
chief China economist at 
Nomura.

Meanwhile, Lu said 
his team believes the im-
pact of a moderate cut to 
benchmark lending rates 
will be quite small, and 
the country still has to do 
more over the rest of this 
year. — Xinhua

US wholesale prices 
shrank more than ex-
pected in May, according 
to data released Wednes-
day by the Labor Depart-
ment, due largely to a 
steep drop-off in energy 
demand.

The decline in the pro-
ducer price index (PPI) 
provides further evidence 
of slowing inflation, giving 
the Federal Reserve an-
other data point to mull 
over as it weighs the pros-

pect of a further interest 
rate hike.

The US central bank 
is set to announce lat-
er Wednesday if it will 
move ahead with an 11th 
straight rate increase to 
control above-target in-
flation.

But most analysts 
expect it to skip a rate 
hike this time to give pol-
icymakers more time to 
assess the health of the 
US economy. — AFP

WITH Silvio Berlusconi 
gone, the spotlight turns 
to a potential succession 
drama as his heirs inherit 
the controlling stake of the 
late Italian mogul’s vast 
business empire.

Fininvest, the Berlus-
coni family trust, controls 
a myriad of companies in 
sectors ranging from tele-
vision to film to publishing 
and football.

The Berlusconi for-
tune was recently estimat-
ed to be worth around $7 
billion. Since his death on 
Monday, speculation has 
swirled about the future 
of Italy’s third largest for-
tune — from the possibility 
that its companies could be 
broken up to whether his 

children and his girlfriend 
might fight for the spoils.

The family patriarch 
held onto his 61-percent 
stake of the group until the 
end. How it will be divided 
up among his children is 
unknown as the contents 
of his will have not been 
made public. The idea of 
a breakup seems appeal-
ing to investors as shares 
of Berlusconi’s TV group, 
MediaForEurope, surged 
by 13 percent on such spec-
ulation on Tuesday.

Fininvest, however, 
sought to quash all specu-
lation, issuing a statement 
saying that its business ac-
tivities “will continue in a 
line of absolute continuity 
in every respect”. — AFP

With Berlusconi gone, 
business empire faces 
succession question
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Italy holds state funeral for  
ex-PM Silvio Berlusconi

ITALY prepared to say farewell 
to former prime minister Silvio 
Berlusconi Wednesday, with 
thousands of people expected 
at the billionaire’s state funeral 
in Milan.

The ceremony for Berlus-
coni, who died Monday aged 86, 
will be held in the city’s Gothic 
Duomo cathedral and shown live 
on screens in the square.

Berlusconi, adored and 
loathed by Italians in equal 
measure, had been ill for sev-
eral years, though he remained 

the official head of his right-wing 
Forza Italia party, a member of 
Prime Minister Giorgia Meloni’s 
coalition government.

“Love him or hate him, you 
have to acknowledge that he 
was a force of nature,” former 
prime minister Matteo Renzi 
said Wednesday, adding that 
“nothing will be the same again”.

Italian President Sergio 
Mattarella, Meloni and fellow 
coalition partner Matteo Salvini, 
head of the far-right League, 
were expected to attend the fu-

neral, while the European Un-
ion will be represented by its 
economy commissioner Paolo 
Gentiloni.

‘Great man’ 
Large wreaths in the colours 

of the Italian flag stood along the 
front of the Duomo, where the 
ceremony was to begin at 3:00 
pm (1300 GMT), presided over 
by Archbishop Mario Delpini.

With millions in need, 
Saudi announces Sudan 
aid funding conference

SAUDI Arabia on Tuesday an-
nounced an international con-
ference next week to gather aid 
pledges for war-ravaged Sudan, 
where the United Nations says 
more than half the population 
urgently needs assistance and 
protection.

Many of them are in Su-
dan’s Darfur region, where 
attacks against civilians could 
amount to crimes against hu-
manity, the UN’s head of mis-
sion said.

The pledging conference 
will be held on 19 June, the of-
ficial Saudi Press Agency said. 
It cited the foreign ministry and 
added that the kingdom would 
jointly lead the meeting with 
Qatar, Egypt, Germany and the 
European Union, as well as UN 
agencies. 

Saudi Arabia and the Unit-
ed States have been mediating 

in the eight-week war between 
Sudanese army chief Abdel Fat-
tah al-Burhan and his former 
deputy Mohamed Hamdan 
Daglo, known as Hemeti, who 
leads the paramilitary Rapid 
Support Forces.

Uruguay finds cocaine in surfboards 
bound for Europe
POLICE have broken a drug ring 
that smuggled cocaine hidden 
in surfboards bound from South 
America to Europe, Uruguayan 
officials said on Tuesday.

“Operation Iris is unprece-
dented in our country because 
of the scope and significance of 
international cooperation,” Na-
tional Police Director Jose Ma-
nuel Azambuya said in a confer-
ence in which authorities from 
the other countries participated 

via video link. Sniffer dogs from 
an anti-drug unit in Uruguay sig-
naled something suspicious in a 

package with the six surfboards 
on May 23, police said. Cocaine 
was found in the boards. — AFP

Recruit fatally shoots 2  
SDF instructors, hurts 1 at 
Japan gun range
A Ground Self-Defence Force 
recruit shot three instructors, 
two of whom were killed and 
another seriously injured, on 
Wednesday during a live-fire 
training exercise at the force’s 
firing range in central Japan, 
the GSDF said.

