THILAWA SEZ needs to effec-
tively maintain existing invest-
ments and try various ways to 
invite new investments said 
Vice-Senior General Soe Win.

The Central Committee 
on Myanmar Special Econom-
ic Zones held the coordination 
meeting 1/2024 at the Ministry of 
Commerce in Nay Pyi Taw yes-
terday, with an address by Chair-
man of the Central Committee, 
Vice-Chairman of the State 
Administration Council Depu-
ty Prime Minister Vice-Senior 
General Soe Win.

Speaking on the occasion, 
the Vice-Senior General said that 
Thilawa SEZ needs to effectively 
maintain existing and new in-
vestments and try various ways 
to invite new investments. The 
one-stop service system must be 
implemented for all businesses 
from the SEZ. Thilawa SEZ is the 
most successful among the three 
SEZs in Myanmar. All committee 
members need to strive for the 
emergence of more SEZs in the 
country, he added.

The Vice-Senior General 
urged all to make efforts for 
the soonest implementation of 
Kyaukpyu and Dawei SEZs. It is 
necessary to invite more invest-
ments. But only when business-
es in the SEZ succeed will more 
investments come in, depending 
on their success.

He highlighted that Thilawa 
SEZ has invested US$2.1 billion 
from 114 companies in 21 coun-
tries till November 2013. In the 
first year, these companies cre-
ated an estimated 37,000 jobs for 
local labourers and 887 foreign 
experts and employees. Depend-

ing on increasing investments, 
experts and labourers will have 
more employment.

The Vice-Senior General 
noted that Thilawa SEZ exported 
garments, Solomon fish, refined 
metal products, plastic goods, 
auto parts, imported parts of 
tractors, raw materials, garment 
accessories, aluminium materi-
als, and auto parts in November. 
Importing MSME materials and 
domestic products contributed 
to more than K1.3 billion in ex-
ports. Hence, it is necessary 
to boost the export volume of 
quality products from MSME 
businesses using domestic raw 
materials and other products to 
earn foreign currencies.

In November, he recounted 

that export volume was US$12.95 
million and import volume worth 
US$42.567 million, totalling 
US$55.517 million with different 
export and import values. The 
companies from the promotion 
zone can conduct their process 
under the Myanmar Special Eco-
nomic Zones Law 2014; he said 
they have to minimize spending 
on foreign exchange at home as 
much as possible.

He stressed that if Thilawa 
SEZ is facilitated electricity from 
solar power and a solar plant, 
the electricity for the SEZ can 
be supplied to other necessary 
areas. So, it is necessary to strive 
to generate electricity in Thilawa 
SEZ.

The Vice-Senior General un-

derscored that the management 
committee of Kyaukpyu SEZ was 
reconstituted in 2021. On 26 De-
cember 2023, the Addendum to 
Concession Agreement on the 
Kyaukpyu Deep Seaport Project 
was signed. After signing the 
addendum, as the 18-month pe-
riod was extended for the project 
from 26 December, if the condi-
tion precedents can be imple-
mented as quickly as possible, 
the Kyaukpyu SEZ project can 
be successfully implemented. 

Regarding the Dawei SEZ 
Project, the Vice-Senior General 
continued that, at present, the 
Italian-Thai Company cannot 
carry on with its process due 
to various reasons facing many 
issues. Due to political changes 

in Thailand, it was reported that 
the Dawei SEZ will be connected 
with the Thai government. So, 
Myanmar needs to cooperate 
with them if necessary. As a 
policy of the current Thai gov-
ernment, the special economic 
zone is being established in the 
eastern province of Thailand as 
the eastern economic corridor, 
and it may be connected with 
Dawei SEZ.

Officials from the Central 
Committee and Union ministers 
and management committee 
chairmen reported on measures 
being taken to implement the 
Myanmar SEZs successfully.

The meeting concluded with 
the remarks of the Vice-Senior 
General.

2.	 The three patients with Omicron HV.1, JN.1 and EG.5.1.8 variants are the returnees from 
Singapore; another 11 patients with Omicron JN.1 and two patients with XBB.1.16.17 are 
local transmissions. They are all in good condition and allowed to be discharged from their 
respective hospitals. Among the SARS-CoV-2 Omicron Variant, HV.1, JN.1 and EG.5.1.8 
are the newly detected variants in Myanmar. 

