Myanmar and Sri Lanka forge 
tourism cooperation

THE Central Bank of Myanmar (CBM) 
sold seven million Chinese yuan and 12 
million Thai baht on 5 March for exporters 
on online trading platforms.

  It injected US$10 million and 200 
million Thai baht into the financial market 
on 4 March.

CBM also sold $77.38 million and 850 
million Thai baht in February and $68.33 
million, 313.5 million Thai baht and 4.2 
million Chinese yuan in January 2024.

The exchange rate for Thai baht, 
Chinese yuan and US dollar settled in 
those transactions is not revealed.

The reference exchange rate set by 

CBM is K2,100 against a US dollar, while 
it is valued at some K3,610 at the over-the-
counter market at present. The exchange 
rates currently stand at K101 for a Thai 
baht and K492 for a Chinese yuan.

 CBM allowed the authorized dealers 
(private banks) to operate online forex 
trading freely as per the market rate de-
pending on supply and demand, starting 
from 5 December.

Additionally, the outward remittance 
procedures must adhere to the rules and 
regulations specified by the Foreign Ex-
change Supervisory Committee. — NN/

The SHP Platform and SHK Compression Platform are 
connected with the 100.484-metre-long bridge, and the Co-
ordinate of SHK Compression Platform is at North Latitude 
19° 40’ 20.5 seconds and East Longitude 92° 32’ 35.9 seconds. 

2.	 The Notice to Mariners that four kilometres around the 
SHK Compression Platform have already been released 
to ensure safety and reduce accidents. Therefore, ships, 
vessels, fishing boats, and motor boats are not allowed 
to pass and are also banned from anchoring, fishing and 
placing fishing gear. 

UEC issues rules amending rules for 
Registration of Political Parties

THE Union Election Commission of the Republic of the Union of Myanmar has issued the fol-
lowing rules exercising the authority under Section 26 of the Political Parties Registration Law.
1.	 These rules shall be called the Rules Amending the Political Parties Registration Rules.
2.	 The wording “90 days” mentioned in clause (j) of paragraph (2) of Form (e) and clause (i) of 

paragraph (1) of Form (e-1) of Sub-section (a) of Article 13 of the Political Parties Registra-
tion Rules shall be substituted with the wording “the date when the Commission issues the 
notification at least 90 days before the election day”, respectively.

3.	 The wording “at least 100,000 party members” mentioned in clause (j) of paragraph (2) of 
Form (e), clause (i) of paragraph (1) of Form (e-1), and paragraph 3 of Form (f) of Sub-sec-
tion (a) of Article 13 of the Political Parties Registration Rules shall be substituted with the 
wording “at least 50,000 party members”, respectively.

4.	 Rule 20 of the Political Parties Registration Rules shall be substituted as follows: -
“20.	(a)	 If a party is revoked from registration due to getting entangled with any  provisions   

mentioned in clauses 4, 5, 6 or 7 of Sub-Section (a) of Section 12   of the law, assets 
of the party shall be handed over to the departments or organizations designated 
by the government under the relevant ways and means.

(b)  	If findings in verification show that the party as considered has been automatically 
revoked from the political party due to lack of re-applying for the registration of 
the political party or if a person who is not lower than the rank of central executive 
committee member of such a party which is get entangled with any provisions of 
clauses 4, 5, 6 or 7 of Sub-Section (a) of Section 12 of the law in the findings of verifi-
cation, assets of the party shall be handed over to the departments or organizations 
designated by the government under the relevant ways and means.

(c) 	 Relevant departments or organizations shall follow the directives of the government 
with regard to the assets handed over under Sub-section (a) and (b).

(d) 	 If political parties that have registered at the commission are allowed to register a 
combination of two or more parties as a single party, the combined party shall have 
to inherit the assets of relevant parties that were revoked.

5. 	 Article 22 of the Political Parties Registration Rules shall be substituted as follows: -
“22. A party –

(a)	 Shall be complete in drawing its annual financial statement in the relevant financial 
year, compilation of the annual statement on assets of the party, inspection of these 
accounts by an internal audit committee, and seeking approvals for them under the 
rules and regulations of the party and financial rules within three months after the 
relevant financial years.

(b)	 The fund of the party opened as an account under Sub-Section (g) of Section 5 of 
the law shall be spent under the order or directive issued by the commission.

6. 	 The wordings “180 days” mentioned in clause (k) of paragraph (2) of Form (e) and clause (j) 
of paragraph (1) of Form (e-1) of the Political Parties Registration Rules shall be substituted 
with the wording “the date when the Commission issues the notification at least 90 days 
before the election day”, respectively; and the wording “at least a half of all townships” with 
the wording “at least one-third of all townships”, respectively.

7. 	 The wording “not later than 90 days” mentioned in paragraph (3) of Form (f) of the Political 
Parties Registration Rules shall be substituted with the wording “the date when the Com-
mission issues the notification, not later than at least 90 days before the election day”.

8. 	 The wording “100,000 party members” mentioned in paragraph (1) of Form (h) of the Political 
Parties Registration Rules shall be substituted with the wording “50,000 party members”.

STATE Administration Council 
Member Deputy Prime Minister 
Union Minister for Transport 
and Communications General 
Mya Tun Oo, who is also Chair-
man of the Central Committee 
on Ensuring Smooth Flow of 
Trade and Goods, attended the 
2/2024 meeting of the central 
committee in Nay Pyi Taw yes-
terday. 

At the meeting, the General 
said the relevant committees 
should supervise successively 
for the public to be able to pur-
chase fuel at fairer prices and to 
sell as per the reference prices 
by the business people. Moreo-
ver, it also prevents the illegal 
trade of fuel from occurring. 
There were seizures of 14.247 
tonnes of illegal fuel valued at 
K47.992 million in regions and 
states in February 2024.

Moreover, CCTV link con-
nections were also installed at 
eight fuel terminals and 591 fuel 
stations in regions and states, in-
cluding Nay Pyi Taw, between 14 

November 2023 and 29 February 
2024. Similarly, 542 CCTV camer-
as were installed at 52 tollgates 
in regions and states, including 
Nay Pyi Taw, to be able to know 
the passing of fuel bowser trucks 
in a timely manner. 

He also talked about the 
drafting of a software applica-
tion for people to easily access 
the sorts of fuel and prices at 
the fuel stations online, the pi-
lot project at over 300 fuel sta-
tions in Yangon and Mandalay 
in March, the release of weekly 
basic reference prices and the 
systematic palm oil distribution 
across the nation.

He added that the country 
received export earnings of 
US$283.36 million, 321.80 mil-
lion yuan and 876.15 million baht 
from 1,301 companies between 
October 2023 and February 2024. 
It received only $45.14 million, 
109 million yuan and 187.67 mil-
lion from 215 companies com-
pared to the same period from 
October 2022 to February 2023. 