The new recruit, an 18-year-
old male, was arrested at the 
site following the incident that 
occurred at around 9:10 am 
during the indoor exercise in 
Gifu Prefecture, according to 
the GSDF. He has admitted to 

shooting the victims with a ri-
fle, police said. There were no 
reports of civilian casualties.

The two who died were 
aged 52 and 25, according to 
the police. They and the third 
SDF member shot, also 25, were 
taken to hospital, according to 
local firefighters. “As an organ-
ization that handles weapons, 
such things should never hap-
pen,” Gen. Yasunori Morishita, 
chief of staff of the GSDF, told a 
press conference at the Defence 
Ministry in Tokyo. — Kyodo

Erdogan dampens 
hopes of Sweden 
joining NATO in July
TURKISH President Recep 
Tayyip Erdogan on Wednesday 
rebuffed growing international 
pressure on Ankara to ratify Swe-
den’s NATO membership bid be-
fore the Western defence alliance 
meets in July.

Western officials had hoped 
Erdogan would soften his posi-
tion on the diplomatically charged 
issue after he secured a hard-
fought re-election last month.

But Erdogan signalled no 
major shift in comments that 
were released by his office while 
Turkish and Swedish officials 
held last-minute negotiations in 

Ankara.
“Sweden has expectations. It 

doesn’t mean that we will comply 
with them,” Erdogan was quoted 
as saying.

“In order for us to meet these 
expectations, first of all, Sweden 
must do its part.”

Sweden and its Nordic neigh-
bour Finland ended decades of 
military non-alignment and ap-
plied to join the US-led defence 
bloc in response to Russia’s in-
vasion of Ukraine. Türkiye and 
fellow NATO member Hungary 
ratified Finland’s membership 
this year. — AFP

Lebanon MPs set for 12th attempt to 
elect a president
LAWMAKERS in crisis-hit Leb-
anon on Wednesday will make a 
12th attempt to elect a new pres-
ident, but bitter divisions be-
tween the powerful Iran-backed 
Hezbollah and its opponents are 
expected to mar the vote.

Lebanon has been without 
a head of state for more than 
seven months, and the last bid 
to elect a president was held on 
19 January.

The vote for the presidency, 
reserved for a Maronite Chris-
tian under Lebanon’s delicate 
sectarian power-sharing sys-
tem, pits the Hezbollah-backed 
Sleiman Frangieh against finan-
cial official Jihad Azour, who 
has mainly been endorsed by 
Christian and independent leg-
islators.

With no side appearing to 
have the numbers to get their 
candidate across the line, ana-
lysts say the vote could further 

entrench a political stalemate, 
dimming hopes of saving the 
economy after three years of 
meltdown. — AFP

China tells US to stop meddling in internal 
affairs

CHINESE Foreign Minister Qin Gang told US Secretary of State 
Antony Blinken in a phone call Wednesday that Washington should 
stop interfering in Beijing’s internal affairs.

Qin explained China’s standpoint on Taiwan, which Beijing 
regards as a renegade province to be unified with the mainland, 
by force if necessary, the Chinese Foreign Ministry said.

Russian missile attack kills three in 
Ukraine’s Odesa

At least three people were killed and 13 wounded in a Russian 
missile attack on the southern Ukrainian port city of Odesa early 
Wednesday, authorities said.

Russia fired four Kalibr missiles from a ship in the Black Sea, 
Serhiy Bratchuk, a spokesman for the region’s military adminis-
tration, said on Telegram. A strike on a retail chain’s warehouse 
killed three employees and wounded seven others, he said.—AFP

17 migrants dead, 100 rescued as ship 
sinks off Greece
GREECE’S coastguard said 17 
migrants died early Wednesday 
after their boat capsized and 
sank off the Peloponnese, while 
around 100 others were rescued.

The accident occurred in in-
ternational waters in the Ionian 
Sea and prompted an extensive 
rescue operation complicated 
by strong winds, the coastguard 
said earlier.

Along with navy vessels, 
the operation included an army 
plane and helicopter as well as 
six other boats that were in the 
area.

“Since very early Wednes-
day, an extensive rescue opera-
tion is underway off Pylos, after a 
fishing boat capsized with a large 
number of migrants onboard,” 
the coastguard said.

Those rescued were being 
brought to Kalamata, though 
four in serious condition were 
transferred by helicopter to the 
port’s hospital.

The coastguard said a sur-
veillance plane with Europe’s 
Frontex agency had spotted the 
boat Tuesday afternoon, but the 
passengers “refused any help”.

Madrid confirm Bellingham arrival             
from Dortmund

help phase out veterans Luka 
Modric and Toni Kroos.

“Our clubs signs one of the 
biggest talents in world foot-
ball, a player who comes from 
Borussia Dortmund and arrives 

at Madrid after being chosen as 
the best player in the Bundesliga 
2022-23 season,” Madrid said.

“On top of that, he is only 19 
and is already a starter for the 
England national team.”

Bellingham shone for Ga-
reth Southgate’s Three Lions 
at the World Cup last year, with 
England knocked out in the quar-
ter-finals by runners-up France.