3.	 According to the statements of WHO, like EG.5, the newly detected Omicron variant JN.1 
causes less severe illness despite the high rate of infections. People should get vaccinated 
as COVID-19 vaccines protect against severe disease.

China expects record-breaking Spring Festival travel rush
The Spring Festival, China’s largest festival, falling on 10 February is a key window for observing economic vitality and 
consumer confidence. Experts predict that this year’s holiday will be the most vibrant and prosperous in recent years, 
with an estimated 80 million passenger trips, a record high, during the travel rush from 26 January to 5 March. 

CHINA is on track for a 
bumper travel season, 
with travel authorities 

and tourism industry players 
expecting record-breaking jour-
ney numbers during the upcom-
ing Spring Festival, adding new 
steam to the country’s economic 
recovery.

The Spring Festival, which 
falls on 10 February. this year, 
is China’s biggest festival and a 
day for family reunions. It will 
serve as an important window for 
observing vitality and consumer 
confidence levels in the world’s 
second-largest economy.

With record demand for trav-
el, this year’s Spring Festival hol-
iday is poised to become the most 
vibrant and prosperous in recent 
years, experts said.

NEW RECORDS
An estimated 80 million pas-

senger trips, a record high, are 
likely to be handled by China’s 
civil aviation sector during this 
year’s Spring Festival travel rush, 
which starts on 26 January and

ends on 5 March according to the 
Civil Aviation Administration of 
China (CAAC).

This figure represents a 
44.9-percent surge compared with 
the same period of 2023 and is an 
increase of 9.8 per cent from the 
level recorded during the Spring 
Festival travel rush in 2019.

To handle the spike in air 
travel passenger levels, the coun-
try’s airlines have planned to add 
over 2,500 flights during the 40-
day period, taking into consider-
ation the likely demand for trips 
to popular destinations including 
Southeast Asian countries, Japan, 
the Republic of Korea and other 
neighboring regions, said Liang 
Nan, a CAAC official.Liang said 
the CAAC has urged airlines to 
intensify efforts to increase inter-
national flights, especially those 
to neighboring regions and coun-
tries, and ensure safe operation 
during the Spring Festival travel 
surge.

The 2024 Spring Festival is 
likely to elevate the tourism mar-
ket to a higher peak, judging from 

the online booking situation, said 
Qi Chunguang, vice president of 
Tuniu, a Chinese online travel 
services provider.

Qi said some of the compa-
ny’s tourism products designed 
for the Spring Festival were sold 
out much earlier than in previous 
years, with the list including trips 
to popular destinations in north-
ern European countries.

Concerning domestic trav-
el, he said trips to the country’s 
northeastern regions have be-
come so popular that local tour-
ism reception capacity there has 
proved almost saturated in recent 
times. “Such a situation never 
happened before,” he said.

SOLID START
The eight-day Spring Festival 

holiday, which starts on 10 Feb-
ruary, is the first major holiday 
after the New Year holiday, which 
produced a travel boom in Chi-
na’s culture and tourism market, 
ensuring a solid start for China’s 
economic recovery efforts in 2024.

A chilli trader informed the Glob-
al New Light of Myanmar that 
the demand for high-priced chilli 
peppers, precisely long chilli and 
Moehtaung chilli processed in 
cold storage, has been decreas-
ing with the arrival of new chil-
lies at the Bayintnaung’s chilli 
market in Yangon.

As of 10 January chilli pric-
es in the Yangon market are 
as follows: Delta bell pepper 
was priced at K24,000 per viss, 
Sinphyukyun bell pepper at 
K21,000-K21,500 per viss, and 
the new Sinphyukyun bell pep-
per on the same day declined 
to K18,500 per viss. Other chilli 
prices include Chinese moder-
ate bell pepper at K19,500 per 
viss, Shan Busoh bell pepper at 
K11,000 per viss, Thazi bell pep-
per at K15,500 per viss, and Zee 
bell pepper at K13,500 per viss. 
Consequently, the demand for 
Delta and Sinphyukyun bell pep-
pers processed in cold storage 
is decreasing, while the demand 
for new bell peppers is rising.