It showed an increase of $238.22 
million, 212.80 million yuan and 
688.48 million baht received from 
1,086 companies compared to 
the same period.  

He also pointed out the need 
to follow the decisions made at 
the 1/2024 meeting regarding 
export and import financial poli-

cies and duties of ministries con-
cerned to supervise the export 
so as to meet the target in the 
2023-2024 FY.

Then, he pledged that the 
central committee would ex-
plore the difficulties of exporters 
in promoting the export volumes 
and added that the relevant min-

istries should report the chal-
lenges and delays in the trading 
sector to find solutions. 

He finally gave proper in-
structions after hearing the 
reports of central committee 
members and attendees and 
concluded the meeting. — MNA/

MNHRC pays field visit to 
Mandalay Boys’ Training School
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ACCORDING to Daw Cho Thet Mu, the 
Deputy Director of the Trade Policy 
Division within the Trade Department 
under the Ministry of Commerce, the 
trade volume between Myanmar and 
Thailand reached US$4.06 billion via 
land borders during the period from 
April 2023 to February 2024 in the 
2023-24 Financial Year.

Breaking down the figures, Myan-
mar exported goods worth $2.86 billion 
while importing $1.20 billion, resulting 
in a total trade value of $4.06 billion 
within the specified period.

Daw Cho Thet Mu stated, “For the 
Myanmar-Thai border trade from 1 
April to 25 February of the 2023-24 FY, 
Myanmar exported goods worth $2.86 
billion and imported goods worth $1.20 
billion. Currently, the trade surplus 
stands at $1.66 billion for Myanmar”.

The main export products include 
CMP products, agricultural produce, 

and fishery products. On the other 
hand, Myanmar imports construction 
materials, equipment, machines and 
accessories, medicines, raw materi-
als for factory use, fertilizers, foods, 
cosmetics, and electronic items from 

Thailand.
The Myanmar-Thai border trade 

posts encompass Myawady, Tachilek, 
Kawthoung, Myeik, Hteekhee, Maw-
taung, and Maese. — ASH/ TMT

NEGOTIATIONS are underway to at-
tract foreign agricultural companies 
to invest in Myanmar by growing oil 
crops on vacant land, according to U 
San Lin, Chair of the Myanmar Edible 
Oil Dealers’ Association. This initiative 
aims to achieve self-sufficiency in edible 
oil production.

Despite cultivating marketable oil 
crops domestically, Myanmar’s pro-
duction of edible oil remains low due 
to limitations in grinding and milling 
technology. As a result, locally grown 
peanuts are exported as raw produce 

rather than processed into peanut oil.
To address this challenge, the My-

anmar Edible Oil Dealers’ Association 
is engaging in negotiations with foreign 
agricultural companies. These compa-
nies would be granted permission to 
cultivate oil crops, such as sunflowers, 
on vacant and unused land in the country.

“We are negotiating with foreign 
agricultural companies interested in 
investing in Myanmar’s agricultural 
sector,” explained U San Lin. “We have 
vacant land available, and we will col-
laborate with relevant authorities to 

facilitate land acquisition. Once land is 
secured, these companies will be allowed 
to establish factories and oil mills nearby 
to process the crops into edible oil.”

This initiative is crucial as Myan-
mar’s domestic production of edible oil 
(approximately 300,000 tonnes annually) 
falls significantly short of national con-
sumption (around 1,200,000 tonnes annu-
ally). Consequently, Myanmar imports 
nearly 900,000 tonnes of edible oil each 
year, with over 90 per cent originating 
from Indonesia and Malaysia. — ASH/
MKKS

Myanmar seeks foreign investment in oil crop 
cultivation for self-sufficiency in edible oil

U Aung Myint Oo, a central executive 
member of the Myanmar Areca Nut En-
trepreneurs Association, has reported 
that Myanmar and India have initially 
agreed to export 200 tonnes of dried 
betel nuts from Myanmar to India each 
month. This agreement will remain in 
effect for three years.

India’s Lax Corporation Co Ltd has 
expressed interest in purchasing tonnes 
of dried betel nuts from Myanmar on a 
monthly basis. The two countries are 

currently engaged in discussions re-
garding the terms and conditions of 
export, including payment methods. 
In January, the Myanmar Areca Nut 
Entrepreneurs Association already sent 
a sample of dried areca nuts to Lax 
Corporation Co Ltd.

“Lax Corporation requested the 
possibility of 200-tonne monthly exports, 
and we agreed,” explained U Aung My-
int Oo. “We have already sent a 17-tonne 
initial shipment in a 20-foot container. 
Once they confirm the quality meets 
their criteria, they will proceed with 
regular 200-tonne purchases. We will 
finalize the transportation details after 
finalizing agreements on export proce-
dures and payment methods.”

Myanmar has an annual betel nut 
production of approximately 230,000 
tonnes. With domestic demand met, 
the country aims to export the surplus 
production.

Across the nation, there are 253,370 
acres dedicated to areca nut cultivation, 
yielding around 230,000 tonnes annually. 
Mon State is the leading producer with 
56,508 acres and 90,000 tonnes, followed 
by Taninthayi Region with over 80,000 
tonnes. — ASH/ TMT

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THE prices of onions tended 
to shrink with the bulk supply 
of 250,000 visses of onions on 
4 March. 

The prices fell to K1,800-
3,700 on 4 March. Yangon 
market saw a high influx of 

500,000 visses of onion on 1 
and 4 March. A high inflow of 
onions from various regions 
cut the prices in late February 
when there is a regular de-
mand, an onion trader told the 
Global New Light of Myanmar.

The price is down by 
K100-300 per viss. The high-
est prices in the Seikphyu 
area were K2,350 per viss on 
1 March from K2,650 on 27 
February, with 70,000 viss of 
onions being supplied to the 
market. The Myingyan market 
witnessed a supply of 30,000 
visses of onions on 4 March, 
and the price hit the highest 
point of K2,600 per viss, which 
decreased from K3,100 per 
viss on 28 February. The onion 
price hit the highest in Febru-
ary 2024, whereas it peaked in 
mid-2023. 

During the harvest sea-
son of summer onion, the on-
ion in regions outside Yangon 
is expected to fetch around 
K2,000 per viss,” said U Aung. 
— TWA/KK

THERE is a roaring trade of 
chilli peppers in Yangon’s mar-
ket this month, said U Hla Han, 
a trader of chilli peppers on 
Seinpan Street in the Bayint-
naung area.

The prices are on the low 
side in early March. The long 
chilli pepper prices dipped to 
K7,500-K9,000 per viss on 4 
March. The chilli pepper from 
the Moehtaung variety de-
creased to K10,000 per viss. The 
bell pepper from the Sinphyuk-
yun area was worth K13,500 per 
viss.