The average price of new 
Moehtaung chillies from Pyaw-
bwe, Yamethin, and Thedaw ar-
eas is K10,500 per viss, nearly 
equaling the price of Moehtaung 
chilli from cold storage (K10,700 
per viss). As a result, the de-
mand for the latter is gradually 

declining. The red long chilli 
from cold storage is priced at 
K15,500 per viss, but they lack 
significant demand in the mar-
ket since buyers prefer reason-
ably priced long chillies (both 
new and old).

On 10 January the red long 
chilli from the Salin area will 
be priced at K14,000 per viss, 
while the Shan long chilli (new) 
will be priced at K11,500/K11,800 
per viss. The price of old long 
chilli from the Delta region, pro-
duced in the 2023 chilli harvest-
ing season, is K7,000 per viss. 
Consequently, buyers prefer old 
and new long chillies over cold 
storage ones. — TWA/TMT

IN 2023, the Nay Pyi Taw Ex-
pressway Police Office report-
ed 163 accidents on the Yan-
gon-Mandalay expressway, 
causing injuries to 326 individ-
uals and claiming the lives of 
86. Various factors contributed 

to these highway accidents, 
including high-speed driving, 
drivers nodding off in drowsi-
ness, negligence of pedestrians, 
motorcycle driving, reckless 
driving, tyre punctures, and 
machine malfunctions.

A expressway police officer 
stated, “Upon examining the 
causes of accidents, we find that 
they result from high-speed 
driving, driver drowsiness, ve-
hicles jumping on medians or 
veering off the road due to the 
driver’s inability to control the 
vehicle’s speed at bends. The 
primary reason for all these 
incidents is human errors.”

Comparing the data to 
2022, which recorded 169 traffic 
accidents, 280 injuries, and 57 
fatalities, the number of traffic 
accidents in 2023 was slightly 
lower, but there was an increase 
in both the number of deaths 
and injuries. — TWA/KZW 

MYANMAR attracted 1.28 mil-
lion international tourists in 
2023, a five-fold increase over 
2022, according to the Direc-
torate of Hotels and Tourism 
under the Ministry of Hotels 
and Tourism.

According to the statistics 
of the ministry, 288,902 foreign 
tourists visited Myanmar with 
visas. At the same time, 995,829 
entered the country from the 
border checkpoints of China 
and Thailand, bringing the total 
number to 1.28 million.

Since October 2021, Myan-
mar’s domestic tourism has 
started to improve, and on 17 
April 2022, international air-

lines were allowed to resume 
operations. The e-Visa was 
approved on 20 May, and in 
2022, more than 0.23 million 
international tourists entered 
the country, making a 43 per  
cent increase in visitor arrivals 
compared to 2021.

However, due to the low 
number of tourist arrivals 
compared to neighbouring 
countries, State Administra-
tion Council Member Deputy 
Prime Minister Union Minister 
for Transport and Communi-
cations General Mya Tun Oo, 
Chairman of the National Tour-
ism Development Central Com-
mittee, said at the meeting on 

6 December that government, 
private and local people need to 
cooperate in a balanced man-
ner to be able to attract more 
tourists from abroad.

The chairman also advised 
the private tourism entrepre-
neurs to connect with the target 
countries so they can promote

Black gram, pigeon pea prices 
dip; green gram prices stable
THE prices of black grams and 
pigeon peas declined slightly 
on 10 January 2024, while the 
green gram price remained un-
changed.

The prices stood at K3.061 
million per tonne of black gram 
(Fair and Average Quality), K3.41 
million per tonne of black gram 
(Special Quality), K3.505 million 
per tonne of pigeon pea, K3,830 
per viss of green gram (Shwewah 
variety), K2,665-K3,000 per viss 
of green gram from Pakokku 
area and K6,250-K6,500 per viss 
of chickpea on 9 January 2024.

The prices decreased slight-
ly to K3.05 million per tonne of 
black gram (FAQ), K3.395 million 
per tonne of black gram (SQ), 

and K3.495 million per tonne of 
pigeon pea on 10 January 2024. 
Meanwhile, the prices of green 
grams and chickpeas stayed 
strong.

The FOB prices were 
US$940-960 per tonne of black 
gram (FAQ), $1,040-1,060 for 
black gram (SQ), $710-740 for 
green gram from central My-
anmar regions and $840-870 for 
green gram (Shwewah).