The traders received a 
significant profit in 2022, yet 
they suffered losses in 2023. 
The price is likely to drop fur-
ther in 2024. Therefore, traders 
prepared to buy them in large 
quantities. The cold storage fa-
cility charges K125 per viss. It is 
profitable when the price rises. 
Strong demand from traders 
also raised the prices as well. 

The profit tripled in 2022 

as the price of chilli pepper 
processed in cold storage hit 
K21,000-K22,000 per viss, and 
the bell pepper price peaked at 
K31,000 per viss in late 2022. — 
TWA/KK

Excess supply cuts onion market price

THE Irrigation and Water 
Utilization Management De-
partment has commenced 
solar-powered water pumping 
operations in Yaepawthaung 
Village, Htantabin Township, 
and Thabyaytan Village, Taikkyi 
Township.

Electric-powered water 
pumping stations were imple-
mented on 1 February 2000, and 
they were solar-powered in the 
2023-2024 financial year, funded 

by regional government devel-
opment funds. These operations 
can supply irrigation water for 
1,300 acres of summer paddy in 
Yaepawthaung and 1,350 acres 
in Thabyaytan.

Each project features a 
pair of 160 kW solar power sys-
tems that began operation on 
22 January 2024. Running for 
seven hours daily, they collec-
tively save 1,120 kWh of elec-
tricity per day. Throughout a 

summer paddy season, which is 
roughly 100 days, this translates 
to a total saving of 112,000 kWh, 
resulting in cost reductions of 
approximately K16.8 million.

The department deploys 
solar-powered pumps in agri-
cultural areas with inadequate 
access to electricity. As solar 
energy is both clean and re-
newable, this initiative also 
contributes to environmental 
sustainability. — TWA/NT

THE Myanmar Fisheries Fed-
eration (MFF) urges fish and 
shrimp farmers to prepare back-
up ponds in anticipation of the El 
Niño phenomenon, which may 
occur this month.

Farmers are advised to store 
water in these backup ponds and 
to be cautious with their water 
exchange systems. Currently, 
Myanmar has over 460,000 acres 
dedicated to freshwater fish, 
shrimp, and crab farming. Fish 
farming is the most common, 

covering more than 2,000 acres 
for crab farming.

The El Niño phenomenon 
can lead to extreme weather 
conditions such as abnormal 
rainfall, high daytime tempera-
tures, unusual storm patterns, 
and drought. The livestock sec-
tor has been alerted in advance 
to mitigate potential impacts.

Fish and shrimp farming 
are primarily concentrated in 
Ayeyawady, Yangon, and Bago 
Regions. — TWA/TRKM

Myanmar Fisheries

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FOLLOWING the spot gold 
price rally, the Yangon Gold 
Entrepreneurs Association 
(YGEA) set the pure gold 
price higher to K3.797 million 
per tical (0.578 ounce or 0.016 
kilogramme).

The spot gold price is 
US$2,120 at present.

Yet, the market value of 
the pure gold hit K3.98 million 
per tical. There is a price dif-
ference of over K180,000 per 
tical between the YGEA’s set 
price and the unofficial market 
price.

YGEA calculated the price 
depending on the Central Bank 
of Myanmar’s interbank refer-
ence exchange rate, with some 
addition, in spite of the US dol-
lar gain in the unofficial forex 
market, causing the price gap 
to widen to K400,000-500,000 
per tical.

Following the CBM’s liber-
alization for authorized dealers 
for online forex trading on 5 
December 2023, the gap be-

tween the YGEA’s reference 
price and the actual market 
value narrowed. The Kyat-US 
Dollar exchange rate is K3,610 
at present.

The US dollar exchange 
rate, therefore, weighs on the 
gap between the domestic gold 
market value and YGEA’s ref-
erence gold price.

The soaring dollar ex-
changing up to K4,000 drove 
the gold price up to a record 
high of K4 million per tical in 
late August 2023. 

The YGEA also requested  
its members on 24 January to 
deal in gold with immediate 
payment and cooperate to sta-
bilize the gold price. — NN/EM

MYANMAR shipped 1,726.42 
tonnes of honey with an estimat-
ed value of over US$2.589 million 
to foreign trade partners in the 
past ten months (April-January) 
of the current financial year 2023-
2024, according to the Apiculture 
Division under the Livestock 
Breeding and Veterinary De-
partment.

Myanmar exports honey to 
the Republic of Korea, Japan, the 
US and Singapore. Myanmar’s 
beekeeping businesses are pri-
marily found in Sagaing Region, 
Mandalay Region, Magway Re-
gion and Shan State.

Myanmar produces sesame 
honey, jujube honey, Niger honey, 
sunflower honey, lychee honey 
and flower honey.

Myanmar’s honey produc-
tion is estimated at over 4,000 
metric tonnes annually. Sixty per 
cent went to foreign markets, 
while the remaining is designat-
ed for domestic consumption. 

Honey is utilized as a tra-
ditional medicine in the coun-

try. Myanmar’s honey fetched 
$2,500-$3,000 per tonne in exter-
nal market.

There are some state-

owned beekeeping stations with 
6,200 beehives in 31 townships 
and over 950 private beekeeping 
businesses operating with nearly 

200,000 beehives.
Moreover, two million acres 

of crops yearly contribute to 
bee pollination every year. The 
beekeeping businesses near 
the crop fields contribute to the 
successful yield of the crop as 
well as quality bee production.  

Over 1,900 tonnes of honey 

were shipped to external mar-
kets in the 2022-2023 FY (April-
March), with an estimated value 
of over $2.8 million.

Myanmar exported 1,853.74 
tonnes to foreign markets by sea 
and 63.44 tonnes to neighbouring 
countries via cross-border. — 
NN/EM

YGEA raises gold reference price to around 
K3.8M per tical amid spot gold rally

THE wholesale reference rate of palm oil for the Yangon market is 
set higher to K5,215 for this week ending 10 March from K5,180 per 
viss recorded in the past week ending 3 March, according to the 
Supervisory Committee on Edible Oil Import and Distribution. 

The Supervisory Committee on Edible Oil Import and Distri-
bution under the Ministry of Commerce has been closely observ-
ing the FOB prices in Malaysia and Indonesia, adding transport 
costs, tariffs and banking services to decide the wholesale market 
reference rate for edible oil on a weekly basis.

However, the market price is higher than the reference price.
To control overcharging, the Consumer Affairs Department 

under the Ministry of Commerce informed the consumers of 
lodging the complaints for overcharging through the call centre’s 
hotline in late August. The Department urged consumers not to 
buy palm oil at high prices. 