Myanmar annually exports 
1.5 to two million tonnes of vari-
eties of pulses to India. India is 
the primary market for Myan-
mar’s pulses. Myanmar’s black 
gram and pigeon pea prices are 
closely tied to India’s demand.

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PURE gold price gained to ap-
proximately K3.75 million per 
tical (0.578 ounce or 0.016 kilo-
gramme) in the unauthorized 
market despite dip in spot gold 
price and reference price by the 
Yangon Gold Entrepreneurs 
Association.

The spot gold price stands 
at US$2,031 per ounce at pres-
ent. The YGEA sets the refer-
ence price at K3.6514 million 
per tical. There is a price dif-
ference of K100,000 per tical 
between the YGEA’s price and 
the actual market value. 

Earlier, the YGEA used 
the interbank transaction rate 
set by the CBM in calculating 
the reference price for pure 
gold, indicating a big gap of 
K400,000-K500,000 per tical. 
The greenback is valued at 
around K3,500 at the over-the-
counter market.

On 5 December, the Cen-
tral Bank of Myanmar (CBM) 
allowed authorized dealers 
(private banks) to operate 
forex exchange transactions 
freely as per the market rate 
determined by the supply and 

MYANMAR shipped 934,883 tonnes of corn worth over 
US$279 million to foreign trade partners as of 29 December 
in the current financial year 2023-2024, beginning 1 April, as 
per the Ministry of Commerce.

Myanmar Corn Industrial Association forecast corn 
exports to reach over two million tonnes in the 2023 corn 
season, Patron U Min Khaing said.

The prevailing corn prices are K1,180-K1,200 per viss 
in the domestic market, according to the Yangon Region 
Chambers of Commerce and Industry (Bayintnaung Com-
modity Centre).

Myanmar exports corn to China and Thailand through 
the border. Also, it ships corn to China, India, Viet Nam 
and the Philippines via maritime trade, according to  the 
Myanmar Corn Industrial Association.

Thailand gave the go-ahead to the corn imports under 
zero tariff (with Form-D) between 1 February and 31 August. 
However, Thailand imposes a maximum tax rate of 73 per 
cent on corn imports to protect the rights of their growers 
if the corn is imported during the corn season of Thailand.

China has been purchasing Myanmar’s corn through 
cross-border trade under the opium substitution programme. 
Legitimate corn trade between Myanmar and China com-
menced at the end of 2022. A total of 112 Myanmar companies 
have been permitted for corn exports.

Myanmar exported more than two million tonnes of 
corn to foreign trade in the 2022 corn season. Most of them 
were sent to Thailand, and the remaining went to China, 
India, the Philippines and Viet Nam.

The corn is cultivated in Shan, Kachin, Kayah and 
Kayin states and Mandalay, Sagaing and Magway regions. 
Myanmar has three corn seasons – winter, summer and 
monsoon. The country produces 2.5-3 million tonnes of corn 
every year. — NN/EM

THE export value from the 
manufacturing sector crossed 
US$6.8 billion in the past nine 
months of the current finan-
cial year 2023-2024, the Min-
istry of Commerce’s statistics 
showed.

Industrial finished goods 
exports earned $8.569 billion 
in the corresponding FY pe-
riod. The figures reflected a

South Korea logs current 
account surplus for seventh 
month in Nov 2023

SOUTH Korea logged cur-
rent account surplus for the 
seventh straight month due 
to export recovery, central 
bank data showed on 9 Jan-
uary. 

Current account bal-
ance, the broadest measure 
of cross-border trade, record-
ed a surplus of US$4.06 billion 
in November 2023, staying in 

black since May, according 
to the Bank of Korea (BOK).

Trade surplus for goods 
stood at US$7 billion in No-
vember, hovering in black 
since April.

Export grew seven per 
cent from a year earlier to 
US$56.45 billion in November, 
while import dwindled eight 
per cent to US$49.45 billion.

The outbound shipment 
kept an upward trend for the 
second consecutive month on 
the back of solid demand for 
locally-made semiconductors 
and automobiles. Services 
account deficit came in at 
US$2.13 billion in November, 
up from a deficit of US$1.25 
billion in the previous month.