The Department is making concerted efforts to steer the high 
volatility in palm oil prices in the retail market and offer fairer 
prices to consumers in coordination with the Myanmar Edible 
Oil Dealers Association and oil importing companies. 

The complaints for overcharging can be lodged over Hot Line: 
1535 of the Call Center of the Consumers Affairs Department or 
sent to the Facebook Page of the Department and the region and 
state departments concerned. 

 The domestic consumption of palm oil is estimated at 1 mil-
lion tonnes per year. The local palm oil production is just about 
400,000 tonnes. About 700,000 tonnes of palm oil are imported 
yearly through Malaysia and Indonesia to meet domestic de-
mands. — NN/EM

Yangon palm oil wholesale rate 
increases to K5,215 per viss
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EL NIÑO and La Niña are opposing climate patterns that 
disrupt the usual weather conditions, collectively forming 

the El Niño-Southern Oscillation (ENSO) cycle. These phenome-
na exert global influences on climate, wildfires, ecosystems, and 
economies, with durations typically spanning nine to 12 months, 
although instances of longer persistence have been observed. While 
occurring every two to seven years on average, their schedule 
remains unpredictable, with El Niño generally manifesting more 
frequently than La Niña.

Currently present in the tropical Pacific, El Niño is displaying 
signs of attenuation in its atmospheric component. Conditions are 
anticipated to shift to ENSO-neutral between April and June 2024, 
with a 55 per cent likelihood of La Niña emerging from June to 

August 2024. El Niño’s warm-
er waters can displace the 
Pacific jet stream southward, 
influencing temperatures in 
different regions.

Myanmar is currently 
grappling with the impacts of 
El Niño, witnessing a gradual 
rise in day temperatures. Ac-
cording to the Department of 
Meteorology and Hydrology, 
the effects will be felt in Mon 
State, Kayin State, Ayeyawady, 
and Yangon regions in March 
2024, with daytime tempera-
tures increasing. However, 
night temperatures in early 
March are expected to remain 
relatively cool.

El Niño’s impact on tem-
peratures will be particularly 
noticeable in Kayin and Mon 
States, Bago, Ayeyawady, 
Yangon, and Magway regions, 
reaching 38°-39°. The Sea Sur-
face Temperature (SST) over 
the Tropical Pacific Ocean 
near the Equator and atmos-
pheric conditions are currently 
moderate, according to Nu-
merical Weather Prediction 
models from the International 

Meteorological Agency, projecting a sustained moderate El Niño 
condition throughout March 2024.

Despite the high temperatures associated with El Niño, indi-
viduals are advised to seek shelter and take measures to alleviate 
its impacts on their well-being. Authorities should emphasize water 
storage for consumption and agricultural needs, while rescue teams 
must conduct frequent rehearsals to be prepared for potential 
emergencies. Healthcare services should also be organized to 
cater to patients during this critical period. Not only government 
servants but also volunteers always have to be ready to save life 
and property of the people without delay.

Recognizing the strength in unity, the people of Myanmar, with 
their valuable experiences in overcoming severe weather challeng-
es, are urged to collaborate in defying the impacts of El Niño this 
summer.

More than one billion 
now afflicted by  
obesity: Lancet
The rate of obesity is growing among children and 
adolescents faster than adults, according to the study 
carried out with the World Health Organization.

In a clinical trial, cholestyramine led to a 20-fold reduction in PFAS levels, with a remarkable 63 per cent 
decrease in plasma observed. While these results are promising for individuals with high PFAS expo-
sure, further research is needed to understand its impact on chronic health conditions.

MORE than one billion people around the 
world are now suffering from obesity with 
the number having more than quadru-

pled since 1990, according to a study released by 
The Lancet medical journal.

The “epidemic” is particularly hitting poorer 
countries and the rate is growing among children 
and adolescents faster than adults, according to 
the study carried out with the World Health Or-
ganization.

The study, released ahead of World Obesity 
Day on 4 March, estimated that there were about 
226 million obese adults, adolescents and children 
in the world in 1990. The figure had risen to 1,038 
million in 2022.

Francesco Branca, director of nutrition for 
health at the WHO, said the rise past one billion 
people has come “much earlier than we have an-
ticipated”.

While doctors knew obesity numbers were 
rising fast, the symbolic figure had previously been 
expected in 2030.

Researchers analyzed the weight and height 
measurements of more than 220 million people in 
more than 190 countries to reach the estimates, 
Lancet said.

They estimated that 504 million adult women 
and 374 million men were obese in 2022. The study 

said the obesity rate had nearly tripled for men (14 
per cent) since 1990 and more than doubled for 
women (18.5 per cent).

Some 159 million children and adolescents 
were living with obesity in 2022, according to the 
study, up from about 31 million in 1990.

The chronic and complex illness is accompa-
nied by a greater risk of death from heart disease, 
diabetes and certain cancers. Being overweight 
increased the risk of death during the coronavirus 
pandemic. Countries in Polynesia and Micronesia, 
the Caribbean, the Middle East and North Africa 
have suffered more from the rise.

“These countries now have higher obesity rates 
than many high-income industrialized countries, 
especially those in Europe,” the study said.

“In the past we have tended to think of obesi-
ty as a problem of the rich, now a problem of the 
world,” said Branca, who highlighted the fast life-
style changes in low and middle-income countries.
Eating badly helps obesity

The “very rapid transformation of the food sys-
tems is not for the better”. Majid Ezzati of Imperial 
College London, the study’s lead author, said there 
were signs that obesity was levelling out in some 
southern European countries such as France and 
Spain, “especially for women”.

Danish study finds drug reduces ‘forever chemicals’ in blood

A MEDICATION for high 
cholesterol can drasti-
cally cut “forever chem-

icals” (PFAS) — associated with 
an increased risk of cancer and 
banned in Europe — in the blood, 
researchers said Thursday.

But the drug was not suita-
ble for widespread and prolonged 
use because of its side effects 
and more research was needed 
to explore its possible impact on 
certain chronic health conditions.

A clinical trial with cholesty-
ramine led to a reduction 20 times 
greater than the normal result 
without intervention, Morten 
Lindhardt, a doctor involved in a 
clinical trial, told AFP.

“The effect of treatment was 
actually a decrease in the plasma 
of 63 per cent,” said Lindhardt, 
who is based at Holbaek hospital.

Researchers say the results 
are promising for treating people 
who have been exposed to high 
doses of the “forever chemicals”, 

so called because they tend to 
accumulate and stay in the body.

But Lindhart added of the 

new treatment: “I don’t think you 
should take this medication per-
manently because there are side 

effects”.
It could nevertheless alleviate 

the “feeling of being poisoned” 
that people with high levels of pol-
lutants could feel, he added.