UAE economy expected 
to grow by 3.8% in 2025: 
World Bank

THE  WORLD Bank  expected 
the UAE’s real GDP to grow by 
3.4 per cent in 2023, rising to 3.7 
per cent in 2024 and to 3.8 per 
cent in 2025. According to the 
Global Economic Prospects re-
port released today, the World 
Bank forecast the growth in the 
Gulf Cooperation Council (GCC) 
countries to rise to 3.6 per cent 
in 2024 and 3.8 per cent in 2025, 
noting to last year’s robust non-
oil sector activity.

The report said that the 
growth rate in the Middle East 
and North Africa (MENA) region 
slowed down sharply to 1.9 per 
cent in 2023, as the region faced 
multiple headwinds, including 
oil production cuts, elevated in-
flation, and weak private sector 
activity in oil-importing econo-
mies. The report also expected 
the growth rate in the MENA 
region to pick up to 3.5 per cent 
in 2024 and 2025. — ANI

HKSAR inks FTA amendment protocol to 
boost ASEAN trade
THE Hong Kong Special Ad-
ministrative Region (HKSAR) 

on Tuesday signed the first 
protocol to amend free trade 

agreement (FTA) with the As-
sociation of Southeast Asian 
Nations (ASEAN) to boost 
economic and trade ties.

The deal is to update the 
Product Specific Rules (PSR) 
of origin under the FTA, en-
hancing the coverage of the 
PSR from more than 200 cat-
egories of products to almost 
600.

The specified products 
incorporated into the FTA 
through the protocol include 
various categories of products 
of interest to Hong Kong trad-
ers and manufacturers, such 
as jewellery, medicaments, 
food products and textile 
products. — Xinhua

A rule issued Tuesday by the US 
Labour Department making it 
tougher for companies to classify 
workers as “independent con-
tractors” could take a toll on the 
gig economy — and is likely to 
face challenges.

The Biden administration 
rule rescinds requirements under 
former president Donald Trump 
which made it easier to consider 
workers contractors rather than 
employees. This includes drivers 
of ride-hailing services such as 
Uber and Lyft, or delivery work-
ers for companies like DoorDash.

But the Department of La-
bour said Tuesday that it believes 

the Trump-era rule is not in line 
with US law and judicial prec-
edent.

Its latest rule “seeks to com-
bat employee misclassification”, 
which impacts workers’ rights 
and “facilitates wage theft”, the 
department added. Employees 
generally cost more to compa-
nies, given their right to minimum 
wage and overtime pay, among 
other benefits and protections.

“Misclassifying employees 
as independent contractors is a 
serious issue that deprives work-
ers of basic rights and protec-
tions,” said Acting Secretary of 
Labor Julie Su. — AFP

Viet Nam exports 1st bird’s 
nests to China by air
VIET Nam exported bird’s 
nest products to China by 
air for the first time last 
week, Vietnam News 
Agency reported Tuesday.

Khanh Hoa province.

They were delivered 
from Tan Son Nhat Inter-
national Airport in Ho Chi 
Minh City to a company 

based in Shenzhen city in 
southern China.

Tran Thanh Hai, chief 
executive officer of The 
Hai Yen, said the compa-
ny chose to ship the bird’s 
nests by air to ensure the 
best quality as this means 
of transport is quick, thus 
minimizing impact on 
product quality.

The export once 
again reflects opportu-
nities for the bird’s nest 

industry to develop sus-
tainably, especially after a 
protocol on bird’s nest ex-
port to China was signed, 
said the report.

Vietnamese firms 
were granted export codes 
for bird’s nest products in 
October last year.

In November, the first 
Vietnamese bird’s nests 
entered the Chinese mar-
ket via the official channel 
by land.

DPRK top leader calls South Korea “principal 
enemy”, urging bolstering up self-defence

THE top leader of the 
Democratic People’s Re-
public of Korea (DPRK) 
called South Korea a 
“principal enemy” and 
asked his country to 
bolster up self-defence 
capabilities, the official 
Korean Central News 
Agency (KCNA) reported 
Wednesday.

Kim Jong Un, general 
secretary of the Workers’ 
Party of Korea (WPK) and 
president of the State Af-
fairs of the DPRK, made 
the remarks during his 
inspection of major mu-
nitions factories earlier 
this week, according to 
the KCNA report.