PFAS (Per- and polyfluoro-
alkyl substances), refer to a fam-
ily of some 4,000 chemical com-
pounds.

They can reduce the immune 
response from vaccination, hit 
cholesterol levels, and have also 
been linked to cancers or obesity.
Side effects risk

Some residents of the town of 
Korsor in central Denmark, were 
exposed to high levels of one of 
them; perfluoroctane sulfonic acid 
(PFOS).

It was present in a foam used 
to extinguish fires at a local fire-
fighting training facility.

This community, where the 
measured PFOS levels are well 
above normal levels, was chosen 
for the clinical trial on 45 residents.

Despite the small sample 

size, Lindhardt argued that the 
effect of the treatment was beyond 
dispute.

Nevertheless, widespread 
treatment for everyone with ele-
vated PFAS levels was out of the 
question, he added.

“The risk of side effects is way 
too big,” he explained. “If you went 
on to treat everybody, it will be a 
disaster.”

But one potential use could 
be for women of child bearing age, 
to limit the transmission of the 
chemicals to their children.

“It could break the chain of 
delivering these chemicals to the 
next generation,” Lindhart said.

Lindhart argued for caution, 
even though the effects of the drug 
were documented in terms of their 
effect on PFAS levels in the blood.

The impact on the kidney or 
on immune deficiencies was not 
studied, he said.

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THE number of domestic trav-
ellers has increased since late 
February and early March, ac-
cording to travel agents.

With the gradual recovery 
in the post-COVID-19 era, My-
anmar’s tourism sector has now 
gained significant momentum to 
rise again.

“When basic education 
school examinations were over 
in mid-February, the number 
of travellers increased steadily. 
Since late February and early 
March, the number of domestic 
travellers has increased signif-
icantly. Many people travelled 
after contacting tour companies. 
Hotels and guesthouses on the 
beaches were full. Some hotels 
require early bookings. Com-

pared to last summer, it is an 
improvement,” said U Naung 
Naung Han, chairman of the My-
anmar Tourism Entrepreneurs 

Association. 
Seeing the recovery of the 

local tourism sector this year, 
some hotels that were closed 

for various reasons have start-
ed to reopen, while some even 
have plans to make more rooms 
available.

“Some suspended hotels 
have reopened with more ex-
tended rooms. As we all work 
with a focus on this summer, the 
outlook for the local visitors’ sec-
tor is quite promising,” he added.

However, local tourism may 
experience the usual downturn 
from the beginning of May as ba-
sic education schools reopen and 
agricultural activities resume in 
the pre-monsoon season.

“There are fewer local trav-
ellers during the rainy season. 
March, April and the Thingyan 
holidays are the peak periods 
for domestic tourism. We will be 
entering that peak soon. So, we 
are busy preparing for it, and the 
potentials are great,” he com-
mented. — Thit Taw/ZN

AMONG the licensed agencies for over-
seas employment service, those send-
ing workers to Japan regularly submit 
monthly summaries in prescribed forms 
and there are fewer cases of complaints, 
according to the data released by Safe 
Migration (the Ministry of Labour).

The ministry’s statement ex-
pressed its appreciation to most over-
seas employment agencies for Japan, 
acknowledging their respectful conduct.

As the majority of taxpayers have 

fully paid their due income tax, some 
agencies have even been able to attach 
the list of remittances to families, while 
almost all of them have completed IRIS 
training and there have been few cases 
of complaints.

Since the purpose of granting an 
agency license is to find overseas job 
opportunities and enable the socioec-
onomic development of workers, the 
agencies that have obtained business 
licences are required to prove them-

selves to be dignified enterprises by 
respecting and complying with the li-
cence conditions, it said.

From 1 January 2024, overseas em-
ployment agencies will no longer need 
to report to the headquarters in person 
or by letter for recruitment procedures, 
and will only be required to submit rel-
evant matters by email.

There are now more than 500 over-
seas employment agencies in Myanmar. 
— MT/ZN

MoL recognizes most job agencies for Japan’s good reputation

A sample Excel sheet for the monthly list of 
recruited workers to be submitted by agencies from 
February 2024.
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A total of six kinds of goods worth 
K8.1 million, including a set of DJI 
Drone Mavic Air (used) and four 
boxes of Yu Yan Fitter cigarettes 
without official documents, were 
seized from luggage at the Yan-
gon International Airport (Import 
Desk) on 3 March. This enforce-
ment was carried out under Cus-
toms procedures.

On the same day, the com-
bined teams supervised by the

Sagaing Township and illegal teak 
weighing 1.164 tonnes and illegal 
timbers worth K3.542 tonnes val-
ued at K1,299,996 was impounded 
in Tamu Township. The action 
was taken under the Export and 
Import Law and the Forest Law.

Additionally, on the same day, 
the combined teams captured a 
So Jen truck (estimated value 
of K40 million), travelling from 
Malikha village to Nangwae vil-
lage, carrying 1,050 kilogrammes 
of Ammonium Nitrate valued at 

K1.05 million without official doc-
uments in Myitkyina Township. 
The action was taken under the 
Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic 
Substances Law.

Similarly, the combined 
teams confiscated 7,500 bottles 

of LipoVitan-D energy drink and 
13,200 bottles of Sponsor ener-
gy drink valued at K17 million 
that were not declared in the 
Import Declaration (ID) from a 
Nissan Diesel truck (estimated 
value of K35 million) travelling 

from Myawady to Yangon near 
Kamawkasin village in Hpa-an 
Township and 100 jerrycans of 
Shrimp branded palm oil (18 litres 
each) and 780 jerrycans of Two-
Shrimp brand palm oil (each jer-
rycan containing two litres) from 
a Mitsubishi canter (estimated 
value of K25 million) heading to 
Mawlamyine from Myawady near 
Eindu village on Eindu-Zathapyin 
road. The action was taken under 
Customs procedures.

K3.134 million worth of 
9.498-tonne illegal teak was cap-
tured in Toungoo district on 4 
March, and the action was taken 
under the Forest Law.

The Illegal Trade Eradica-
tion Steering Committee report-
ed that 20 arrests were made 
from 3 to 4 March, with an esti-
mated value of K206.934 million.

CHINA targets economic 
growth of around five per cent 
in 2024, according to a govern-
ment work report submitted 
Tuesday to the national legis-
lature for deliberation.

The country expects to 
create over 12 million jobs in 
urban areas and keep the sur-
veyed urban unemployment 
rate at around 5.5 per cent this 
year, according to the report.

A proactive fiscal policy 
and a prudent monetary policy 
will be continued, with the ra-
tio of deficit to gross domestic 
product (GDP) set at three per 
cent and the government defi-
cit to rise by 180 billion yuan 

from the 2023 budget figure.
The country will see 3.9 

trillion yuan of special-purpose 
bonds for local governments 
to be issued this year, up by 
100 billion yuan from last year.