Kim stressed that the 

DPRK should prioritize in 
bolstering up the military 
capabilities for self-de-
fence and the nuclear war 
deterrent when it comes 
to its relations with South 
Korea, the KCNA report 
said.

The DPRK leader 
said the historic time 
has come at last when 
the DPRK should define 
South Korea as “a state 
most hostile”, a designa-
tion which he stressed 
his country should view 
as “unavoidable and ir-
revocable reality”, since 
South Korea “has pursued 
a history of vicious con-
frontation with bloodshot 
eyes to overthrow our re-

gime and social system 
for nearly 80 years”, the 
report said.

Noting the grave se-
curity situation on the 
Korean Peninsula, Kim 
made clear that the DPRK 
“would by no means uni-
laterally bring a great 
event”, but it has “no in-
tention of avoiding a war”, 
it said.

He warned if South 
Korea attempts to use 
armed forces against the 
DPRK or threaten its 
sovereignty and security, 
his country will have no 
hesitation in annihilating 
South Korea by mobilizing 
all means and forces, it 
added. — Xinhua

Bangladesh PM Hasina emphasises 
strong ties with India, vows to work for 
economic progress of her country

BANGLADESH Prime Min-
ister Sheikh Hasina, who 
secured her fifth term in the 
recent general elections, out-
lined her plans for the coun-
try’s international relations 
and highlighted the strong 
bond between Bangladesh 
and India.

She expressed gratitude 
towards India, emphasizing 
its pivotal role in supporting 
Bangladesh during critical mo-
ments in history. In a press 
conference at her residence, 
Ganabhaban, in Dhaka, she 
responded to a question from 
ANI about her plans for Bang-
ladesh’s international engage-
ment over the next five years 
and the ties with India, say-
ing, “India is a great friend of 
Bangladesh. They supported 
us in 1971 and 1975. We consid-
er India our next-door neigh-
bour. I really appreciate that 
we have a wonderful relation-
ship with India.”

The Prime Minister 
stressed the historical sig-
nificance of India’s support 
during the Bangladesh Liber-

ation War in 1971 and the sub-
sequent challenges faced by 
the nation in 1975. She hailed 
the enduring friendship be-
tween the two countries and 
reiterated the importance of 
India as a key ally. 

“In the next 5 years, our 
main focus will be on economic 
progress and fulfilling all the 
work that we have started. 
We have already declared our 
manifesto, and we follow our 

election manifesto whenever 
we prepare our budget and 
try to fulfil our promises. The 
development of the people and 
our country is our main aim,” 
Sheikh Hasina added.

She further expressed 
her commitment to serving 
the people of Bangladesh, em-
phasising the responsibility 
she feels towards the citizens 
who have repeatedly voted for 
her. — ANI

Ecuadorian Armed Forces 
Joint Command chief RADM 
Jaime Vela Eraso on Tuesday, 
following a security council 
meeting, declared 22 criminal 
groups operating in the country 
as a “military target” and said 

there would be no negotiations 
with them. 

“Daniel Noboa, the presi-
dent of the republic, has set a 
very clear mission for us in his 
decree No. 111. From now on, 
every terrorist group identified 
in the above-mentioned decree 
becomes a military target. The 
present and future of our country 
are at stake, and no act of ter-
rorism will make us surrender. 
We are not going to retreat or 
negotiate,” the army chief said 
in a video address posted by the 
Ecuadorian presidency on X. —

early Monday.

A new rocket developed 

by US space launch company 
United Launch Alliance lifted 
off at 02:18 am Eastern Time 

(0718 GMT) Monday from 
Launch Complex 41 at Cape 
Canaveral Space Force Station 
in Florida.

The launch vehicle dis-
patched Peregrine, the lunar 
lander developed by the Ameri-
can private company Astrobot-
ic Technology, on its mission to 
the moon.

Shortly after separating 
from the spacecraft, Peregrine 
experienced a propulsion is-
sue.

“After successful propul-
sion systems activation, Per-
egrine entered a safe opera-
tional state. Unfortunately, an 
anomaly then occurred, which 
prevented Astrobotic from 
achieving a stable sun-pointing 
orientation,” the company said 
in a release. — Xinhua