It will also issue ultra-long 
special treasury bonds over 
each of the next several years 
for the purpose of implement-
ing major national strategies 
and building up security capac-
ity in key areas, starting with 1 
trillion yuan of such bonds this 
year, the report said.

The consistency of the 
macro policy orientation 
should be enhanced, it said.

China targets economic growth of around 5% in 2024

THE LEAP Tech Conference 
2024 kicked off in the Saudi Ara-
bian capital Riyadh on Monday, 
aiming to attract 11.9 billion US 
dollars in investments, accord-
ing to the press release issued 
by the organizing committee.

Saudi Minister of Com-
munications and Information 
Technology Abdullah Alswaha 
said the event supports deep 
and emerging technologies, in-
novation, and cloud computing 
in the kingdom and worldwide.

The investments will go 
towards developing Saudi dig-
ital skills and supporting tech 
start-ups, said the minister, not-
ing the kingdom expects the 
investments will help consoli-
date its position as the largest 
market and digital economy 
in the Middle East and North 
Africa.

Of the total investments, 

Amazon Web Services an-
nounced a 5.3-billion-dollar in-
vestment in a new cloud zone 
in Saudi Arabia; Datavolt an-
nounced a five-billion-dollar in-
vestment in Saudi data centres 
with a capacity of more than 300 

megawatts; IBM plans to invest 
250 million dollars in a global 
software development center 
in the kingdom; ServiceNow 
will invest 500 million dollars to 
localize its regional services in 
Saudi Arabia. — Xinhua

THE seasonally adjusted S&P 
Global Singapore Purchasing 
Managers’ Index (PMI) posted 
56.8 in February, marking the 
Singaporean private business 
condition’s continued improving 
for 12 straight months, according 
to a statement by the S&P Global 
Tuesday.

New business activities 
grew at the fastest rate in nine 
months as demand conditions 
improved, S&P noted, adding 
that the transport, as well as the 
information and communication 
sector, saw the fastest rises in 

new sales and activity.
The input price inflation 

climbed to a 12-month peak in 
February due to higher trans-
portation costs, alongside rising 
raw material and labour costs, 
according to the statement.

Selling prices also climbed 
at an elevated rate as the com-
panies opted to share their in-
creased cost burdens with cli-
ents, S&P added.

A PMI reading of 50 and 
above indicates expansion, while 
a reading below 50 indicates con-
traction. — Xinhua

THE South African economy 
grew 0.1 per cent in the fourth 
quarter of 2023, narrowly avoid-
ing a recession that could have 
hurt the ruling ANC ahead of 
May elections, official figures 
showed Tuesday.

The key mining industry re-
corded a 2.4 per cent increase 
in output helped by stronger 
production figures for platinum 
group metals, chromium ore, 
coal and diamonds, the national 
statistics agency StatsSA said. 

Alongside a 2.9 per cent ex-
pansion in the transport, storage 
and communication sector, this 
helped reverse the 0.2 per cent 
contraction the country record-
ed in the previous three months.

S California eyes stronger cooperation 
with China on low-carbon shipping
PARTICIPANTS in a 
US-China Green Port and 
Low-Carbon meeting have 
called for stronger port co-
operation between the two 
countries to jointly promote 
carbon emissions reduc-
tion and sustainable port 
operations.

Representatives from 
over 60 global shipping 
and logistics companies, 
container terminals, ze-
ro-emission technology 
developers, and original 
equipment manufacturers 
gathered at the meeting in 
Long Beach, Southern Cali-
fornia, on Sunday to explore 
potential opportunities for 
trans-Pacific cooperation 
between Southern Califor-
nia and China’s Shenzhen, 
a technological innovation 
hub in southern China’s 
Guangdong Province.

They focused on ways 

to lower emissions and fur-
ther decarbonize the ship-
ping and logistics sectors 
at the two countries’ ports.

They also held in-
depth discussions regard-
ing potential sister-port 
cooperation between the 

Port of Long Beach, the US 
second busiest port, and 
the Port of Shenzhen and 
potential collaboration in 
green ports and low-carbon 
shipping initiatives.

The Port of Long 
Beach is the most impor-

tant gateway for China-US 
trade, with more than 70 
per cent of its cargo vol-
ume related to China, said 
Peng Jing, commercial 
counselor of the Chinese 
Consulate-General in Los 
Angeles.

Japan eyes up to 
800,000 more skilled 
foreign workers over 
next 5 yrs
JAPAN is set to sharp-
ly increase the number 
of foreigners it accepts 
under its skilled worker 
visa with plans to receive 
up to 800,000 people in 
the next five years, a 
source familiar with the 
matter said Tuesday.

In an attempt to 
cope with an acute 
labour shortage, the 
government is consid-
ering adding the road 
transportation, railway, 
forestry and timber in-
dustries as targets of the 
visa system, which was 
introduced in April 2019, 
the source said.

The projected figure 
for the five years from 
April this year is more 
than double the up to 

345,150 workers the gov-
ernment had expected 
to accept through fiscal 
2023 ending March in its 
estimate when the sys-
tem was created.

As of the end of last 
November, there were 
around 200,000 working 
under a resident status 
called Specified Skilled 
Worker No 1 that cur-
rently covers 12 sectors 
such as construction and 
farming for up to a total 
of five years.

Meanwhile, there 
were 29 holders of No 2 
status that allows them 
to bring in family mem-
bers and has no limit on 
the number of times they 
can renew their visa. — 
Kyodo

Uber Eats to start robot 
deliveries in central 
Tokyo from Wednesday

UBER Eats Japan Inc 
and Mitsubishi Electric 
Corp will launch a new 
food delivery service from 
Wednesday in central To-
kyo using self-driving ro-
bots, with plans to roll out 
the service more widely in 
the future.

The sidewalk robot 
deliveries will be initially 
offered in a small area 
around Tokyo’s Nihom-
bashi district from 10 am 

to 5 pm on weekdays, with 
two restaurants partici-
pating. Customers cannot 
specify that they wish to 
have their orders deliv-
ered by robot. The box-
shaped robot is 71 centi-
metres long, 46 cm wide 
and 60 cm high. It runs 
on six wheels at around 
a maximum speed of 5 
kilometres per hour and 
can carry up to 20 kilo-
grammes. — Kyodo

THAILAND must do more to 
tackle air pollution, a govern-
ment agency has warned, say-
ing more than 10 million people 
required treatment for pollu-
tion-related health problems 
in 2023.

The kingdom’s cities of-
ten rank among the worst in 
the world for PM 2.5 particles 
— so tiny they can enter the 
bloodstream — during the early 
months of the year thanks to 
farmers burning stubble and 
exhaust fumes.

The National Economic 
and Social Development Coun-
cil (NESDC) said that “prior-
itization should be placed on... 
the impact of PM2.5 on public 
health”.

“According to the Health 
Data Centre system of the Min-
istry of Health, in 2023 the num-
ber of patients with diseases 
related to air pollution is 10.5 
million,” the NESDC said in a 

regular update issued on Mon-
day.

The NESDC advises Prime 
Minister Srettha Thavisin on 

economic and social develop-
ment issues facing the kingdom, 
and makes recommendations.

Data from the health min-

istry show that since the start 
of 2024, some 1.6 million people 
have needed treatment for prob-
lems linked to air pollution.

The figures include people 
with conditions such as chronic 
bronchitis, lung cancer, asthma, 
and heart diseases.

Last month, Bangkok city 
employees were told to work 
from home for two days as a 
layer of noxious haze blanketed 
the Thai capital.

Air quality in Thailand reg-
ularly plummets in the early 
months of the year as smoke 
from farmers burning stubble 
in the fields adds to industrial 
emissions and vehicle exhaust 
fumes.

Srettha has pledged to im-
prove air quality, and his cab-
inet endorsed a Clean Air Act 
in January. The news comes 
as Hanoi, capital of neighbour-
ing Viet Nam, tops the world’s 
most polluted cities, registering 
on Tuesday PM 2.5 levels that 
were 24 times the World Health 
Organization’s annual guideline.

Hanoi chokes as Viet Nam capital 
tops most polluted cities list
VIETNAMESE capital Hanoi 
was blanketed by a thick haze 
of pollution on Tuesday that ob-
scured high-rise buildings and 
left the city’s nearly nine million 
people breathing toxic air.

The city topped air moni-
toring website IQAir’s table of 
the world’s most polluted cities 
early Tuesday afternoon.

Levels of PM2.5 pollutants 
— cancer-causing microparti-
cles small enough to enter the 
bloodstream through the lungs 

— were classified as “very un-
healthy” and hit more than 24 
times the World Health Organi-
zation’s annual guideline.

In recent years Hanoi has 
frequently been listed among 
the world’s most polluted cities, 
due in part to widespread con-
struction and emissions from 
the huge number of motorbikes 
and cars that crisscross the 
capital every day.

Carbon emissions from 
coal plants to the north and ag-

ricultural burning exacerbate 
the problem.

“I have had to wear a mask 
whenever I’ve gone out over the 
last few days as the air quality 
has been so bad,” said office 
worker Nguyen Minh Huong.

“It’s hard to breathe. I 
sneeze all the time, so I have 
had to limit my time outside,” 
Huong told AFP.

Last month dozens of 
flights were affected when high 
humidity caused thick fog to en-
velop Hanoi, producing a spike 
in air pollution and causing vis-
ibility to plummet.

Weather forecasters have 
issued regular warnings of 
thick haze, especially in north-
eastern mountainous areas of 
Viet Nam.

The latest World Bank 
report on air pollution says 
40 per cent of people in Hanoi 
are exposed to concentrations 
nearly five times greater than 
WHO guidelines. The WHO 
says that a number of serious 
health conditions are linked to 
air pollution exposure, includ-
ing strokes, heart disease and 
lung cancer. — AFP

EU negotiators struck an agree-
ment Monday to ban single-use 
plastics in cafes and restaurants 
from 2030, officials said, under 
new rules to reduce waste from 
packaging across the bloc.

The EU’s 27 nations and 
lawmakers agreed on the draft 
text that sets a target of cutting 
packaging waste in the bloc by 
five per cent by 2030, compared 
with the amount in 2018. 

The aim is to reduce that 
further by 10 per cent in 2035 
and 15 per cent by 2040.

The text is a key element of 
the EU’s environmental goals 
under the Green Deal, a set of 
laws for helping the bloc meet 
its climate goals.

“This regulation aims to 
reduce waste caused by pack-
aging, making it more sustain-
able, while ensuring the highest 
waste management standards,” 
the government of Belgium, 
which holds the rotating EU 
presidency, said on X.

Plastics in catering had 
been at the heart of bitter ne-
gotiations after intense lobbying 
by fast-food giants and the paper 
industry, which said cardboard 
packaging, recyclable or from 
sustainable forests, was more 
environmentally friendly than 
plastics.

The single-use plastic pack-
aging ban from 2030 will also 
apply for unprocessed fresh 
fruit and vegetables, individu-
al portions of products such as 
condiments and sugar, as well as 
miniature toiletries and shrink-
wrap for suitcases in airports.

Ultra-lightweight plastic 
bags will also be banned, with 
some exceptions.

“For the first time in an en-
vironmental law, the EU is set-
ting targets to reduce packaging 
consumption, regardless of the 
material used,” said Frederique 
Ries, the Belgian EU lawmaker 
who pushed the text through 
parliament. — AFP

EU seals deal on 
banning single-use 
plastic packaging in 
cafes from 2030
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THE iconic posters for the Par-
is 2024 Olympic and Paralympic 
Games, designed by French il-
lustrator Ugo Gattoni, were re-
vealed at the Musee d’Orsay on 
Monday.

A giant version of the posters 
went on display at the well-known 
art museum and will remain 
there until 10 March for visitors 
from all over the world.

The respective posters for 
the Olympics and Paralympics 
could be seen as separate works 
but also complement each other 
to form a “double poster”, which 
reflects the idea that the two 
Games are equal and connected.

“For the first time at the 
Summer Games, the Iconic 
Posters take the form of a dip-
tych, with the same artistic direc-
tion. They are two independent 

JORGINHO believes free-scor-
ing Arsenal are approaching 
the Premier League title race 
with more maturity than last 
season, when they faltered in 
sight of the finishing line.

Mikel Arteta’s men were 
top of the table for most of the 
2022/23 campaign but Man-
chester City overtook them in 
the run-in to secure their third 
straight title.

Arsenal have hit a purple 
patch since the turn of the year, 

winning all seven league games 
by an aggregate scoreline of 
31-3 as they seek to become 
English champions for the first 
time since 2004.

The third-placed Gunners 
hammered bottom club Shef-
field United 6-0 on Monday to 
move just one point behind City 
and two behind Liverpool, with 
11 games to go.

“The performance of the 
squad (was great) and the men-
tality to start strong and carry 

on the momentum,” Jorginho 
said after his side’s dominant 
performance win at Bramall 
Lane.

“It was really, really good 
to see a team playing forward 
and want to keep going.”

Asked what is different 
about the team this year com-
pared to the one that just fell 
short last season, the Italy in-
ternational added: “I think the 
maturity.

“We are way more mature 
how we compete and how we 
manage the games. I think 
that’s it.”

Arsenal raced out of the 
blocks, racking up a five-goal 
lead quicker than any away 
side in Premier League his-
tory — Declan Rice making 
it 5-0 in the 39th minute. Ben 
White’s second-half thunder-
bolt completed the rout, scoring 
the club’s 10,000th goal on an 
evening when they became the 
first English league side to win 
three consecutive away games 
by five or more goals.

“We are pleased that we 
are doing all this good stuff, but 
we need to carry on,” Jorginho 
said. — AFP

THE Serie A title race seems to 
be a foregone conclusion as Inter 
Milan have run 15 points clear on 
the table after a 2-1 home victory 
over Genoa on Monday.

The Nerazzurri kept a per-
fect record since 2024 as they had 
managed 11 wins on the bonce 
before Monday.

The away side tested Yann 
Sommer in the 26th minute as 
Mateo Retegui’s header from a 
close range was denied by Som-
mer, four minutes before Alexis 
Sanchez assisted for Kristjan Asl-

lani to reap his first goal for Inter.
Sanchez made it 2-0 in the 

38th minute as the Chilean con-
verted a spot-kick earned by 
Nicolo Barella.

Genoa pulled one goal back 
in the 54th minute when Stefan de 
Vrij’s clearance only fell for Jo-
han Vasquez to hit in a first-time 
volley, leaving Sommer rooted to 
the ground.

Inter survived from a scare 
in the 66th minute as Vitinha found 
the net, but it was ruled out due 
to offside. — Xinhua

REAL Madrid are the clear 
favourites to qualify for the 
quarterfinals of the Champions 
League when they entertain RB 
Leipzig on Wednesday night.

Carlo Ancelotti’s side take a 
1-0 first leg lead into the match 
after Brahim Diaz’s goal in Ger-
many three weeks ago. That 
game saw a Leipzig goal ruled 
out for a controversial offside in 
the first half.

Real Madrid were held to 
a 2-2 draw away to Valencia in 
La Liga on Saturday, which was 
marred by a dreadful (and pos-
sible career-ending) knee inju-
ry suffered by home defender 
Mouctar Diakhaby, and a con-
troversy triggered by referee Gil 
Manzano who blew for full time 
moments before Jude Belling-
ham headed what would have 
been the winning goal.

C HINA’S strides in space tech-
nology are now enriching the 
preservation of cultural relics, as 

spacecraft engineers have repurposed 
a robot originally designed for orbital 
missions to protect tomb artifacts.

The China Academy of Space Tech-
nology (CAST) recently announced the 
development of such a robot. Combined 

with electron beam irradiation technolo-
gy, it can be used as an intelligent mobile 
system to eradicate bacteria that thrive 
on ancient murals in small tombs.

Equipped with a robotic arm mount-
ed on a mobile wheeled chassis, this 
device can scan scenes of tomb walls 
and domes.

Similar to the radiation disinfection 

technology used in medical treatment, 
the electron beams can eliminate harm-
ful bacteria that cause murals to fade or 
chip over time.

The project was initiated by the Dun-
huang Academy, an institute for the pro-
tection and research of the World cultural 
heritage of Dunhuang Grottoes in China. 
It has accumulated rich experience in

cave painting conservation over the past 
decades. From 2020 to 2022, the academy 
has taken the lead in on-site protection 
of national tomb murals.

“The tomb mural preservation poses 
a great challenge,” said Yu Zongren, 
head of the academy’s conservation in-
stitute.

Being buried deep underground for 
extended periods exposes tomb murals 
to highly humid environments, fostering 
the proliferation of microorganisms that 
accelerate their deterioration. Further-
more, given the generally confined space 
within tombs, any negligence in cleaning 
and protection work can result in addi-
tional damage to these invaluable relics.

The conventional disinfection ap-
proach involves the use of chemical 
agents, which, unfortunately, may pose 
health risks to the people involved as well 
as affect the murals. — Xinhua

China develops 
robot for cultural 
relics protection

UNGA president calls for great efforts  
to resolve Gaza crisis
UN General Assembly (UNGA) Presi-
dent Dennis Francis on Monday called 
for action to end violence and suffering 
in Gaza.

“First and foremost, an immediate 
humanitarian ceasefire must be imple-
mented. The bombardment must stop, 
now,” Francis told the General Assem-
bly plenary meeting on the use of the 
veto, describing the situation in Gaza 
as “catastrophic”, and highlighting the 
“shocking” death toll and the impact on 
children and families.

The General Assembly met to ex-
amine the US veto of the latest Securi-
ty Council draft resolution calling for a 
ceasefire in war-torn Gaza, where a grim, 
forewarned landscape of famine has seen 
babies and children die of starvation in 
recent days.

Francis said that from the UN’s 
inception in 1945, the world body and 
the Security Council have an overarch-
ing duty to save generations from the 

scourge of war, and called for the inter-
national community to act now to end 
Gaza crisis.

“I am shocked and horrified at the 
reported killing and injury of hundreds 
of people during disbursement of aid 
supplies, west of Gaza City last week,” 
Francis said.

This comes with a rising death toll, 
babies dying of starvation, and 85 per 
cent of Gaza’s population — or 1.9 million 
people — are internally displaced.

Extremely concerned about pend-
ing Israeli ground operations in Rafah, 
where nearly 1.5 million people now 
reside, the UNGA president called for 
maximum restraint to prevail in order 
to save innocent civilian lives.

Israeli restrictions on humanitarian 
access have drastically reduced the flow 
of lifesaving aid to a mere trickle, with 
the United Nations Relief and Works 
Agency for Palestine Refugees in the 
Near East reports a significant 50 per 
cent reduction in the number of trucks 
entering Gaza daily from January to 
February, he said. — Xinhua

Climbers to pay 
$13 fee on popular 
Mount Fuji trail 	

HIKERS using the most popular route to 
climb Japan’s Mount Fuji will be charged 
$13 each from July, with numbers capped 
to ease congestion and improve safety, a 
regional official said Tuesday.

Increasingly large crowds are scaling 
Japan’s highest mountain, which is cov-
ered in snow most of the year but draws 
more than 220,000 visitors each July-Sep-
tember climbing period.

From 1 July, an entry fee of 2,000 yen 
($13) will be charged per person to ascend 
the famous volcano’s Yoshida Trail.

Daily entries to the trail will be 
capped at 4,000 people, with entry 
banned between 4:00 pm and 2:00 am, 
under an ordinance approved Monday by 
Yamanashi region.

“After Covid restrictions were lifted, 
we started seeing more people. We want 
them to dress appropriately for the moun-
tain and be well prepared,” Toshiaki Kasai, 
an official at the local government, told 
AFP. — AFP
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
